People who have gold or mono; de¬
posited aoroad, as some have, will not inveHt it here
and render it liable to tbe provisions of the pro¬
posed Confiscation act This is a great blow to the
lately reviviug trade, and comas fatally to those who
were struggling in einbarrasaed circumstances before,
and adds to the number of tbe absolutely dostitute,
which bas been groat since tbe close of the war. The
peace was too late in 1805 to admit of a proper cultiva¬
tion of the farms and plantations for that year. Then
came the failure of tbo crops In the year following.
Meau while they wbe had expectations more than antici¬
pated i hem, and when they had realised their crops
were still in debt. Now credit U harder than before on
account of the confiscation panic. It seems, also, that
the destruction of the frnit prospects by the late frosis Is
going to be sorely felt, as one means of subsistence gone,
although in prosperous times it was not an important
consideration. Particularly will tuts be tbe case with
bereaved famil .os, women and children made widows
and orphans by the lato war, ot whom there arc many
living in this neighborhood, and still farther back, away
from the routes of travel. Maay of these are quite dos¬
titute, and depend upon charity alone, while o.hers had
little to expect but what their fruit might afford; and
now the hope of that is gone.
The story told here has not tmn, on tbe whole, a

tile, iu the tranches and on the picket line, whore little
treaties, made by a dgn, but perfect for all that and sel¬
dom brok ii, brought about an exchange ol civilities
and ail the joys o'' peace lor the space ol an hour or over
tho extent of a hundr il square yards For those sol-
diers witn whom tn y had uius come In contact they
entertain .d a lively ro ard, and I could readily believo
that they would meet them again with pleasurable emo¬
tion.

It was in mon of this temper that wo appeared to have
our ctiic dependence at the cios of tbe war; hut
another ct-s ror a t .iue usurped their plaeos Indeed
w- are expressly told that tho men who submit led to
the arb.trainont of arms, and finally at tbe decision
against them laid their arms aside, bavo not mingled
much iu public affairs. Again tuey are coming from
tuetr reitrcineut, and, it is to he hoped, tise reappear¬
ance is a good omen, a- they are tho least prejudiced of
tho Southern people. Little is to he expected of merely
provinctally educated men, who are alive to none but
local needs. Neither in tho North nor the South can
they do unyihing to reconcile the differ noes that dis
tract too land, it is the former class alone that show
tn-insdves capable of con-iderm,'the uational life as a

thing apart from the existence of itq members, and it is
Oiiletly they who sec the necessity or hecdiug the de¬
liberations of its councils. By such men yon h ar it ad¬
mitted ihat the uhoiition of slavery is advantageous, in
some respect, to labor, although at the samo timo thoy
are adverse to all the innovations that come in its tram;
but accepting the one, they aro willing calmly to con¬
sider the leasibility 01 tho others.

speculation, wlilcn must result in grea' los- the govern¬
ment, in general commercial and uoacciai disasters, and
in corruption and demoralization of the officers of the
govoruiuut. All that used to be said uf the demoral¬
izing r; aractor of any connection of the duances und
tlonncial agents of the got eruuicnt with banks is now

fully realized, 'ihe managers of these banks are every¬
where cheek by jowl with the Treasury agents aud de¬
positories. The banks are often convenient la the so-
called oitlco of tho United States Treasury. In these
high-priced times salaries of olhoe do not aitord luxuries,
and people who handle large amounts of money have
a wish lor luxuries.

THE UNITED STATES SCHOOL SUP SABINE.

SPECIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THE HERALD.
The Inauguration of the System of Naval
Apprenticeship, and it* Narked Hncceee.
The Boy* ea Board.Their Daily Studle* and
Dutie*.List of OtHcer* and Instructor*.
Regulation* tor the Enllatnient end tiorern-
m*nt ef Apprentice Boy*, dec.

