The truth I have urgod is not that women
hate tiiO right of suffrage, not that Chinamen have the
right oi bUfiisg'-, not that Irishmen have the right of
so itrue, not that the Yankee born Uaa the right
U> euffrsge, but that suffrage is the inherent right of
mankind. (Great applause.) Only say a man baa the
right to himaaif, although It may ha not true under
Russian govsrumant, nor in our govsrnmont, except
according to our institutions, and our institutions make
the government depend on the people No man Is a
cltuton and competent to dofond himself that has not
all these rights. I therefore advocate not sectional
rig but, not sax rights, class fights, but usivsrsal rights
far ail that live and breathe npen the continent. 1 do
not put back the black men's emancipation, nor do I
put book a single idea. I aok dot that ho should wait.

II auk not that this work shall bj dona because it is
politically expedieni. Take expediency out of
tho way and pat the principle, more enduring
then the expediency, in its place. 80 manhood and
womanhood sefirage may just as wsli bo
mot now as at any other time. You will
never have so favorable a conscience, sympathetic a
heart in tba na1 ion, aud a popular reason so willing to
bo convinced as to day. If tbers it anything to be doqe
f*r the blnclc man, black woman and disfranchised
clashes among tho wnitea, let it be done, iu the name of
tied, while Providence still says coma But I lake wls-
dem ftom same with whom I was not always trained.

(Laughter.) Seou after that spiritualism was talked of, I
when people said, "there to soma philosophy in meemsr-
ism, bat spiritualism!" The way to maintain a man in
a position is to take one atop before blm. (Laughter.)
Being crafty 1 desire to catch mas with guile; take a

¦ black man, holt him with a white woman, and I think
you'll oatck tba black man. (Laughter.) I do not say
we are standing hers to defend this principle and its uui-
venal application in any Spirit of indinsrenoe. r be-
lieve it is easier to carry that doctrine of enfranchise-
meet for ail tbaa It is to do it ror a class. I do this 1
because I have tha de-pest sense of what is before nr.
We have entered upon an are such as never before oc-1
rurred. We have got wbera we need a prophet, sod we
have noas to dseeribs what are those events that are
rising in tha horizon thick and fast. Sometimes it
seems to me that that latter-day glory which ths pro-
uhets spoke of end which ever since with faintness of
heart has been longed end prayed for, was before us. |1 MS the fountains of the great deep broken up. For
something good such a pass has been brought on tbe 1
nation. I think we are to havo a nation horn in that I
day among us greater iu ths power of thought, greater
m the power of oonscieu e, greater iu the power ef self-1
government, greater ami In the power of material de-
vslopraent. Such ^thrift, such skill, such enterprise,
such power of self-snsteutatlon, I think, is about to be
developed, to eay nothiug ot tbe spectacle already made
before the nations, as will surprise even the moat san-
gaine and ths most farsigbted. Nevertheless;' while so
muoh to promised, there are attendaot evils. It
is a powerless thing to bring unwashed, un-
combed, untutored men, scaroely removed from
savagery, to the ballot box. It to a daugeiwua thing to
bring the foreigner from the tyrant, baif smothered,
while be learned to put bis baud on the helm of attain
in this free nation. It is a dangerous thing to bring
men without property or expectation of it into legists-
five balls where ibay are to legislate on property. It to
a dangerous thing to bring women not accustomed to
these things suddenly into the field of voting. I admit
it but 1 think that Ood says to us, by thai dangar "I
put every man of you under tha solemn responsibility
of preparing these parsons effectually for their citizen-
ship." Rich men, are you afraid of money f By that
fear, then, educate the men that you are afraid of
voting against you. 1 say to the top of society, just us
aute as you despise tbe bousm yon will ha Ilka the oak
tree tbat bus rebelled against Us own roots. (Laughter|ii hud be'tsr be struck with lightning. (Laughter.)
There is no man, from the top of society to
the bottom, wbo, if you but glvs himself to
himself.give him bis awn ranaou, educate aud
and develop hiat. wilt have tba same instinct for bis
governmem as yeu have. (Vedmade man to self-govern
himself as much as he made tba pyramid to stand on its

I onn bottom, (laughter.) It win take plena. I aas not
afraid of those rights and principle;, provided man are
unstrapped, unbound, stimulated, developed more, and
arc allowed more use or thamselves. They will make
them so. But for those that press M and are afraid of
thee ai the bottom, tot tbem turn In sad become school-
masters, l or my own part i do not despise wealth. I
do Dot dc-apiee the rich. I thank Ood for them. I thank
ttod for those that repose on their literary laurels. My
h art warms lor every thing that God looks on.warm,
insect, all that flies in the air, swims la the see or welka
on tha earth, asd -cicely la everything that oarriee im-
mortality in us besom. I seek those lower down tbat I
may lift them up. In th!« spirit I ssy tbers te no an-1
tagomam. theie is no warfare of tha favorod class.
Be are attempting to ondergird society and atop Its
leek by putting under it, not political expediency, but 1
great principles of bumaniiy and manhood, that will not 1
merely remove this difficulty, bat that nil! carry this
nation forward into a grant and illastnoaa future, mora
safe, more ompleto, more sublime in proportions, and I
with a lift that will know no death. (Great applause.) m

The
managers were Indeed enoouraged, and In every depart¬
ment of the work new flelds were opeuing before
then*. More mission work had bean performed duringthe past year than in any previous one. They had
learned by experience, and they would continue to
learn, so that they could accomplish the more hi
this important work. As year after year they looked
at tbeee little onaa who bad been saved, they naturally
asked what had become of the thoutends who bad grown
up with them T Alas, many of them ware in the State
prison, lost in vioa nod degradation. They indeed might
nave been saved. The speaker then referred to the fart
that the corner stone of the new Home would be laid on
Wednesday next, aodiavitad his heireiw to be present,
lie concluded by appealing to them to contribute
towards the shelter of the little ones.
The Chairman then announced that 81. tun's Sunday

school would contribute $150, whereupon many gentle¬
men in the audience responded with equal liberality.
One single subscription obtained amounted to $1,500,
providing that the ground oa which the new building is
to he erected ia bought ia three or lour years.
