DEPARTURE OF HR. PAVIS FROHM PRISON.

Foxrunss Mowmow, May 11, 1887.

A Iarge crowd of persons gathered on the wharf
around the steamboat landing this morning to wilness
the devarture of Jeflarson Davis for Richmond.

A busy soene presented itself at Carroll Hall at an
early hour, preparation being made by Mr. Davis and
his fumily to bid farewell to the many associstions bhere
which nearly two years residence have impressed upon
sheir momories.

At seven o'clock General Burton vieited Carroll Hall
snd found Mr. Davis ready to sccompany him. Leave
takings were exchanged by bim-and his family with their
friends in the fort, and his confinement here became
among the things of the past.

General Burton walked on one side of Mr. Davis and
Dr, Cooper, bis physiciun, on the other. Robert Ould
and the brother of Mr. Davis, who arrived here laut
evening from Vicksburg, escorted Mrs. Davis and her
eister, and they were followoed by several friends

A serene emile llluminated the countesance of Mr,
Davis as he conversed In a cheerful manner with those
who came to take leave of him, aod after he had In &
kindly way bid them good bye, he, with his family and
G I Burton, p ded } y o weod his way to
the steamer Johu Bylvester, which was in walting to
take the entire party to Richmond.

As Mr. Davis walked along he was greeted by numer-
ous friends, who came over frem Norfolk to sees him
onoe more, He receivod them all in the most cordial
manner, warmly acknowledging their congratulations.

Mr. Davis was dressed in a piain dark suit, wore s black
felthat, and carried o cane. His face was very pale, his
form atienuated, his bair slightly gray, which, with his
brightly glistering eyes, gave lum & very fecbie app

Large numbers of these had assembled ouninide the cor-
don of guards on & high bloff, in the streeis and up ihe
whole length of the mdewalk, and, as the carriages
drove furiously by, these took up the shouling, and
Joined the pursalt, ranning madly in the atlempi to
keep up and caich a sight of the prisoner. {

Whep the cortege wheeled into Main street the crowd
foliowing the carriages increased in numbers, and the
windows, doors, and every available point was occupled
by Iadies and gentlemen along the Spottswood Hotel, It
was easy to discern in (he fnoos ong white citizens
who stood (n single and double file along the sidewalk, &
fealing of mient sympathy with the man who, though
now & captive, resigned and powerless, was once their
proud and cherished reprosentative.

The three carriages conveying Mr, Davis and the party
who accompanied him drove along the street al & must
rapid pace, followed by the cavalry escort, with flash-
ing sabres, who ratiled over the stony pavement with n
terrilc clash of hoofs, raising clouds of dust in their
wake. In the rear of the fast moviog procession an
Immense crowd of men and boys, priocipully negroes,
followed, making no other demonstration than the mere
distarbance of the dust and ithe unusual spectacle, in
this quiet city, of what appeared to be balf the popula-
tion rushing through the strests ut & pauic stricken
rate,

The upper windows of the leading stores on Main
strest were occupied by tfashiopably dressed ladies,
while the store entrances were In every Instumce
thronged by the leading citizens of Richmond, ¥ the
negro predomipated, it {8 owing to the fact that the
locality st which Mr. Davis landed is inhsbited in »
great measure by negroes; and haviog learned the fuct
of his arrival they followed the procession in large force
to its destination. The whites, as & goneral thing, stood
quistly by, and with a pecalinrly bleanded expression of
balf sympathy, half sorrow, looked silently on. The
cavalry clatler sitracted the sitention of a considerable
sumber of persons in the strests adjacent to Maio street,
who were totally Ignoraut of what was going om, and
thess came roshing down to the principal thoroughfare
of the city, adding to the already great crowd in motion.
