
FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

The railway share market was rather buoyant In ite
tone at the commencement of the week, end there was
considerable activity in all the leading stocks, and espe-
oialljr Erie; but it soon became dull and at .ntervali
heavy, and prices were lower at the close than at the
openiug. The speculative feeling is still tame, although
it baa a superabundance of money to stimulate It late
activity. ? large majority of the members of the Stock
Exchange are on the "bear" side, and vigorously
resist every Impetus of the "bulla" to give
X'rioee an upward impetus. The market has
been so long depressed, however, and quotations
rule so low in comparison with those current
last fall.which will remind many of a fall in another
tense.that a good argument Is furnished In favor of a
strong reactionary movement, and such would seom to
be inevitable, although thus far repeated promises have
only led to disappointment The earnings of all the
leading railways are large, and the crop prospects are

favorable to a considerable increase of traffic. But for
the corrupt and extravagant management of our rail¬
ways tho stocks representing them, which are the foot¬
balls'of speculation in Wall street, would be worth much
more than they are now selling for as permanent in¬
vestments, and the limo will come when tbey
will all bo bought up as such, and when
they ce.i-e to be active on the Stock Exchange
their management will be l!k< ly to improve, and thoir
value SM dividend-pay ing securities with it At present
moat of Die leading railways familiar to the street are

managed by and in the interest of stockjobbers, and it
is tliereiore not surprising that the public should have
lost oonU icnco In securities which .are alternately run up
and run down by tbe men whose business it is to pro¬
tect the interests of stockboldeis, but who habitually
sacrifice thorn in order to Oil their own pockets.

The European news imparted a buoyant tone

to tbe government gold-bearing securities, and they
closed strong at a marked advance, in anticipation
of a foreign demand which it is to bo hoped will spring
up; for alr-ady a far larger amount of our securities are

held abroad than it is to the interest of the country to
have there.
The supply of money was in excess of the demaud at

4 a 8 per cent to the Stock Exchange. The next bank
etatemeut will show a further increase of live millions
In deposits, although the legal tender notes hare de¬
creased about two millions. This last is accounted for
by an increase of five millions In specie, and the fact
tbat a portion of the deposits were as usual in national
bank notes. The statement reflects the stagnation of
capital at this centre, the increase of about three mil¬
lions In loans b >iog due to purchases of governments for
the sake of employing money.
Tbe gold market was variable, but generally firm,

throughout the week. In the first part it was trencth-
enod by doubts as to the result oi the Peace Conference
in London, and later by a fra tional advance in tho sales
-Of foreign exchange and tho prospect of increased ship¬
ments of specie In tbe immodiate future. The demand
for customs duties at the port amounted to $2,107,COO,
and the Bub-Treasury disbursed $2,601,000 in payment
of ootn interest on (lie public debt. The decisive
character of the war news on Saturday gave the pre¬
mium a downward tendency, notwithstanding that the
specie shipment by the several steamers amounted to

$1,787,000.a larger export than has taken place on any
one day since last summer.and tbe closing transections
were at 135'4.

The foreign exchange market was eery Arm in conse¬

quence of the light supply of bills, the limited receipts
and shipments of cotton, and the recent heavy failure
following another of nearly equal magnitude In the
trade. The disbursement of the Interest on the live-
twenty loan caused remittances to lie made on account
of coupons sent hers Tor collection by European bond¬
holders, aod the rate for prime bonkers' sterling, st

sixty days, advanced to 103%. Hence the shipment
of about two millions of specie from this port
and Boston during the week. The market
closed nominally steady at 109% a % for bankora' bills
at sixty deys on England, and 110% s % for short sight.
Cotton bills were out of fsvor, and had to submit to lo»y
rates, owing to ihs distrust of credits connected with the

staple, the almost steady dcct.oe in its price for a long
time past having Involved a large number of lirras here
and abroad in heavy iijsses. The receipts last week at

all the ports were slightly larger than in the previous
week, namely:.19,6dl bales, making a total since

September 1 last of 1,079 993 bales against 1,810.101
bales in the same perod of the previous year. The
total stack at all the ports according to the latest ad-
?iocs is 400,000 bales. The stJbk at Liverpool on the

27th of April was 820,110 bales, and at London 48,882
bales, wbila 120,000 hales of American and 431,330 of
Indian was estimated to be afloat.
There wss s moderate degree of activity in the trade

of tho city during the wees, but the markets are still
nnoottled. In cotton the fluctuations have been light
but frequent, and a very limited business was transacted.
In dry goods there has been a rather sluggish move¬

ment, ana the opinion is expressed that the bulk of (he
spring trade is already over. The decline in cotton is

acoopted as s good roa-sn why newly manufactured
1 should bo marked down In price, and the ton-

has boon downward for all but line bleached
fabrics and certain styles of prints. Tho large auc¬

tion anles of domestics bed near the <lo.se of
the prev. jus week has established lower prices
for oil the ioierior grade.-. The general pros,«cts
of trade throughout the country ire. however,
improving, and the crops nromise to be unusually abun¬
dant. Early in July Southern wheat wlH begin to reach
the markets, and tho latt. r will be bare enough to take all
thai oilers. At present <*oru is about the only artlr e that
the Wset ha-i s good supply of, and svqp this commands
91 2ft a $1 3d a bushel in this city. The wool crop is ex¬

pected to >>0 very heavy, although It is not probable that
the market for it will opon early or buoyantly, owing to
Utadnlness and depression -u manufactures and the dry
goods trade. The abundant crops, by enriching the
farmers and InrteaalDg the segregate wealth of the
