The murderer resided at St. Zephirin, C. K., and wan

on terms of intimacy with a neighbor nannd Jaires.
Mot only wee Jntras unfortunate in this intimacy; It was
hie orowning misfortune to poeseae a wife. Between
Mrs. Julraa and Provencher n casual acquaintance
ripened into criminal intimacy, the Injured husband,
with most convenient and customary blindness,
suspecting nothing of his wife's affection for her para¬
mour. On one occasion the guilty couple visited Sorel,
and passed as man and wife. Their clande tine meet¬
ings were very freq iaut. in November Provencher'a
w fe went w.th him to call nn Joins. After an evening
spent in virtuous and prosy conversation, a festive
bottle was produced and one tumbler 11 lied for Mme.
Provencher. For the Drsi lime on record her husband
declined the seductive fluid. She quaffed the flowing
bowl, and, as might bs expected, died at once.
Public suspicion among the French Canadians is
a plant or slow growth. Nothing was thought
of this event, and the disconsolate widower
wiu;ht refuge in the bosom of the Jutras family. Here
bo abode in peace, mourning his dead wife, and behav¬
ing to Mrs. Jutras like all her male relations, especially
tier husband. So the abandoned couple lived until the
6tb of January, when Jutras went forth to labor. His
spouse provided him with a flask of whiskey and strych¬
nine. Provencher accompanied him, and With a praise¬
worthy abstinence, too rarely met among the French
Canadians, declined to drink with his companion. Jutras
imbibed to such an extent that he came home trembling
convulsively. During his illness he was dieted on
Strychnine and soup, so that eventually be succumbed
and died. His spouse sought consolation in Uto arms of
Provencher.

TRIAL AND CONVICTION.
The cup and measure of the iniquity of these adul¬

terers and mqrderers filled at last. Suspicion became
aroused, and an inquest was held. At the March assizes
at Sorel the guilty pair ware indicted and tried. Five
minutes' deliberation by the Jury ended in a verdict of
"Guilty," and the prisoner was sentenced to be hanged
on the 3d day of May.
His paramour and accomplice was indicted at the same

time and lound guilty. Her counsel pleaded as a reason
why execution should be delayed, the tact that she was
soon to become a mother, investigation by a jury or
matrons confirming this her execution was deferred
until next November, when, on the scaffold, she will
expiate her oflenoe against the laws of Heaven and of
maa.
Strenuous efforts weae made by the friends of the

pvisooer to obtain a commutation of his sentence. Those
well meaning busy bodies ever ready to champion any
causa sufficiently notorious to be hopeless and unde¬
serving. and the people of the vicinity, to whom it was
a grievous thing mat a French < anadian and a Catholic
should be executed, petitioned the Executive for clem¬
ency, but with fruitless prayer. Sir John Michel and
the executive Council decided that the atrocity aad
barefaced nature of the crime admitted ot no apology or
menu, and the prisoner waa Informed he must prepare
to die. He did not until the last abandon his hopes of
commutation or reprieve.The good nuns or the congregation, and the CathoileThe good nuns of the congregation, and the Cathoile
clergy of the vicinity, attended to the spiritual welfare
of the prisoner, with the devotion which is their con¬
stant characteristic But although they continually ex¬
horted him to make a public confession of bw guilt, he
steadfastly refused to do so, ever protesting his inno¬
cence. Htili it was evident that his protestations were
made only from bravado: and his sinking tone and
anxtons eountananoe told hot too truly the truth
of man's suspicions, and the certainty of bis
guilt. In the cell bo was quiet, almost
sullen. He ate his meals regularly, and slept
soundly, apparently unltupreened with the tense of the
em so immediideem so immediately impending over him. He con¬

vened freely with taoos admitted to see him, and
aeeeaod cheerful, although frequently he fell into fits of
apparent aboraoe, whence (to onlygoused himself with
aa efbrt painful to behold.
The night previous to his execution he appeared un¬

Several meetings have bean again hold
up to leal night, and all to no purpose; and another,
given out aa the final meeting, Is to be held on Wednes¬
day (to-morrow), when in all probability the merchants
will have to accede to such propositions as may appear
the least detrimental to them. It Is calculated that
about $10,000,000 in all are owing by the dealers, of
vhtch fiit,500.000 have berom? due lately. It appears
to me, on looking at my horoscope, that the end of
ail this will be the failure of some of our men-entile
firms, who wjli not be able to withstand the shock at a
room nt when the banks and others abut their doors to
the ordinary facilities for discounting, even at exorbitant
rates of interest. Prom the bank statement which the
Diario de la Marina publishes monthly, 1 find that the
situation of the banks in thp aggregate, on the 30th ult,
was worse by about $81,000,000 than on the 30th of
April, I860. 1 ho differences aro as follows:.Decrease,
$7,248,000 in the general oash account; $8,108,261 in
bills receivable, and $01,383 in shares account. This
roofs np $16,508,248. Now, if we add $3,304,793 for
increased debts, and $2,262,516 deorea.se In deposits, we
find that the total railing off in business amounts to the
enormous figure of $30,905,652. Therefore the situation,
far from Improving, continues to compare every month
more and more unfavorably with that of last year.
The Custom House Affair of the three vessels that are

supposed to hare violated the laws stands just where it
wee before.
