April feel* sure that no one left for Vera Cruz afb-r that
date, tbat Marque/ baa about seven thousand men in
tbe city and baa had no battle for some time; and that
be is cioeeiy b sieged by Portirio Diaz, who baa eleven
thousand men, chiefly cavalry. He also says tbat Mar-
quez has abandoned Tacubaya and Cbapultepec. Both
aqueducts supplying water to tbe city bad been cut oil,
and no food came into tbe capital. 1 bore were, bow-
ever, several artesian wells in the city, which could sup¬
ply (be inhabitants with water.

This gentleman apoke with a courier from Querotaro
oa tbe 2tth, who declared that place to be more closely
beslegd than ever and that the garrison were out of
oannon balls and were tiring atones In place of them.
The general opinion in Mexico was that unless assist¬

ance came from QuerBtaro, and that quickly, the capital
would have to snrrander.
There are two imperial men-of-war in the harbor ot Vera

Crut; iron Clyfa built steamers.

ists. The Parts had no communication with tbe shore,
though she waited four hours for that purpose.

They say the diary has not appeared for
reaaons 'foreign to tne editors," which means that it has
been suppressed by the imperial authorities,which would

l'he steamer Virginia, which has Just arrived from
Vers Crux, is an iron steamer, built in Engiaud, and, I
believe, twice edhcled a successful binding of Africaus
on ibis ooast. I know nothing of her so tatquern his¬
tory. She was offered for rale iu Vera Cruz, but no oQer
could be elicited. Her actual owner- only chartered her
for the present trip to Mexico and back, via Sisal and
Havana, and they ars not likely lo renew the charter.
Both the Vligtma and the Paris touched at Slaal, but

owing to the eveuts which eocoiied there, were pre¬
vented from landing any part of their cargoes deetiucd
for Sisal at said port, and even the msiiC which tb- y
brought from Vera Cms for steal were taken on to
Havana.
The Ortxava brought thirty-two passengers belonging

lo the German colony which had been aiding the Im¬
perialist forces in the delence of Sisal. 1 his Is the third
shipment or these wre ched German emigrants that have
been compelled to take re uge heri, after having been
decoyed by the Imperialist- in make an attempted seitlo-
uieat lu Yucatan. Tw ioe the German club m this sitv
has extended Its aid by shipping tbeun off to the United
States; hot its mean were never Intended to provide for
aurb large auiub rs of unfortunates; Its funds are too
lim led to provide for thl- third eldpment, and therefore
a public subscription will have to be resorted to. It is
tmpoM tie to tlod hi tabor for them here. Toere are
forty or fifty families out of that deluded colony still
remaining there, who m iy be expected every momeut,
aud bow they are 10 be provided for no one knows.

Havana, May 11, 1867.
There appears to bo no doubt that a good number of

men who took passage in tho Spanish and Kronen steam¬
ers which tailed from Vera Onsen th" 8th Inst intend
to enlist in the Imperialist forces. The pay held ant to
the common roldiors, 1 uuderatatid, le thirty dullnre per
month, faid >-tenners also took a quantity of provisions
and some heifers.

To resume tho subject of the sugar crop. I And that
the quantity belonging to the new crop on the 30th nit.
was 841.000 boxes, in the Havana warehouses alone,
against 396,006 on the same day last year. The quantity
received at said stores from tiny 1 to December 31,1806,
wee 4tl6.000 boxes, which makoa 801,000 boxes as the
total stored In 1858. Now I will only deduct tweaty Ave
per cent from the quantity received from May 1 to Dec. 81,
166d, for tho estimated doQcit of thla year. This will
give nearly 34!',000 box w as still to be received thteyear
under ordinary oircuui-iai.ee*. and would make 600 000
hoses for the year. Admit'leg this to be a fair estimate,
It would appear that the deficiency In the reoeipta at the
Havana stores alone is likely to be about 111,060 bosee
in 1867. Aa to the expert from the let of January to the
30th of April last, I Ond the lists to fool up 648,0C0
boxes against 503,000 bosse during the fret roar months
in 1866, which shu*a that 45,000 boxes in lite ^gr ? eta
went forward this year earlier than fast year; but to the
United States alone the diflorence is about 60,000 1>oxea.
T" some part' of Europe they w at eariler in 1000. 1
shall be better able to give you more details as we ad¬
vance in (be shipping season
