There have been many belli asd other entertainments

given in the metropolis for the above laudable object,
but few, if any, so brilliant, so auccearful and so largely
attended aa the matinee which Madame Riaterl gave yes¬
terday at the French theatre.

The audience seemed
spell-bound frovi the moment she entered, with a taper
in ber baud, revealing to Uie affrighted doctor and at¬
tendant the story of ner hideous crime, by each self-
accusing whisper of ber troubled dream, to that last
heartbroken sob of despair. "What's done cannot be un¬
done.'" The dilated, yet eighties*, eyee ol the conscience
stricken steeper; the hard, troubled breuthiug; the
statuesque and terrible attitude when she nears
lu imagination the knocking at the gate;
the fruitloss attempt to wash away the
indelible stain of blood; the broken sentences, the pur¬
port of which thrills her hearers with horror; the chok¬
ing sob with which she gasps forth almost inarticulately,
"Here's the smell of blood still; all the peri times of
Arabia will not sweeten this little hatid;" aud the sup¬
pressed torture of spirit, the smouldering volcano of
remorse and passion that rages in her breast, formed a

picture so terrible that each eye seemed fascinated with
it while it remained on the stage. The eager, intense
attention which such a wondrous p ece of acting de¬
manded from every eye in the audience was to aome
degree painful, aud wuea the picture was withdrawn,
their feelings found vent in enthusiastic applause. At
the recall of the great art lite, a handsome Hewer basket
was presented to her. After the sleep-walking sceue the
curtain should have fallen, for what tallowed wee tame
and diataatelul in the extreme.
