The passage of the
Railway Loan act, hy which $20,000,000 ie secured for
the construction of the Intercolonial road, wm the
signal for a rush among railroad contractors, and It is
generally believed tbet there will be an immense deal
of plundering carried on in conneetion with tbe project.
It lias been reoorted ibat tbe contract for building the
entire line had been given out, but that is not the case,
and there will be all sorts of manipulation among those
who are iqrtrttf to obtain contract*. No country affords
a greedier set of land "harks in tbe form of contractors
than Canada, and they are not very acromions how tbey
succeed n their designs upon the public purse. This
lnter-Uoloniel Ratitray is going to be the worst project
tho country ever saw.nothing short of another Grand
Trunk afiiair upon nearly as extensive a scale. It will
bo a periect sink of corruption, and prove a greater
burden upon ti.e country lhau even the Grand
Trunk, for it has not equal prospects of being a
paying con em, and every one knows that the
latter has been swallowing public and private funds ever
s.or., the first day it was opened. But our contractor*
and political schemers bave learned so much since the
Grand Trunk was built that they are prepared to opo-
rate more extamGrely and with a better chance of mak¬
ing money. Alre.idv the schemers are at work. Quebec
is it'-tci mined to hnvo the terminus of the new line op¬
posite that city, even if it costa the country a large sum
to run it to that point. The newspapers started the
agitn'-.i'U of tbe matter, and public meetings have de¬
clared in lavor ol it. Montreal will perhaps demand
another Victoria Rridgo In connection with tbe road,
and possible branches may tie required in various direr-
none. It would be monstrous to divert the road from
the direct line In order to accommodate Quebec; but
¦here is no telling what a gov eminent may do, and if
tbe reformers are right we are to have just each a gov¬
ernment.

It is thought that there is some scheming going on In

Twenty-four or the
number were elected by the people, and about a dozen
aie wtatfcav. been known as lite membere; that Is,
the$.1»«ire appointed for 1Kb by the Crown. Now, as
only twenty-four for tbe province of Ontario are re-
qoireit-kM rest bave to bo thrown aside, and it is natu¬
ral to-euppose that the 'selection moat gtre offence tote suppose
such a* ere passed over. One took upon bfmeelf to re¬
sign. as he believed he was not likely tobe appointed,
and another recently died.
Tbe government decided last Saturday upon the Sen¬

ators to he appointed, end the names were telegraphed
to England, to be included ie the proclamation which
will shortly be leaned announcing when the Union or
Confederation act la to take effect. As ssveral ot tho
old legislative Councillors must necessarily bo left off
the list sent to England, the government will have
to try aorne plan of mollifying them, and as tbe eel
provides that additional Senators may be appointed
under certain conditions, it will not be difficult to find
an rseuse lor retorting to the expedient, by way of
serving any who'may be friends of the administra¬
tion. Such a course is eaid to have been decided upon,
end tbe names of others who have aot previously been
In the Legislative Council ere given as probable additions
to >hc list. I'DecrupulouH politicians never bave nny
difficulty in arranging matters of this kind, and the dm-
appointed expectants of -eats in tbe Senate of tbe
doiumion of Canada will be duly cared for. It Is fortu¬
nate tor the province ol Ontario that It baa to have only
one legislative chamber instead of two, as ie the rase
with Quebec, as it would bave largely increased the
mini-tenai patronage end favoritism.
Tbe election of one hundred and sixty-foar members

will be sufficient without having twenty-four govern¬
ment favorites taken care of at the rate ot six dollars
per diem during each session or Parliament.

TrCmm of the 23d ef June, ISM, and aleo a petroleum
register, which wu almost all decayed. Near hie right
hand lav a tonr-hladed knife, the large blade of
which waa open and eae of the other blades
broken off.

south of a Una commencing at a point distant
thirty feet southerly from the southerly side of
e creek commonly known so Indian creak, and
which point ia on a line due sooth from a marked cedar
tree standing about three feet and six inches westerly
from the southwesterly carder of n wooden building
commonly known as the "i«ag Bona#," and running
from said potut due west to what ia commonly known as
Barren Island creek or inlet, and wast of a line extend¬
ing from the point aforesaid due eoetb to Rockaway
inlet, as a site upon which to erect a temporary structure,
with all the necessary appurtenances, for the reception
and temporary detention of pasaengers under quaran¬
tine, who have bean exposed to contagious or infectious
diseases, but who are not actually sick, and who may be
sent there pursuant to law.
We further oertily that under and pursuant to the

provisions of the act aforesaid wa have selected all that
part of Coney Island lying westerly of . line drawn
from the southwest corner of the house erected at Bath,
on the shore of Long Island, owned and occupied by
C. Godfrey Gunther, across Graveeend bay, and said
island in n due southerly course until It reaches the
Atlantic Ocean, as a site for a landing and boarding
station, to be used in place of the one specified In the
twelfth section of chapter 761 of the laws of 1866.

