The Relan of Anarchy in the City.
The Bupreme Court of this district has been
occupied for a few days past in hearing the
lengihy arguments of counsel in a suit be-
tween the Corporation of the city and the
Metropolitan Police Commissioners, (o test the
the constitutionality of the law of the last
Legislature by which the licensing power here-
tofore possessed hy the Corporation was sougit
to be transferred to ibe Police Board. The
arguments were closed yeslerday and the
decision is reserved. The law in quesiion
was enacled in the shape of = clanse in the
tax levy, and tacked on to the bill in the
last hour of the session by a piecs of sharp
practice on the part of the iviends of the Com-
missioners. The Common Couneil, it will be
remembered, immediately afier the adjourn
ment of the Logislature, repeated all the city
ordinances regolating and providing for
licensos, in order to prevent the contemplaied
transfer of the power to the police authorities,
and lett us virtmally withont any municipal
laws. This action was designed to checkmale
the Police Commissioners, and it was io be
followed up by the enactment of mew cily
ordinances, to which it was supposed the objoe-
tionable clause in the tax levy would not apply.
The Commissioners paid no aitention whatever
to the proceedings of the Comwon Council,
but at once prepared to set in motion the
ma-hincery for issning licenses, without refor-
ence to the Corporation; snd the pending sait
is (o test the legality of their action. The
whole maiter is an indecent scramble for spoils
and power in a mixed and muddied govern-
meni, without any msponsible bead. While the
Corporation was buying up the Legislature tor
its own purposes, on one hand, others were
operating upon the members against the Cor-
poration and in favor of the City Commission
on the other band, and the whole result de-
pended upon which side could do the
greatest share of lobbying and corruption.
The taxpayers will have to suffer for all.
The expenses of the lingniion and the
heavy fees of counsel fall upon them and
belp to swell their taxation to over tweniy
miliions of dollars. There is only one remedy
for all these evils—the State Constitutional
Conventlon must provide in the organic law
of the State such a sysiem of government for
all politieal divisions—cities, towns and
counties—ibat henceforth the people will know
under what sort of rule they live. We must

{ Mozicans commit in - the restoration of ‘the !
sepablic; it isfn this light tsat Earope looks
{ upon us, and these are the demands which
forcign nations in » moral sense make npom.
us. Wo must meet them. We must respect
this demand upon ue. Mexico must be told
that we cannot tolersle (his wholesale slaughter,
‘oot even om (be plea of relaliation for the
murdcrous work of Maximilian. Il is time the
bloody annals’ of Mexican warfare were de-
corated with a_page of peace and mercy; and
it is onr duty tb see that it Is done. Mexico is
in contact with us, and from us should learn
mercy. She is our neighbor, and from us should
lesrn republicanism. She pretends to wrile
hislory on the snme page with us; but ahe cannot
be permitied any longer to write it in blood.
The whole execration of the clvilized world
will be called down upon her and her repub-
licanism for this act of fancied retaliation.
The necessity for it no longer existed; for Maxi-
lian no longer had the power Lo enforce his
deoree of 1864 against the liberals, and there-
fore revenge, not retaliation, has been the
incentive in the present shooting.
In Europe the consequences of this murder
will call forth a feeling of indignation far greater
even than in the Ui States, through which
theysee the deed reflected. To Lonls Napoleon
this event will be a rude blow; for all the
crowned heads will throw mpon his throme
the whole blame.of the unfortunate expedition
and i sfill more unforiunate resulis. The
terrible soathing which the opposition in the
French Legislature will have an opportunity to
pour oul against the government will again
stir the revolutionary fires of that coumiry,
while the Austrian throne, already embittered
by the base desertion of their prince by the
French Emperor, will not fail in its enmity
towards him to prove a thorn in hisside. The
leiter of Porfirio Diar, which we published
yeaterday, proves, oo, that the Freach Emperor
not only basely deserted Maximilian in an
enterprise where he bad sworn to uphold him,
but that Bazaine, upon hie evacusation of Mexico,
even offered to sell Imrge quaniities of muni-
tions of war to the liberal government, which
they went Lo Mexico to overthrow, and
against which the Prince whom they had intro-
duced into the country was still waging war.
Thus this Mexican tragedy still trails its bloody
form before the world; and each act, more
bloody than the preceding, calls loudly for a
sirong hand to stay the tide, Imperialists and
liborals, bent on mntnal destruction, fill the
history of the New World with tales of horror
which have rarely been equalled even in the
blackeal pages of the history of the middle
ages. Ano'her sanguinary page like this, sad
the people of the United States will demand that
Mexico be blotted from the list of nations, and
the memory of her people buried so deep under
the tread of the Anglo-Saxon race that no pen
can rake up the black eveuts of Mexican
history with which to carse the progress of
the ninetecath cenlury.

