Mr. Greeley sets us the example ot
going to the South, not to relieve the sufferings of our
late enemies.lor this, as Christians, wo are bound to
do; nor yet to assure them of forgiveness and peace
furol this everybody sees the wisdom; but of testifying
to taem. hv unasked and officious politeness, bv offer of
aid in escaping the legal consequences of their trans¬
gressions; by, in -hort, the usual marks of sympathy
esteem and respect, for this Is what is meant by builiug

u mau out of jail when you have no personal acquaint¬
ance with him. and tie neither asks nor needs your aid
that mere has baeu nothing in their conduct to offend
our consciences or lower mem morally Iu our estima¬
tion. « » We have, as all our readers know, opposed
all forms of per-ecatlon of the Sjuth. We have ob¬
jected to confti ation and to the inlllctlon of every oilier
penalty not clearly railed lor to sccure i*ac? and po id
ord3r. Hut, then, we believe in the existence of such a
thing as national dignity, nayonal salf-respect and na¬
tional couscieueo; and we say that a decent regard for
these Unties makes Mr. Greeley's performances at Rich¬
mond.all except bis speech, which was able an l sensi¬
ble.simply detestable, and calls for a more emphatic
reprobation than they nave yet reoeivod, although we
have no doubt whatever as to the intens ty of the dis¬
gust with winch the publie generally regards them.

ago his protracted detention In prison, without a trial
Justly brought reproach upon the government. This re-'
preach m now fearfully increased by his discharge on
ball. It was hitherto supposed that the government
being either not ready or not willing 14} bring him'
«o trial, had no other alternative than to continue
him In custody. It now seems, however, that
the prisoner might have been relcasod at any
time within tbo last two years, if only the
otHceni ol the law bad bethouirht themselves or ad¬
mitting him to ball. Can any Rood reason be assigned
why ho should have been bailed a few days ago ralHer
than a few weeks ajro, or a few months ago, or a year
and a half ago? None! But he never should have
been balled at all ! Does not everybody know that men
charged with far lePS heinous crimes are not admitted to
ball * Are small criminals to be deniod the privilege df
hall, and great criminals to enjoy it? If s man who
robs a ban If must remain In jail till his trial, shall a man
who levies war agahist the government, tree hotels
surras prisoners and slaughters hair a million of his
fallow men. be utmequiomtly invited to put oo a pair
of green kid gloves, take a new bat and cane,
aad step out oi prison to receive the congratulation*
ef his friends? Oar sense of jaa.ice revolts at
ench a proceeding. We grant tlial Mr. Davis should
¦ut have been incarcerated for an undue term without a
trial. No apology can be made tor the government's
unusual and unjust delay in arraigning him betore iu
bar. But to admit him to ball, lice the commonest of
culprits, is a mockery of justice.a confusion of moral
distinctions.a national disgrace. Nothing In the
punishment of Mr. Davis as a state prisoner,
thus far, shows htm to bave been gellty or
.ny greater crime tban p.eking a pocket, or
committing assault and batiery. To nay that trea-
eea la a bailable offence Is next to saying 'hat it is
¦o offence st all. The greatest law breaker of modern
times shocks the civilized world by his crimes. Alls the
land with mourning darkens the nation's history with
hm shsdow, and yet thesum total of bis guilt is roundly
estimated by the law at $100,000! This man stands
charged with connivance st the murder of Abraham I
Lincoln. Has any other man so cbargod been so hailed ?
Why not release John H. Surralt on similar terms?
As both men sre charged with the same
offence, and as neither has yet been brought
to trial, why should not both bs trnaied
alike? In view of all the circumstsnoee we hsve found
it impossible to regard the releaae ol Mr. Davis as other
thsn s hideous blunder. We bave no words sdequate to
express* our tningied regiet, indignation and scorn st
the act Home of the principal actors in it are men
whom we personally love and revere. Of course they
have acted tr. m th» noblest and purest of motives; they
are incapable of sctlng from any other. But ther hsve,
nevertheless, lent their countenance to a proceeding
which, in our judgment, is as groat a disgr.ee as ha*
fallen upon the nation since tbe public drunkenness of
Andr w Johnson on the day of his inauguration as Vico
President.

