Tbe Feelane of Detroit turned oat in foroe to-day, Is

full uniform, armed, ad marcbed through the streets.

Bitulo, May 27, 1M7.
Tbe situation Is unchanged since last writing. Un¬

usual quietude reigns in Fenian circles, to all outward
appearances; but inside their balls they are as active as
men can be who are on the eve ol great events. All the
halls in ths city, five In number, are crowded every
night with armed men, who spend three or four hours

in drilling. During the day they follow their usual avo¬

cations, talk but little, and when asked what the Fenians
are doing the reply is Invariably, "Nothing ; Fenianism
is dead." l'he doors of all tbeir halls and arsenals are

closely guarded. 1 no person but members ran obtain
admission, how much he may sympathise with or

support the movement.
Several additional arrivals of central organizers and

officers who participated in the late raid are noted.
They are holding daily caucuses.
On Saturday night the United States steamer Michi¬

gan, Captain Bryson, suddenly and quietly dropped
anchor in tbe river, and now lies In the same spot she
occupied during the raid or last year. Her arrival has
created a lively sensation in Fenian circles, and It is
generally believed that she is ordered to report to Gen¬
eral Barry, commander of the Northern frontier, to
assist in preventing an infraction of the neutrality laws,
l'he present force of United States troops here is two
companies of tho Eleventh artillery, under command of
Colonel Mendonhall, formerly or General George H.
Thomas' staff.
On Saturday morning, after the arrival of the previous

night, a number of tbe Fenian officials started off at an
early boor, and have not yet returned. To-day the
usual resorts of ths officers la this city are deserted, and
none of them art seen on the street*, They are, proba¬
bly, within the privacy of their halls, perfecting their
scheme*. It is fully admitted by the prominent men
of tbe organization that they have several field pieces
secreted near this city; but thsy claim that they are
where the United States cannot find them, as they nave
ae Mssnsys in their ranks.
From the most reliable sources of information at my

oommabd T learn that tbe arms and supp lies are bslng
concentrated at three points.vis, Buffalo, Ogdensburg
and St. Albans. All thoae arms between Pottsdam on
the west and Portland on tbe east are being centred at
SI. Albans; those between Pottsdam and Rochester at
Ogdensburg, and those at Rochester and east of her*,
and west as far as Erie, Pa., at Buffalo. This seems to
indicate a movement In three columns. I have no In¬
telligence as to what is transpiring west of Erie.
From Canada I leant that an attack at an early day is

confidently expected, and preparations for defence are
being made oaa large scale, nut very quietlv, as the
government are evidently "lying low" for the invaders.
Every Canadian with whom I have conversed declares
that should ths Fenians again enter Canada they will
receive no quarter. One boastful ofBoer, conversing in
ay presence last night with a Fenian leader, expressed
this belief. "Well," replied tbe Fenian, "we are going
over, and when we do It will be to stay.to sleep and eat
with yon." "Yss," retorted Johnny Bull, "but it will
be the sleep that knows no waking. "

.'Don't be so sore of that, faptalo; ws will 'wake'
all y*mr dead with the best Canadian malt," rssponded
tk* Irishman.
"And we will .plant' yon all. air; and the resurrection

will, no doubt, be a.crop of Irfch potatoes."
The Englishman sot the last word for once and tbe

anteKoaiet wa« not such a creature ae the occasion

demanded, as be fell through near the oloee of the third
beat, and only reached tbe * oro through the pertua-
clone of hie driver, who applied the whip moat liberally
while coming up the stretch Ha.! he beeu a horee
more suitable to the purpose the result might have been
different, or. at leas*, the contest more prolonged, as

George proved himself to l>e a remarkably speedy
horse, as winced by the time of tbe two last heats,
a half mile in the last one being trotted ia one

minute and nine seooatls, and the entire heat
la two minutes and nineteen seconds, being the
quickeet public exhibition of trotting speed on
record, with the exception of the brilliant performance
of Dexter under the middle, and that of Flora Temple ia
barnese. Ethan looked remarkably well, but aecnfed
rather grots, and as if carrying too much flesh for fast
work.

Ths department is Informed that it is the practice at

many of the frontier posts to disregard the provisions of
sections seven of the act of March 3, 180ft, and nine of
the act of July 28, 1800, which impose an additional dutyof twenty per cent ad valorem on all merchandise which
is found by the appraisers after entry to exceed ten par
cent or more the Invoice or entered value thereof, by
allowing the Importer to cancel the or gtnsl entry audio
make a new entry in accordance with the value as-re¬
turned by the appraiser. Collectors and other officers
of ths Customs are hereby informed that sueb
practice is manifestly wrong and contrary to
said provisions of law. and must be discontinued.
The Importer can avoid the assessment of suoh addi¬
tional duty by adding to the invoice value of the mer¬
chandise at the time of entry, and not afterwards, an
amount sufficient to bring it up to Its actual market
value, or wholesale pries in the principal markets of
the country whence Imported ; but when be omits to do
