THE BROOKLYN NAYY YARD.

Reeent Improvements in the Engineer’s De-
partment—Now Werks Completed nnd in
Course of Consrruction, &v.

One familisr with the Brookiyn Navy Yard ton years
Ag0 would scarcely recognize it now, such are tho im.
provements made and the nymber of pew buildings
erected. A large portion of the marshy ground on the
oastorn side, between the old canal and Clinton avenus,
bas been fllled 1o, and walls have been bullt on the
rivor gide, The yard proper now covers an area of one
bundred and five acres, exclusive of the cob dock,
ihe latler being used principally for ordnance purposea.

Among the most prominent bullaings recently erecled
8 a very large and subsianiial brick storehouse,'for the
storage of materials and sapplies for all the difforent
bureaus, 1t is located on the avenue As you eonter
the yard gate from York mlreek The Iron
and Brass Foandry I8 well worthy of mnotlce
among the recent improvements, This building s
three Lundred and fifty fost long by sixty-five foet wide
lnside, nnd bas & wing its whole length thirty Teet wide,
The mun build.ng, which is used as the iron foundry,
contains two air furnaces, throe cupolas forty-eight

inches in diamoter each, four pits, two ovens and four

- heavy omues. The blast for the cupolas is oblained

from \wo blowing oylinders driven by one vertical
engiue, .The brass foundry, which cocupios ane-half of
the wing, is Turulshed with twelve small alr furnsces
besid n‘flﬂu v impl Tne other por-
tion of the wing is en%l;{u a8 & coppersmith shop, and
can boast some of tho tools in the country.,

All these works were constructed under the super-
vision of Chiel Enginesr J, W. Kiog, Uniled States
Navy, who also demgned the general plans of the naw
machioe shop, botler shop, emithy, erecling shop, rolling
mill, pattora shop and office bulldings, all of which are
to be erecied in & near the foundry. These plans

were ved by the Navy Department snd the mone;
acked for from the last hia

or ress, Besides
Mr. King bhas considerably improved the old
works, New furpaces have been bullt in ihe
smithy and two sieam hawmers ‘erocted and pul lote
operation, The old fou has been Into &
boller smithy and twenty put in operation horein ;

one of eight inch diamoter of cylinder and one of ten
inch diameter.
