We, tborefore, think that It will be both intcre.ning

and instructive to offer some remarks relative to our

monetary policy in tbe yean 1812-17, 1837 and 1839, and
endeavor to deduce therefrom some lessons to guide ui
at tbe present most critical peried.

W*» WITH r.MMJUD a 1812.
When tho war broke ont between this country and

England in 1812 a great portion of tbe banks in this
country suspended specie payments. During that war
tbe paper currency was iucroasecd about flfty per cent,
anjl its value, aa compared with bullion, was depreciated
about twenty per cent Bnt from ignorance at that time
of the real cease of this difference, It was determined by
the bankers, at their meeting at Philadelphia, in Janu¬
ary, 1817, to resume simultaneously specie paymeuts at
mint pricos all over the Union.a meosura wfcich It waa

supposed would be greatly assisted by the importation of
a large amount of bullion by the newly established

United States Bank. This course was followed by such
a contraction of tbelr Issues on tbe part of private

bankers as occasioned great and widespread commercial
distress. Debts contracted in the depreciated currency
became suddenly payable at tbeir par value, while tbe
facilities usually obtained from tbe tankers for their
liquidation were m suddenly stopped by a refusal
of ducjuntsi This distress was in some degree
mitigated by a partial evasion of specie payments, which
some of tbe banks availed themselves of to avoid tho
axpense of being obliged to answer every commercial
demand for specie Very shortly after tho opening of
tho United Statee Bank, in 1810, the directors found
themselves aader a continued necessity of this kind.

We will endeavor to sbow that a suspension of eash

payments was tbe inevitable consequence of taxation
levied on commodities, and that properly understood
and provided for, the difference between paper and gold
which it occasions is a desirable condition for the pro¬
ductive classes, as affording them the beat rueaua of
being relieved from those burdens which are In lbs first
instance thrown upon them; for It could not be the in¬
tention of Congress that taxes levied on certain com¬

modities should be paid out of the profits, capital or

labor of the person* who trade in or produce those par¬
ticular goods; but that, by being added to former prices,
ths taxes so levied should ultimately fall on tho consu¬
mers of ail commodities. President Jackson recocnued
this truth in his farowell address to Con^-m, Jfarch 4
1W7, wben he said, "The lax impiscd <m goods enhances
by somucn tho price of tho commodities to thoconpumor;
aud, as many or these duties are ImpMod on artic'e« of
necessity, which are daily used by the great bod/ of tho
people, tbe money ra ncd by these impo«u is drawn from
their pockets," or, rather, it should bj said, Is drawn
from Uio pockets of the final oon^mors of those com¬
modates which aro produced by the great body of tho
peoplo. But here a great question arises. How are prices
lo be maintained in a metallic currency at a higher rate
than is compatible with tue valuo or gold or silver as
commodities in transactions of barter? If a certain
artldo bo worth say a dollar in an untaxed country, and
sueb burdens are Impoted on tbe producer of it In that
country when taxeJ, as render lit n-co.*iary that he
should obtain a dollar and a half la order te be squally
well remunerated aa before, how is he to be secured in
the recent of this sum t There are but three wars
whereby it can be done. First, lo hedgs in at
home tuwooy of gold and silver, so es lo
enable it to pa^s current for less than
its rvil value as a commodity, wbareby
it may be rendered the numerical representative of tata-
tion price tu addition to its equivalency in barter at the
motaltc value. Or, secondly, to let money of gold and

It may be argued that we have not seen tho flnal Issue
of thin system. l'hij is true. We may make financial
and legislative b' coders which m»v check the progress
of the nation and counteract the advantages which
paper money had already given us. Wo may, if we
luton to tbe resumptloniite, adopt tho unwise and unjust
system which Euglaad adopted ai tho termination of thi
war with Fraaoe. We may resolve to par with gold
and with low prices tho debt contracted in paper
and with high prices. But whatever \»e may
do nothing cw shake tbe evidenco which the
expcrence of this country dating the last six
years afford3 of tho power of paper money to promote

a iiHtion's welfare. With paper money we have earned on
a costly war, borrowed, principally amnng ourselve3, an

Vnoroious sum of mouey, paid a larger amount of taxes
than any nation has ever paid before, and with all lots
tho resources of tbe country have boen at the same
time developed and Its prosperity lucreased, and tho
fluaucial position of the nation is, as the President lias
buid, more satisfactory than "the most sanguine could
havT anticipated." Now. in a few concluding word-",
let us warn tbe poople of this country that their past

Tbu English legislators determined to make tbe people
pay this debt in gold, with a rcducod scalo of prices. In
this way the burden of tbe debt, which tbe people of
England bad to endure, was added to immensely. And
not only to, but, by tbe contraction of tbe circulating
medium, tbe productive industry of the country was
checked and Industry trupoded. The di?tres3. privation,
cm fusion and ruin which iu 1810, 1819, 1825, 1837, 1889,
1847, 1867 and 1800.this fatal mistake entailed on the
Eugiisb poop o.aro ascertained and undeniable. The
agricultural, tbe manufacturing and the commercial in¬
terests have, In te.ro, suffered most severely; and during
last year tbo middle classes have, by the operation of
Feel's bill, been despoiled to an euoriuou; amouut. se¬
curities of all kiuds aro depreciated to an extent almost
unprecedented.even in that land of panics, and ttio
laboring clasea aro suffering much privation from want
of employment.

Sev¬
enth, Eighth, Ninth and Thirty-second dls.ncts of New
York and the Fifth district or New Jersoy, will bo im¬
mediately reported to tbe Collector of the district within
which said soizuro was made, and also to William I*
Hillyer, Internal Kevenuo Agent, at No. 83 Cedar street,
New fork, together with the cause of said seizure or

detention, as woll as a brief description of the property
¦o seised; and if after auch seizire or detention said
property so ae:ied or detained should be released by such
Inspector or special agents, the same shall be sufficient
cause for removal of such oncer irom tho position he
may occupy In the revenue service. Such officers who
have been heretofore especially directed to report to the
United States attorneys, will, in addition to their report
to them, report as boroin above directed.
