Like many
other well meaning men, however, Dr. Curry
a2e3 the evil which he deplores throngh a dis- |
torting medinm, and fails altogother to trace it
to its root. He knows it is there, bul be
neither secs it clearly nor tells us whenee it

comes. He iz ome of thoee men whom
Bacon would unscrupnlously bave put
in the “cave)' In the *“cave’” he lives

and out of the “cave’ be looks. He soces
nothing but what is in the “cave” or what hap-
pens to pass its mouth. His vision, therefore,
ia limited. His logic isfaully by defect. With
some of the opinions advanced by the editer
of tho Chrisfian Advocale we decidedly agree.
From some of them, for the reasons just given,
we as decldedly differ. Some of his statcments
are singularly correct; som» of them are
strikingly at fault. We cannot agree with him,
for example, in the distinction which he draws
between = secular and = religious newspaper.
In our opinion no newspaper should be purely
secular or puraly religious ; but every news-
paper should be both secular and religious.
A great nowspaper conducted on purely
party principles, whether religions or secular,
Is as impossible as it is undesirable, and Dr.
Curry’s growing experience will yet convince
him that a newspaper must be both religious
and secular or nothing at all. We agree with
him, however, in mach which he says regard-
ing certain literary journals and newspapera
of the day.

We should not have dwelt at such length on
Dr. Curry, were it not that in the columns of
the Christian Advocale he unconsciously en-
dorses certain sentimenta to which the Hemarp
has again and again given expression. Itis a
curious thing that the journals and the special
features of journalism to which Dr. Curry takes
exception should bave a direct connection with
New England and should be Puritanic in their
origin. Sach, however,is the fact. A Christian
journal bewails the Irreligion and infidelity of
the press, That portion of the press chiefly
complained of either exists in or derives its
inspiration from New England, the bome of
the Pilgrim fathers and the still boasted centre
of religious life and thought i’ the United
States. We do not say it was the object of the
Christian Advoeale to give New England this
prominence. But, consciously or unconaciously,
the prominence is given, and it is only because
in our opinion the prominence is merited and
just we call attention to the fact. We can
homologate all that the Dooctor has said of the
North American Review, of the Aflantic Monthly,
of the Liberal Chrislian, of the Anti-Slavery Stan-
dard, and of the New York Tribune. We could
ndd other names, such as the Radical, a Boston
journal of the exireme rationalistic school,
not excluding from our list the sage and once
eaintly Independent, of N:w York. Not one of
these journals but is steeped in New England
sentiments.  In all of them—in some more, in
some less distinelly—we behold reflected, as in
a glass, the religions as well aa the intellectual
character of New England. It Is a strange
charicier. It appears all the more strange
when we remember its origin. The contrast
between the New England of the present day
and the New England of an earller period ; the
New England of every roligion or of no reli-
gion, and the New England of unbending and
intolerant orthodoxy ; the New England that
can listen to a parson avowing from a Christian
pulpit his unbelief in the Holy Scriptures, and
the New England that punished with merciless
severity every departure from the one in-
violable standard—the contrast, we say, is very
great. It would be difficult for the orthodox
tatbers of old to recognize the features of their
plous descendants. And yet the children
are not so unlike their fathers, ailer all. The
religion has been changed or abandoneld, but
the spiric which gave life and character to {hat
religion still remains. New Englind has less
roligion or it has more “isms” than of old;
but it Is as selfish, as ambitious, as greedy of
power, aa impatient of opposition, as preten-
slous, as opinionative, as bigoted, as intolerant
as ever,

These are the characteristids which mark
New England of the present day, and which
bave marked her ot every previous period of
her history. Itls necessary in all things to
yield hor the supremacy. She is never without
her whims, and whatever Is the whim of the mo-
ment—whether it be a religious, philosophie,
philanthropie or transcendental whim, whether
it be negro righta or woman rights, whether it
be the extinotion of witcheraft or the extinction

snd equally to be obeyed. Now England is
the soul and cenire of Amesrica, and as sho
eals, drinks and sleeps, s0 must America, 89
must all the world. Ifshe is intolerant, she ia
also full of force and energy. It is not to be
denled that these eharacteristios have ot times
proved useful to the country. It Is as litile to
be denied that they have oftentimes led the
couniry seriously astray. If we must admit
that from New England has emanated influences
blissful to the Union, it must also be admitted
that from her, too, bave gone forth influences
which bave proved in the last degree disas-
trous. In accepting goed from her we must
be fearful of evil. That she is daring enough
to push her peculiar opinions, and intolerant
enough to be impatient of all opposition, is &
special reason for watchfulness, In nothing is
ber influence more to be dreaded than in her
literature. We are thankful, therefore, to Dr.
Curry for the note of alarm which be basso
unconsciously sounded as to the dangers to be
apprehended from New England journalism.

