' Merlons Defeats of the Turkish Army in
Crete.Omar Pasha and Mehened Pasha
Drivea Back and Their Forces Divided.
Omar Pasha Burns Many Tillaitrs and Mur¬
ders the Inhabitants.Reports of the Foreign
Consuls.

Athen'3, June 15, 1867.
Intelligence received in this city from Crete

reports that Omar Pasha, the Turkish commander-
in-chief in the island, met a severe defeat.
His ezpedtion against the Christian insurgent

positions at Sphakia and Apocorona failed, entail¬
ing great loss on the Sultan's troops.
Omar Pasha was unable to form a junction with

the forces under the command of Mehemed Pasha,
who, having been twice beaten in Apocorona, re¬

treated to an entrenched camp.
Omar Pasha, in his endeavor to advance, sus¬

tained a fresh defeat of his personal command at
fleraolien. Smarting under the issue of the fight
the Turkish Commander-in-Chief burned all the
Tillages, which were not defended, in the neigh¬
borhood, and killed their inhabitants.
The fereign consuls resident here have officially

Informed their respective governments of these
atrocious acts.
The Italian gunboat Prinee Addone saved a

few of the fugitive families, brought them to the
Piriens.
The Turkish war steamer Isidhi, which some¬

time since chased the Greek volunteer aid steamer
and blockade runner Arcadi, which had landed
men and aappUes for the Christians, has returned
to Candia. The war vessel is damaged.
She had several of her crew killed and wounded.

BY STEAMSHIP TO JUNE 8.
The French Transatlantic Steamship Company's steam¬

ship Pereire, Captain Duchesne, which left Brest at three
o'clock P. M, on Saturday, the 8th of June, passing the
lightship at four P. M., arrrived at her pier in this port

at seven o'clock last evening, thus making the trip in nine
days and four hours from dock to dock. The Perelre
landed one hundred and sixty-two passengers and a fall
cargo. She also brought oar European files, in detail of
our cable despatches, as late as the mail reports. The
Cunard steamship China, arrived at Halifax yesterday
and is due at Boston to-morrow morning.
The Cunard steamship China, from Queenstown Jane

0, arrived at Halifax at nine o'clock yesterday morning,
on her passage to Boston. She has one hundred pas¬
sengers.
Tbo Inman steamship C;ty of Antwerp, Captain Mire-

house, which left Liverpool at one P. to. on the 5th and
Queenstown on the 8th of Jane, arrived at this port early
yosterdav morning.
The French papers of the 8th of Jane, by the

Perterc.which have not been delivered at the Hkrai.d
office, the latest from Paris being the 7th of June.are
reported by the news agent as being filled with details
of the attempt to assassinate the Czar, most of which
have been anticipated, however, by the special cable
telegrams to the Hwuld, forwarded immediately after
the occurrence.
The latest mail telegrams by the Pereire, dated in

Paris on the 8th of Jane, report, in the French Corps
L6gUlatif, Jane T, the law in relation to organized socie¬
ties was under discussion. Jane 8, the blU for the re¬

organization of the army was presented. Liberal mem
bers propose to reduce the army to 840,000.

It was rumored In Paris that Juarez, of Mexloo, de¬
mands two and a half million* tterting far the ransom of
Maximilian.
Queen Victoria has written an autograph letter to the

Emperor Napoleon congratulating him on the success of
the Exposition, and expressing her regrets that she
would be nnable to visit Paris herself with the custom¬
ary ceremonies, bat the letter leaves it to be inferred
that she will visit the city incognito. The Prince of
Wales was expected again In Paris in a few days.
There was no longer any donbt about the evacuation

of Lazetnbarg within a fortnight Only a few hundred
men will be left to superintend the transportation of the
material.
The Grand Duke of Luxemburg has promised to

give the ground covered by the fortifications to the city,
and the Duke of Luxemburg has been convened for the
parpoee of making the neoessary legal provisions for
the aoceptanoe of the gift. On the departure of the
Prt.lana the fsrtrees will be oocuptad by a thousand
Luxemburg soldiers.
La Liberie (Spain) had a report that n military con¬

spiracy had beon discovered In Madrid, and several
arrests bad been made.