N*w London, Coon., April 39,1807.
The United State* school ship Sabine, stationed In this

harbor, has "broke out of her winter quarters," end
her able seamen, under the direction of her experi¬
enced offioera, hare been busily engaged In putting the

gallant Old vessel in trim for the more active and prac¬
tical duties of the spring and summer. Notwithstanding
her superior officers assured me the vessel was all in

confusion, consequent upon this procedure, her decks
and multiplied paraphernalia were a miracle of neatness
and regularity.
the apprentice system, so auspiciously inaugurated

and successfully carried out on board of this ship, was

formally commenced In obedience to an act of Congress
dated March 2, 1837, but, after many disappointments,
was abandoned six years subsequent thereto, and was

not revived until the year 1804. In May of that

year the naval ship Sabine was ordered to be put in

commission as a practice and school ship for naval ap¬
prentices, undor the command of then Lieutenant Com¬
mander, R. B. Lowry, United States Navy, who was

especially selected by the Department at Washington
for the very important, arduous and delicate duty of
organizing and establishing on a Arm basis the nucleus
from which tbe rank and flle of our future naval force
was to emanate, in such a manner as not only to be re¬

liable at all times, but of a character which would place
our shlpe of war upon an equal, If not superior.footing
to;those of any other naval power.
But tbo vigils of the Tallahassee and other piratical

craft of the Southern oontedsr.tcy to the waters of the
eastern coast caused the naval authorities to send the
Sabine there to protect our commerce and fishing in¬
terests, and so valuable were her services considered by
the pooplo of Portland and vicinity, that they Induced
Mr. Welles to retain her at that port until the thrcatoned
danger had fully passed, so that It was not until October
of 1801 that Commander Lowry was fairly enabled to
enter upon the organization of this importaut system.

It was a task fraught with many dilllculties, some at
first that seemed insurmountable, but by degrees,
marked with pationco und faith, aidod by his humane
and capable subordinate otllcors and instructors, Com¬
mander Lowry brought order out ot a chaotic mass of
humanity, aud eventually bad the inostimabl . satisfac¬
tion and plea ure of witnessing and oxporienclng the
period, suceesrtgthat had crowned bis ar tuous labors.

Continual drafts are being made upon the ship for the
more experienced and advanced of the boys to supply, In
a measure, the deficiencies that occur in the various
Cuiled States naval squadrons tlirougnout the globe, so
at presnni lliero urn but 1179 on board, but these are ad¬
vancing in tb 'ir stuJiea at a rate that promises the most
Haltering results. This body is divided into thirteen sec¬

splicing, strapping blocks, heaving the load, steer¬
ing, mak.n-j signals, pointing, grafting, weaving
mats, tnaklug gaskets, reeling, furling, using
muskets, pistols and cutiasse*, exercising great guns,
target firing, pulling oars, Ac , Ac Iu ad li ion thereto,
bchooitnasters assigned to each school, agrn -able to de¬
partment orders, instruct litem n (ho rudimouts of edu¬
cation, embracing reading, writing, geography and
arithmetic, including navigation and other necessary
bran hos that may suggest them-el res to the experi¬
enced mi id of the commanding ofllcer.

other proper authority, one of which acknowledgments shall

4 He will enlist no boy who is loss than thirteen or more

!. P>6Wil Accidents from Explosions of

Kerosene.
"D. W. B.," who writes like an expert la the business

«»y« that the adulteration of kerosene oil, i a, its mix¬
ture with benzine, is the cause or most of tbe explosions
of the illuminating material now la common use ir the
oil will stand 110 degrees of host, he says, there is no
danger to be apprehended. The adulterating processlowers it, however, to 80 degrees, and makes its usehighly dangerous To test the quality of the oil a tea-
spoonful should be put on a plate, or in a dish, and a
lighted match applied to it. If the oil be bad it will bun
with a flash, like gunpowder, but if of good quality the
match will remain burning in it for about one minute
before the fluid is ignited. It should also be known that
ailing the lamp while lighted is at all times fraught with
danger.

Malawi Principle
"T." asks: Why can't we have banks upon the ms

principle, the depositors participating in the protte
over a certain reservation of per eentage to the stock¬
holders, upon the same principle that the mutual t*tit
Insurance companies are conducted f I am ooafldent
that such banks would recommend themselves strongly
to a large number of depositors whose business necessi¬
ties require them to keep balanoee in hank aa welt
as to professional men and others, who new reluctantly
submit to the loss of interest on their money rather
than to incur the trouble and annoyanoe of using
savings banks as depositories, or risking their compara¬
tively small means in investments In slocks, ha,
that they know nothing about.