They found Hollo-
way A Co. '¦ pier. No. SO, in e moat filthy and dllapi-
21 and 22. Immediately in front of west Washington
Market, end on the right ef pier 21, an Immense heap
or menare end other fllth, collected from the streets by
the atrot cleaning contractor*, was found, which is e

aHrace to tbe city. Already tbe stench from it ii an-
^¦arable, and when the warm weather arrives it Is
certain to produce disease. It Is said that tbe con¬
tractors collect all tbe filth from tbe streets end Instead
of depositing it upon the scows end shipping it eff at
once deposit it bore, where It la kept for weeks before
being removed. The eccopaate of the market and
docks are joatty Indignant that this nuisance Is permit¬
ted. sad tee authorities will no doubt oompol tho con¬
tractor* to abets It at once.

frequently flooded, many ofafter heavy rains they are
the butchers and fisb end vegetable venders being com¬
posed to stand in water au Inches deep.

that property la depreciated one half because ef it; that
the trains ran very fhat; that the railroad company were
violating aa wreemeal with them, wbich obliged them
to run smell cars below Fifty-third street. All
they asked when this agreement was made
was time enough to bnild a depot; that time has expired
¦it or seven years now. The citlxens ere all opposed to
it tor fear of accidents to their children, end because
tbey want small can on the avenue for accommoda¬
tion. Accidents ocour frequently on tbe avenue, end
sometimes people are killed and horses frightened;
horeee are frightened every hour in tbe day. It is no
benefit to the rtty fer the steam car* to r*main there.
Tbe gtam I* often broken In the window* ea the aveaue
bv tbe concussion produced by the trains running up
end down. The trains ran from Thirti eth to * ifty-third
street in from two to foar minntee; they do not take
eight minutes. The conipaoy never had authority to ran
¦teem cars across Tenth arenas; they ran tbem across
that avenue now. Tne avenue is l-nselr inhabited from
Thirty-sixth to Forty-eighth street Two engine* are
frequently attached to the trains.oee before and one
behind. In such cases it may not be easy to stop.

Albert Tewea stated that be Uvea on the corner of
Forty-eighth street and Eleventh avenue; horses end
wagons cannot oome to his store because the trains
frighten them; hi* business Is very much InJnred by
tbem, and btahouse and lot depreciated $8,000 or $4,000 ;
the cars sometimes stand on the avenue, blocking up
the erase streets as much as three or fo ir blocks along
the avenue; the company have no depot for live stock
on the eveoue, they often unload hogs om it; It woe Id
be a good deal better fer the avenue if steam was re¬
moved from it.

Polytechnic branch of tlftjAmertcan Institute was held
last evening, at tbe Cooper building, 8. D. Tillman, tbs
talented President of the association, occuping the
chair. After the discussion or recent theorlee and facts
which had been brought to light in scientific knowledge,
tbe especial subject of the evening, Tit:."The Use of
flypsum as n Fertilizer," came before tbe meeting. Dr.
Palmer read a very concise and exhaustive paper an the
subject. He commenced by giving a short description
of the nature of the article on which be was going to
treat. Oypsum whan broken into small pieces and
calcined la what Is gederally known as plaster of Paris.
When this is made imo a paste and sets it forms a bard,
coherent mass, which is called stucco, sad has
the same composition as toe native gypsum. It
has bien extensively used as e fertilizer in
various countries for a long time; and in the I.mind
Blaise it is applied with great advantage to almost
every,crop; in many cases it is sown with the seed, and
in others it is put into the drills or holes with manure,
end frequently dusted over the young plants early in the

3ring. The mode of applying it should depend upon
mate and quality of soil. Oypsum requires four

hundred and sixty parts of water to dissolve it, conse¬

quently in dry climates it would have but little effect if
only dusted over the tops of young plants. Although
diluted sulphuric acid and lima havs the same effect,
still gypsum is far cheaper, and Indeed easier to be ob¬
tained, and it is more effective in clayey soils. Liebig. tbe
celebrated chemist, says in his observations on organic,
chemistry applied to agriculture, that "the striking fer¬
tility of a meadow on which gypsum has been strewn
depends only on its fixing in the soil the ammonia of the
atmosphere* which would otherwise be volatilized with
tbe water which evaporates." Dr. Palmer, however, la
of the opinion that Lieblg's theory la wrong, and ha is
supported in his opinion by several eminent chemists of
tbe day. After mentioning some detailed statistics on
the subject Dr. Palmer observed that tbe beneficial action
of the crop does not disappear with tbs crop to which it
in actually applied, m tbe succeeding crop, and even the
one after that, too, eccasioually exhibits proof or its
value as a fertiliser, and on grass lands the amelioration
is visible for manv successive veers. Two and a half
hundred weight applied to an acre of hay land increased
the yield one ton of hay over that part of a field
which was not oevared with gypeum. During tbs eveu-

ing an interesting specimen of Tellurium, whidh is com¬
monly aikd by some a metal and by the French a

metaloid, wa« exhibited. The specimen was as large a
lump as has aver been discovered. Among the new
inventions alee exhibited was a new steam plough which
in constrwated on the principle of a series of circular
Keys atta*id to the driving wheel ef a locomotive.