Propesed Sule of the Miantenomoh aud Other
Iron-Clnds te the Czar of Hussla.
In yesterday's Herarp we printed a series of
special telegrams from different Earopean cen-
ires. From one of these telegrams, dated St.
Petersburg, May 25, it appears that a proposal
bas been made by our government to the Czar
Alexander to sell him the Mianionomoh and
other first class iroa-clads. Ii further appears
that the proposal has been favorably enier-
tained. We are not Informed, in so many
words, that these veasols are intended as part
payment for that portion of this continent which
Russia bhas so handsomely handed over to us.
This, hewever, may at once be taken for
We get territory which is of liktle
value to Russia, but of some value to us. Rus-
sin gets iron-clads, which are of little value to
us, but of some value to Russia. We each bene-
fit the other, and at a cost which is no escri-
fice to cither.
This transaction sets the United States belore
the world in an entirely new character. In
putting down a gigantic rebellion it was
necessary for us to blockade some three thou-
sand miles of sea const. To do this & power-
ful navy was nccessary, Now that the rebel-
lion has been put down, and ithat we have re-
sumed the cultivation oi ths wris of peace, we
have no desire lo imitate the improvident con-
dnct of the Old World by allowing our ships
to rot in the dockyards. We wish to turn them
to the best acconal possivle. We are mot un-
willing that other governmenta should benefit by
our labor and experiencs.  When the time shall
have come that wo shall again require a navy
we will refit one which will be beiter suited
to the wants of the hour. We have many more
ships for sale. We are willing to part with
them for reasonable compensation. We do not
olject to land, though we should prefer hard
cash—of whieb, in truth, we are more in need
than iron-clada. The governments in the Old
| World and in the New who delight la war, or

who onnaot get rid of war, capnot act more,]

sensibly for themselves and more kindly by us
than to band us the cash. We shall gladly
band them the iron-clads in roturn. We shall
be glad to hear of more purchasers. Some of
our frienda in South America are in special
need of ships of war. We shall be gisd to
oblige them if they put down cash or haad us
real eslate.

Uengregation of Urowned Heads in Parie—

ing the poteniates of Europe. The present Na-
poleon has tried the whipping prooess, too, and
be has not been unsuccessful. We should not
be surprised if he tried it again ; but mesawhile,
and all things considered, it is more conve-
nient to act as their bost. A number of royal
vigitors have already arrived. Ina fow days
more it is expected that the King of Prussls,
the Emperor of Russia, with the Empressy the
Emperor and Empress of Ausiria, the Sultan
of Turkey—we are not told whether with or
without his harem—are all at one and the
sameé tima to be guesta of the Emperor, and,
of course, to visit the Exposition and the other
lions of Paris. The assemblage of royal snd
imperial persons will not be the least akirac-
tive of gthe many atiractive sights which
Parils at this season will present.

What is to be the result of this illusirions

gathoring? It certuinly bas a pesceful and
hopeful aspect. In all probability it will pave
the way to a final solution of the Eastern ques-
tion. Onme other thing might be done. Napo-
leon has mever yet beem formally crowned.
For fiteen yenrs the world has waited to bear
of his coronation, We can see no resson why
it should be longer deferred. Let him lavite
the Holy Father to meet his royal friends at
the Tuilerles, and let the occasion be seised
for getting this business over. A more fitting
opportunity can scarcely again ocour. It will
be an awkward thing if history bas to record
of Napoleon the Third, the acknowledged
eldest son of the Church, that he was never
anointed with the holy and consecrating oil.