I need not assure you, gentlemen, that it shall bo my
earnest purpose to cooMnue to so administer my office
as to justify the confidence you have so geoerouaiy gtvea
me. You muat not expect, however, that our monthly
statements for the rest or the present and the early part
of the nest fiscal year will be ss satiafactory as they
have beea for many months past. The donations or
bounties to soldiers, preparations for a threatening Indian
war, even if the war itaelf should be avoided, and very
liberal appropriations of a miscellaneous character will
cause unusually heavy drafts to be made upon the trea-
aury; while, oa the other hand, the general failure of the
wheal crop aad the partial failure of the oora crop laat
yo.ir, slow progress In the restoration of tbe Southern
Suites to tbeir proper relations with the federal govern¬
ment, the dulness of trade throughout the country
.partly tbe result of - a decrease or production aad
partly of tbe natural reaction which always follows
pcti»ds of excitement and speculation.together with
rod need taxes, will verv considerably affect our revenues,
l'his combination of adverse circumstances may retard a
return to specie payments, and with large issues or
bonds to be made to the Pacific Ha lroad and its branches
or divisions, will prevent for a brief Beason a redaction
or the publio debt, and may even render a temporary
increase of it unavoidable; but it will not weaken my
tauu iu our ability to mov i on again in the right direc¬
tion at an early day.

This standard work of reference for insurance
parpoeee was established in 1867, under the approval of
the New York Board of Underwriter*, and boa Oeeo
edited and issued unmterrupiedly ever alnoe under the
superintendence of Captain Thomas D. Taylor, unoriginal
projector. The present volume cover* the period from
Jane 1, 1M7, to May 31, 1808. One of the usual semi¬

monthly supplements has also appeared for June 1.
1807, alnce the volume was put in type. About nineteen

thousand anmes of vessels are oontained in the book,>a
which n new and important feature has been added.
This consists of nine paces of closely printed matter,
showing the port charges of every ohlef port in tha

world, living the tonnage dusa, entry fees, harbor
masters' fees and other information indispensable to
charterers and maters of veansls, The volume is em¬
bellished with diagrams of vessels la whole and of their

principnl pnrts and fastening*. It gives a list of tbn
different- degrees of classification ns used by the Ameri¬
can and the British Lloyds and the French Veritas, tbe
rules to be observed by surveyors, the proper method
of stowing of mixed eargoea, the correct length and
size of rigging of every clasa, from one hundred and

fifty to eighteen hundred tons; and it ir, in fact, as it
has been styled, n complete ends msewn (or svery on*
interested In shipping

a certain vigor of action which it exhibits, it is not salt-
oiently distinguished from the mass of hastily written
and, for tbe moot part, trashy productions of a similar
kind which we can only count nmeog tbe deplorable
conssqnences of the war. "On the Border," by Edward
Ktrke, author of "Among the Pine*" and half a dosea
other contributions to war literature (so called) mutt ha
added to tbe same Intermianbla list.

THE WESTERN WHISKEY CWSPIHACT.
Congress adjournsd after an elaborate revision of tha

revenue laws, which provided for extensive reductions
of taxes upon nsosssnry artiolss of consumption. Tbesn
remissions, it wss loudly proclaimed, would be made up
to tbe revenues by the continuance nnd the enforcement
of the $1 per gallon tax upon whiskey. The fact m,
however, as testified by the first hnlf year's reports eI
the revenue, that n deficiency hns accrued of $33,000,000,
aad this reeult is directly traceable to the frauds to tha
single article of whiskey. Mora than double tha amount

of this deficiency could bnvn been oollooted had nay rest
effort been made to eecure the payment of the tax.
For this disaster to the revenues. Congress, whoa It