The Reconstructionists Im Need of Recom-
struction.

The radical reconstructionists are them-
selves just now sadly in need of reconstruc-
tion, and are in some instances making experi-
men's in that direetion, although with very
little prospect of success. In Virginia, for
inslance, Botts has been endeavoring to groom

mittee from Washingtion and & pumber of

ceeded in patching up a temporary peace and
securing a single call for a convention in Vir-
ginia.

In this State 1b¢ G2Tman Republican Central
Committes have just issuced an address de-
claring their inlention to sscede from the re-
publican party unless it shall wipe out the
Metropolitan Excise law and provide in the
new conslitution against any *Sabbatarian and
temperanco  legislation” in ths future.
The republican factions in the State Constitu-
tional Convention are also represented as pre-
paring for a strnggle among themselves. But
all this squabbling and fighting will amount to
nothing; for the time has oome for the people to
take upon themselves the work of pelitical
reconstruction, and in doing so they will en-
tirely sel asile all the old organiziilons and
factions, The Virginiens bave already s'gnl-
fied their intention {0 do 8o in a brief, emphatic
and sensible manner. The ecopperhead de-
mocracy is d:ad and oan know no resurreciion.
The radicals, with their financlal blunderings
and their oppressive, fanatical laws, will soon
sleep in peace by the side of the copperheads.
In New York the great political regeneration
of the country will commenoce, and its stariing
point will be the issue to be fought out on the
new State constitution next November. That
will insugurate the mew ora, and the party
formed then in this Btate will be the nuoleus
for the nalional movement next year, with
Grant as its candidate for President, indepond-
ent of all organizations, parties, cliques snd
faotfons. By this means alone can the country
be restored to real poace and prosperity; and
this is the “reconmstruotion” for which the
people are prepared.

The Contagien of Orime.

A fresh mstance of she contagious influence
of crime is .farmished by the Ellsabeth street
tragedy, which bas so quickly succeeded the
tragedy in Nineteenth street Murder and
suicide were the elements villanously com-
pounded in each of these dreadful tragedies,
although in the second the intention of murder
failed to be consummated. At the inguest on
the body of Henry Bundy, who attempted to
kill his wife and succeeded in shooting himself
last Thureday night, a letter which had been
found in bhis pocket revealed the fact that his
wife, like the reputed wife of King, had been
a concert saloon girl ; and one of the witnesses
testified that the other day, atter reading the
account of King’s killing himself and wife in
Nineteenth sireet, he said, “In a few days
there will be another nccount in the paper
like this; only it will be Henry Bundy and
wife.” It is obvious that the weak mind of
the suicide and intentional murderer was
supplied with a proximate impulse to crime
by the deed which he tried to imitate. In
Paria whenever on2 poor fool leaps from the
top of the column on the Place Vendome it is
likely that he will be followed by as many
imitators as can elude the vigilance of the
guards, In New York suicide complicated
with murder scems to have become equally
contagious. In all individual cases of crime,
however, the predispositions to it exist, althongh
Intent, long before some proximate cause arises
to determine the fearful sbape which it may
assume, Hence we must repeat the moral to
be drawn from the recent outbursis of crime,
that its seeds should be carefully extirpated
by a thorough early education of the reason
and the will

Unless theso frauds be stopped, the
revenue better collested, and the goverament
funds be made more sscure from robbers, we