Attention was called In the House of Commons to a

brutal outrage committed apon n young midshipman of
tbe royal navy, who bad Juat joined a war veeeel at Ply*
month, by bis brother midshipmen. The young mnn
was strapped down and branded on the noee with the
sign of tbe "broad arrow." Two of the midshipmen
engaged in tbe outrage were promptly dismissed tbe
service in dlegrsee.

A Berlin paper asserts that an exchange of notee bad
taken place between Fmnoe and Prussia with reference
to the occupation of RastaAt by Prussian troops. Pros
sin reserved to heraelf, on principle, tbe right to garri¬
son tbe fortrees by an uniteintending with tbe sovereign
ruler of Rastadt, but deolared that there was at present
no question of taking practical adrantags of that right
It Is added that franco aocepted tbe last, and gave no

oontradiction to the first portion «f the Prussian declara¬
tion.

Tbe same
gala carriages were employed as on the other occasion
At the Tnilerlee, tbe Empress, accompanied by the

Pr noses Mathilde, and attended by her suite,
went to meet the King of Prussia, as on
the occasion of the arrival of the Emperor
Alexander, at tbe loot of tbe grand staircase
Their Ma|eeties then aeoended to tbe Salon du
Premier Consul, where tbe imperial households mingled
with that of the King of Prussia. After tbe usual pre-
eentattons were made, tbe Emperor conducted the Kl ng
ef ProMia to tbe apartments which bad been prepared
for him m ths Pavilion Mareon.

Tbe ton* of Lord Staalev's despatches, which are

numerous, is substantially that her Majesty's govern
ment would observe, In oase of hostilities, the strictest
neutrality but bis lordsolp did not withhold his counsel
from Prussia; and on the 19th of April be wrote to the
Minister at Berlin that the Prussian Cabinet might do
well to oonstder whether It might not give way on tbe
question of garrison. "I should wish your Exoellency,"
wrote the aobie lord, "to place before Count Bismarck
confidentially this view of tho question ; and you will
not conceal from him the deep regret with which her
Majesty's government would witness the commanoemenI
or a war between Fraaoe and Prussia for an objact ap¬
parently of suoh little practical value, especially as such
. war oould not fail to retard the consolidation of Ger¬
many. towards which so much progress has lately been
made "

In another despatch his lordship wished Lord Loftus
to remind Prussia qf the disadvantages of her position.
"She has a very long seacoast and parts to defend,"
writes bis lordship, "While the seasjn is favorable for
maritime operations, she has wt moans of resisting naval
pmture >ry Pramce on her own coastt, and the havoc
which the naval tup-riority of France would enable her
to commit on German commerce, not only in Europe,
but also in other parts where it Is actively carried on,
might produce a very serious financial crisis Id Ger¬
many."

CHANGING THE MAP.
Apsis and Pertuml Istsrckasglsg Frontier

Territory.
[Prom the Correopondencia of Madrid, June 4.]

The period having now arrived for the oxecutiou of
tbe treaty of the 20th September, 1864, relative to the
frontier of Spain and Portugal, ratified on tbe I6tb May.
I860, and aocordlng to wbich the six villages situated
on the border line, and belonging partly to each of the
two countries, were to be transferred to one or tbe
other government In totality, those localities are about
to be handed over to tbe respective authorities. Sonto-
lino, Cambodo and Lamaole Arcoe will be taken by Por¬
tugal. while Spain receives Moans, Santiago Jo Rubioi
and aanla Maria.

Celebration I* Charlcetown, Nnu.. of the
Anniversary of the Bottle of Honker Hill.