Recenstruction—The Atteruey Gomeral’s Opi-
mion as 1o Whe are Estitled te Vete In the
Neathera States.

Atlorney General Stanbery’s opinion upon

certain clauses of the reconstruction acts is &
document that will be satisfactory to the
country, though it will surprise and astonish
those who suppose Congress had disfranchised
a considerable portion of the Southern people.
1t givos the nﬂnh}jm the authori-
tative construction of the vagne phrases of the
acts as to suffrage, disfranchisement and partici-
pation in the rebellion ; and in doing this deter-
mines points that at present are of high impor-
tance. It settles pructically who are to vote
in the elections provided for. As this fact will
inevitably determine the characier of recon-
sttuction, the kind of constitutions that Siates
will frame, as it may even yet decide that some
States will remain in their present subjection
to military law rather than frame goevernments
on the basis of negro equality, as it will deter-
mine the dominance of parties, it ia obvjous of
what importance to the couniry may be the
determination of the point—Who are now,
under thé reconstruction laws, volers in the
Southern States?
Under this interpretation simple “participa-
tion in the rébellion,” as the phrase is popu-
larly understood, disfranchises no one. “Otber
elements must concur” to authorize a denial
of registration. If tbere is no concurrence of
such “other elements,” it is the clear duly of
the Board to register the name ; and the name
once registered, its owner is a voler. Thereis
no power of revision or alieration beyond the
Board of Registry. Thus, in voting, aa actual
amuesty exisis for all rebels—who were not at
the same time something more than rebels.
Perbaps the extension of this amuesty was not
the intention of Congress. The original Mili-
tary bill contemplates distranchisement for “par-
ticipation in the rebellion.”” Mr. Johnson un-
derstood the phrase in relation to participation
in the rebellion as disfranchising, and in his
veto of the second bill based his main objee-
tion upon the declaration that under its provi-
sions “the great body of the people might be
excluded from the polla™ Mr. Stanbery was
at the time aceredited with the authorship of that
voto. Now the phrase upon which the supposi-
tion of disfranchisement was based is shown to
be mere verbiage and to have no force. By its
plrascology it exeepts from (he class of voters
“guch as may be distranchised for participution
in the rebellion or for felony at common law.”
How, when, where and by whom “may™ they
be disiranchised for these ncts? No means
bave been provided or persons namesd. The
acts themselves, “the mere facts,” sayy the At-
torney General, do not operate thiy disfran-
chisement. It “must be ascertainisd by the
judgment of & court or by a legislative act.”
We can have no such judgment, il we reason
from the case of Jeflerson Davis, and there is
no such “legislative aet” in existence. “I am
not aware,” Mr. Stanbery says, “of any law of
the United Siates which works disfranchise-
ment as to the right of saffrage. by force of the
uct ilself; nor does such & con sequence follow
from the conviction for freasom, or con-
gpiracy to commit treasom, or for any other
act of participation ‘in rebellion.'” Thus the
disfranchisoment clanse of ' the Military bill is
insufficient and fails,

All disfranchisement, - therafore, rests upon
the Sapplementary act and upon the oath in
that act which every pérson presenting himselr
for regisiration is raqnired to take. In this
oath we find the * other elements™ whose con-
currence with stance to the government
involves disfranchisoment. These elcments are
“the holding of eerlain offices or the taking sn
offioial oath.” _ The candidate for registration
mast not nu‘l) swoar that he has not partici
pated in Loe rebellion and given aid to the
eaemien, of We country, but also that be wag

1

not a member of any rebel legislatars ; did nok
bold any executiva or judicisl office in the
rebollion, and had not, bofore he engaged in
it, taken any oath to support the constitution of
the United 3tat~s. The Atiorney Gepernl shows
that this oath, as a disfranobising machine, is
compuratively harmless. As it must be sworn
to allogetber, it oan safvly be laken by those
who registed the govornmont sud did pot
bold ofice, or by those who hed any office
that did mot necessarily involve active “par-
ticipation.” It oan ooly disfranchise the
fow 40 whom both parts of it apply.
“To work the iwo elementa