convenes, must bold the Executive sad his Secretaries
to acoount, especially In view of the notorious conspiracy

by means of which this deficiency la the whiskey tax to
brought about. The prepoeterous plea that the tax is tea
high, and cannot be oollectod, will not be believed. Tha
humbug carried oa around New York city In the sup¬
pression of the locul distilleries and seizure of odd loto
of whiskey wlU not he accepted as an honent attempt to
enforce the law. It is well known that the West nnd
South hnve carried on the grant bnlk of the smuggling,
nnd yst those localtiss hnvn continued unmolested. W*
henr of one vest establishment recently seised near Boa-
ton by the revenue agent, Stngg, the capacity of which
would equal the product of an entire district in this city.
In the South the production or Illicit whiskey has been
checked by the militarv generals, to save trrain and avoid
tbe waste or neoensary food for tbe people ; but in tbe
Went, where tbe great bulk of the whiskey is rnado, wa
bear of no serious interierence with it, or with tbe no¬
torious conspiracy by means of which it is turned into
tbe markets free of tar.
The whisKey or tlie Went, like the cottoa of the South,

Is one of tbn continuing interests underlying the poiitlcn
nnd tbe government of the country. Indeed, it will soon

b- lolly understood thnt where cotton was king whiskey
has succeeded to tbe throne. Tbe latter ban now mora
that one representative in tbe Cabinet, and has organized
the revenue offices in its league, controlling their opera¬
tion* from the Mississippi to tne seaward. Upon this
the grant whiekey conspiracy of the West is baaed aad
through its means tbe enormous frauds upon the reve¬
nues have been designedly compassed. Through tha
complications of the bonding nod warehousing Hvstem
tbe Western distillers flood the market with "free whis¬
key," on which no tax hns been paid except the tolls to
oorrupt officials. Wbere has a seizure of any Western
whiskey or Western distillery been reported t The vast
establishments distilling wliUkey In the Weet have their
banded warehouses la the Katt, with their own agents
and facilities, by which they turn Into market tbousande
or barrels duly branded and stamped. Both agents aad
distillers boast or tbe immunity they en)og, and defy
openiy any interference in a system they have elabo¬
rately perfected and organized.

In Brooklyn and tbe Eastern district, comprising Long
Island and 8taten Island, tbe experiment of >'nfor ing
the Revenue law baa been successfully established and
demonstrated by District Attornev Tracy nnd his col¬
leagues In the revenue offices. In New York and its
vicinity Commissioner Messmora has seised and shut
up within a couple of weoks every remaining distil-
lerv that could be found In operation. He
has returned to the department nt Washington
to report the result of hts uncompromising
efficiency. But what does this amount to f Tbn
law is not enforced in any other districts. The grant
reeervoir of frauds, the Western bonding and transput-
ing system, remains unmolested The harassing hum¬
bug around New York may exterminate tbe local dta-
tii era; but It lenvee tbe revenue uncollected and tha
price ef whiekey at the option of tbe Western conspiracyor smngglere Temporary revenue Inspector* with
venerable monthly oommiss.onn, appointed for Western
Congressmen to pay off political debts, are sent on fro®
Washington to swarm here ia ths metropolitan district*,
They do a guerilla business, entirely In tbe stvle of
Most)) and bta men, eeizing and confiscating right aad
left everything except Western whiskey, regardless of
law or justice, aad making no report or return to court

or collector, except It may be to divide their spoilattona
with their political chiefs. Why nre theee InqulsiMsa
restricted to New York alone ? Why not include tha
West in some of their investigations, and give some of
their attention to tbe transportation and hoodm«
system f But nil the business of the officials about theno
whiskey raids ia a trnnsparent|bumbug, and only intend¬
ed to cover up the real saormtties of the Western whis¬
key conspiracy. . _ft ia time thst tha fact ahould be well understood that
whiskey hns superseded cotton as a sectional product,
exercising a sectional Influence upon tbe Severn ment,
nnd tbnt whiekey Mds fair to rival King Oottou in re¬