The Horald’s Specinl Onble Despatches—An
. Interesting Ear Bad

The Heratp's special cable despatohes
to-day will be fcund very full and interesting,
laying before our readera the lstest intelli-
gence from London, Ireland, Constantinople,
Croostadt and Madrid up to an early hour yes-
terdsy morning. From London we have a
concise and comprehensive report of a Parlia-
mentary debate om the Luxemburg treaty
question, arising out of an attack made by the
opposition upon Lord Stanley for an alleged
lack of statesmanship and prudence in his ea-
pacity of representative of Great Britain in that
important cooference. Mr. Labouchere and
Mr. Ayrtoun, two of the liberal members, took
the ground that by guarantesing the neutrality
of Luxemburg England bhad in fact bound
hersell to an armod interference should the
terms of the treaty be violated in the event of
a future war belween Framce and Germany.
Upon this view of the case they endeavored to
excite the jealousy of Parlinment over its priv-
ileges by attempling to show that In
such an event Parliament would be vir-
tually deprived of its constitutional power of
granting to or withholding from the Crown the
war supplies. This Lord Stanley denied, hold-
ing that Parlisament would still possess the
power to decide whether the ocountry should
go o war or not; and be justified bis course in
tie Peace Conferenee, and claimed that by
England’s interference a general Buropean war
had been averted.

Another interesting item of Friday night's
Parlinmentary proceedings, was Lhe rejection
of a motion to expungs 4rom the journal of the
House of Commons #%] record of a petition pre-
sented and recelw,q gome weeks s.nce praying
for the extens¥on of executive leniency to (he
Fenians o2,ndemned to denth in Irsland. This
petitie’y wag from the English Reform L:aguers
a0 others, and contained severe animadver-
“sions upon British rule in Ireland, which the
mover of the resolution for ils obliteration
from the reaprde regardod as insuling to the
Beiiot sy dad govornmont, The Housg,
however, rejocted the molion—n reslt whish
evinces (he sirength of the reform pariy in (he
British Commons.

The news from Constantinople of a bad
dofeat of the Christians in Crele by the im-
porial Turkish troops will probably impart
an additional anxiety to the great Powers of
Europe for a speody and final s>ttlement of the
Eastern question.

The Fate of Maximilinn.

Our advices stale that Maximilian and bis
principal officors will be banished from Mex-
ico; the republican government consideiing
this not only as a just concession o th> wishes
of the United States, but also a dignified pro-
ceeding in behalt of thaeir own eountry. It may
be consilered as settled that Maximilian will
not lose his life al the bands oi the outraged
Mexicans for his filibustering exploils among
them ; but at the same time we believe it to be
unwise on the pari of the Mexican government
to banish him trom the couniry by the decree
of Juarez before a formal trisl is given him.
To treat the oase of Maximilian as we bave
treated that of Jefferson Davis is child’s play;
and although the Mexicans have follies enough
of their own, we hope they will not copy any
of ours. The true way to prooeed with the
Austrian Archduke is to arralgn him before the
couris of the country and give him a thorough
trial Every offort should be made and no ex-
pensa spared to glean from Earope all the evi-
denoe that can be gained relative to the ori-
ginal objects of the intervention and what bear-
ings they bad, pot only with reference to Mex-
ico, but to the United States. We are certain
that some strange political developments would
be made were this thoroughly carried out—that
the restoration of the prestige of the Latin race
in the New World by France meant the organi-
sation of » vast colonial possession, and a cot-
ton monopoly that would make France the
firet nation in Christondom. The trial, more-
over, would wunveil the whole acts of
the civilizing army of the Old World
that marched over Mexivo to distribute the
blessings that they boasted lay oconcealed in
the folds of the French flag. This is indeed a
glorious opportunity for the Mexicans to
vindicate thelr cause, to show what brought on
their civil warfare, what great political ques-
tions have been pending between liberal and
rotrograde, the progressive and the priest
party; to show whether the world bns mis-
judged their struggle or given them oredit for
the progress they have made for the past filty
years in shaking themwelves free from the
curse which did not leave the land with the
banners of Old Spain.

The Mexican people owe the republicans of
this continent a debt which they ocan only
repay by the trial of the royal filibuster in
their hands. The day is past when blood pays
for blood; and we have advocated for the
lite of the Archduke upon the principles that
animate the age. But the dignity of the con-
tinent demands a formal trial for the blow
struck at ils syslem of government, and then
the sentence of banishment for the crime. The
traitors who have, in supporting the empire,
committed a double crime—rebellion and the
betrayal of their couniry to a foreign power—
we leave to justice. The Inws of their country
will deal properly by them ; but Maximilian,
the central figure, should be dealt with as we
bave stated. How far his plea that he isa
government may go is of litille account; the
Mexicans will doubtless settle that in a most
summary manner. Let Mexico give him a
trial, and perchance it may result in a willing-
ness on the part of civilized nations to give
Mexico the same, and see if she can or cannot
govern herself.