Boston, June 17, 1867.
There was a larger crowd of persons assembled in

Ch&rlestown to-day tlian on any previous Bunker Hill
anniversary. The twenty thousand inhabitants of the
city tarned oat, and tbere were more than that num¬
ber present trom Boston and the surroundi ng cities
and towns. The procession was made uo of
military, mounted and on foot, firemen, civic
associations, Ac., and was under command of
Colonel John B. Morton. The Hope Fire Company, of
rhiladelphia, as KitesIs of the Howards, of CharleBtown,
were also in the line, and in the afternoon they went
down to Chelsea Boach and participated in a fish chow¬
der and other prohibitory law amusemonts. The other
organizations, both military and civic, had banquets at
their respective headquarters. Addresses were made at
all of them by the city and State officials.
Tbere was also a rowing regatta in Mystic river in the

afternoon, which attracted a laree number of visitors.
1 he first race was for single sculls for first and second

prizes. Tbere were four ontries as follows:.Mahogany
shell Mystic, M. J. Enwrlght.
Mahogany shell Lizzie, Daniel Poor; mahogany shell

Petrolla, Charles A. Blancbard; shell L. A. Donzolla,
Charles C. Wemyss.
The race was two miles, and the first prize was won

by the Lizzie in 18 minutes 30 seconds, and the second
by L. A. Donzella, in 10 minutes 40 seconds, and the
other two were distanced.
The second race, also two mliea, was for double sculls,

for two prises, and there were two entries, as follows:.
The Lillian, pulled by Manfred L. Goss and Eugene
Frost, and the Annie V.. pulled by John A. Gardner and
Thomas Wholmes. The first prise was won by the
Annie v. in 16 minutes snd 38 seconds, and the Lil¬
lian came in one minute and ten seconds later.
The next and last race was four miles, and for four-

oared boats, and two prizes were offered. The boats en¬
tered were the M J. (; lesson, of Chariestown; Geo. C.
Wiggtn, of East Boston; Union, of East Boston, and
the Sheridan and What Cheer, of Boston. The what
Cheer won the first prize, in 29 minutes, and the Sheri¬
dan the second, In 20 minutes and 27 seconds, and the
Union came in 30 seconds after. The others were dis¬
tanced.

In tbe evening there were numerous demonstrations
In the line of fireworks, and apromenade concert on tbe
grounds beneath the shadow of the Buuksr Hill Monu¬
ment.

Celebration at the New Town of Arling¬
ton . .Speeches ot Governor Bollock and
Othoro.

Boston, June 17, 1807.
In the new town of Arlington, formerly West Cam¬

bridge, there was also quite a pompous oelshrstlon, on
ecoount of change of name, at jrhich a large number of
prominent oAoials were present. The 11th of Jane was
chosen Iter the demonstration, m or<sr that the citizens
might Indulge la a flow of patriotism! *. that town, like
Cberlestown, was also the scene of memorable events
in the early days of the American Revolution. Arling¬
ton is situated between Cambridge and Lexington, and
was one of the towns through which Pitcairn's army
passed in 1776, on their way to encounter those "embat*
tied farmers," who "fired the shot heard round the
world." It was called Menolomy In those dsys, subse¬
quently West Cambridge, and now Arlington, and Is one
of the finest gardening towns about Boston. The in¬
evitable salute and ringing of belts were heard morning,
noon and night, requisites without which no Massachu-
setts celebration Is considered complete. The procession
was under the command of Addison Gags.
There was quite a number of distinguished gentle¬

men present on the occasion.smong them Governor
Bullock and the various members of bis staff; Senator
sumner, General Banks, Hon. Alexander N. Rice, ex-
Governor Hawiey of Connecticut; General Foster,
who hss recently been sssigned to this mili¬
tary district; Admiral Rodgers, of the Chalres.
town Navy Yard, and a crowd of Massachusetts
Major and Brigadier Geoerals. At the mod dinner the
Governor, Senator Sumner, Richard H. Dana, Jr., Gene¬
ral Banks, General Poster and Admiral Rodgers made
speeches.

teous gentleman who is superintendent ot the
United States Military Academy is here by my aide to
manifest hia paternal interest in your welfare. He ban
been as a father to you, end you are among bis children.
"Like two cberriea on one stem, seeming parted, yet an
union la partition," baa your fellowship rot four yoursbeen, and now ia mingled ia a common well of gushingtenderness between him and you. Your commandant
is here, who has so tempered severity with love as to in-