Steambeoat Raclug.

We perceive that steambonat racing has been
inaugurated for the season on the Hudson.
Whether it shall continue throughout the sea-
son will depend on the frowns or the favor
bestowed by the public on this culpable and
perilous practice. It would be speedily
checked—perhaps the sooner the beiter—by
such a dreadful explosion as occurred two
years ago on one of the very steamors engaged
in this first of our Hudson river races during
the summer. That explosion lnvolved
the loss of two or three lives. No nccidont
happened the other night, although the rival
boats raced all the way from the cily to New-
burg Bay, where they ran side by side. In the
morning ove of them dashed through Athens
ohannel half & mile ahead of her compeltitor.
The officers of the latter boat, it is sald, bore
their defest with composure ; and we musi add
that the public micht have heard with egual

| composure that fhe officors of both boats had
been blown in'o the air and drowned in the
water, if it could only be boped that such »
consummation would prove an effectual warn-
ing for the future,

Casada Under Its New Rogime.

In a few d'n Lord Monck will arrive in
Canads to assume his datics as Viceroy, under
the powers conferred upon bim by the bill re-
consiructing the British Provinces into & con-
golidated government. His position will be
ono of comsiderable difficulty, and will require
more ithan usual tact to enable him to acquit
himself satisfactorily of its duties. He has it
in his power to make himself one of the most
popular, as be can render himself one of the
most detested, of rulers. Although the mea-
sure bas been successfully engineered through
the local and imperial Parliaments, there is no
doubt that a large portion—we believe the ma-
jority—of the people of the Provinces are heart
and soul opposed toit. On the new Viceroy
will depend the question whether their dislike
to it cam be overcome. If he suoceeds in re-
conoiling them to it, then the mensure of
his personal influence will be very great,
80 great, indeed, that the imperial government
will find it dificuli to displace him. Who
knows but that he mag be destined to play as
prominent a part in the history of the new do-
minion as did bis ancestor, General Monck, in
that of England? _If he be ambitions, be may,
like the Viceroy of Egypt, so strengthen him-
self in the aff ctions of (he people over whom
be is called lo rule as to compel recognition of
his title to a more elevated dignity. If, on the
other hand, he i3 sufficiently disinterested to
sppreciate the fact that the irne interests of
the Canadas are bound up with thiz country,
he myy contribute to bring about a union
which cannot but prove advantageous to both,
In either case the changes inaugurated by his
agsumpiion of office can only be regarded as
experimosnial. There are foew thinking minds
who regard the scheme which ho has been
chosen to work out as offering any chance of
permanency, =R

The Church Properi¥ 1B llllr; =

The refusal of the Italian Parliament to eatify
the convention concluded by Signor Feerrara
with ocertain Paris banking houses for a loan
guarantesd by a tax upon the property of the
Churen is eignificant of the fate to which the
Church temporalities are destined. If this
arrangement had been concluded it would
bave assured to the ecclesinstical establish-
ments of Ilaly the continued poasseasion of their
endowments, They would have been beavily
taxed, to be sure; but the revenue thus derived
would have formed an obstacle to their confis-
ontion, inasmuch as It would have constituled a
recoznition of the right to bold them. I was
this view of the case which induced the clergy
to withbold aotive opposition to the tax, and
which also gave rise to the report that there
was an undersianding between the Pope and
Violor Emanuel, In pursuanoce of which the
King was to bring sbout a coup d'éal and
abolish the Parliamentary system altogether.
This latter etalement has been contradicted
“on asuthority;” but it is evident that it
bas not had the effsct of oonvincing the
members of the Iialian Parlisment. They
evinoe their belief in it by defeating a negotia-
tion which seemed to them to be intended to
consiitute a guarantee for the inviolability of
the Church temporalities. On a former ocoa~
sion we gave expression to the opinion that
sach & compromise was impossible, and we are
now borne out in it by the action of the popu-
lar representatives. Signor Ferrara will have
to look to other sources to raise the money he
wants, or he will have to face the question of
confiscating the entire property of the Church
and making such provisioas for it as are deemed
sufficient in France and other Catholic coun-
tries.