\ fuse bis own disciplined heart Into yours in mutual
reverence for military rule, and in personal attachments
as a comrade la your country's service it is a charm¬
ing result ot West Point training that official and per¬sonal relations are duly recognised, not oonfounded, but
distinguished; not clashing, but harmonious, like tho
centrifugal and oentri|>eiai forces in nature, causing sta¬
bility without stagnation, snd progress without peril,and producing a system of habits in conlormlty with
universal law. Your professors arc here, in hum¬
ble consciousness of having done their duty
toward you, and ia proud admiration or your attain¬
ments through reverent submission to their plastic
hands. Tha blackboard is become hencetorward a bright
refloctor of their assiduity and of your industry, sending
forth not gleains of terror, but rays of light and glad¬
ness. And here are parents and friend* surroundnig
you to welcome you to their hearts and homes, waiting
to escort you back amid familiar scones.changed,
indeed, but only changed as the boyish sensibilities are
hardened into young manhood's perceptions. You were
all appointed to your cadetablpa when the clouds of
war enveloped tho land and the thunder of arms re¬
sounded along its borders. Some of you came from the
ranks of the army In the deld, and show a record of en¬
gagements that a Held marshal might envy and
could scarcely rival.

This accom¬
plished lifts you above the soldiers of the world with
whom war Is n trade, and puts you in the category of the
pooplo, who are themselves the sovereigns and the
brethren of republican society. But let me caution you
not to think more highly of yourselves than you ought
to think. There is a wide ilcld of literature and the
belle leitres, into which you have not entered, and where
you will ilnd scholars more accomplished than you.
Let your training In the exact sciences furnish you with
the habits of investigation and study thai shall make
you pre-eminent in the literary walks that the scholar
delights in. aad where you inay l>o unrivalled. Your
education is but the foundation of the editlc.e » broad
and deep foundation, on which you must build to be¬
come great and good and truly learned. You have been
taught to be men, upright in moral integrity, conscien¬
tious In duty, Impressed with your responsibility to God
and to your country ; with aflections warm and gashing
toward your fellow men. courteous and magnanimous,
with the instlncta and accomplishments or true gentle¬
men. You have been taught and trained to be soldiars,
rurniahed with strength from science and from art to
defend the flag of your oountry against domestic insur¬
rection and forelgu invasion. While you are commis¬
sioned with the authority of rank and powor, lot me en¬
join upon you kindness to your subordinates. When
Moses enjoined kindness towards bondmen he said,
*' Remember that ye were bondmen in Sgypt. " By this
strong argument of sympathy I bid yon to be consider¬
ate of the private aoldler and courteous to tho Junior
officers. Let not angels prolong their weeping at the

" fantastio tricks of men" clothed in brief authority,
but do ye so temper discipline with kindness as you
have been taught by experience in this grand
school. Uraduates cadets! go forth to realise
these hoped. Evince your character, remember¬
ing that character is not reputation. Character
is built up by a life time of self-government and self-
control. Reputation is made by a bubble which a
breath can break. Gain reputation by good service,
but rhorish the character of gentlemen, of soldiers ana
of citizens, loving God and duly, fearing only what is
wrong and sinful. Be loyal to the constitu¬
tion. Cherish national union. Defend the flag,
that ensign so dear to them who are free,
or panting to be free, under the asgis of liberty
and law. Learn thus to live, aad learn to die.
Learn to die. The innate admiration of the soldier and
sailor In the human heart is the conviction that they
carry their Uvea 1b their bands. They are not butchers,
but champions, ready to die for trath and law and God.
Life ia new to yon, like nature around us. It is sum¬
mer now, but autumn aad winter may come suddenly.
Disease and the battle Held may quench your life.
The Indian's arrow or the cannon ball, or the
accidents of frontier peril may lay you low.
One thing is certain: you will never meet all to¬
gether again ia this world. But go forth. God be with
you, to protect, preserve and save you, through Jesus
Christ our Lord.
