Just now the w>a'her and the crops are the greatest

aubjecjs or mierest. The heavy rains Tor several days
past, II is feared, will be a serious drawback if not positiveinjury to cotton. The previous dry, warm days and
nights, bad brought the plauts to a healthy condition
and some had already come out In bloom. Should It
clear up soon, however, a little oxtra labor will bring the
plants out all right aga.n.
The abundant supply of vegetables and early fruits

has afforded fortunate rollef to much of the wldo spread
distress and threatened starvation throughout the State.
The brisk business in fruits and vegetables sunt to New
York and Charleston has also been of good service to
tbo city. The yield of early Irish potatoes has boen
uncommonly large and One. They rntail here at ten
cents per quart measure Punches and watermelons are
also c m ug In freely, the former selling at Qfteen and
twenty cents a dozen, the latter at twenty-Uve cents
melon.

Genoral Scott, Assistant Commissioner of the Frsod
men's Bureau, is gradually diminishing the number of
governmeut rations Issued In tho country, and thinks the
prospect good for a still greater reduction than is now

being mads. The esteem in which General Scott ts held
by nearly all classes, for the fair and Impartial manner in

central Alabama and Mississippi, one seema to bo whirling
at railroad speed through a land whora nobody le aware

that It is lator In the history of the world than the
fifteenth cenury.
The people In the provincial counties here have heard

of the emancipation proclamation.though Ibey still
insist that one Alabamian or Mlseiaeipian can easily worst
five Yankees, and, like FatalafT with hie men in buckram,they persist in fighting over and over again their
Quiioiic confederate battle*, insisting that Yankees are

but windmills in war, and that though the knights of
swamp and plantation have been outnumbered they are
nut defeated. Were it not a matter of serious conse*

queaoe It wonld be amusing.the way the true secessionistlabor* to demonstrate that what is is not, and
that what le not, Is. Ask him point bl<nk whether he
is willing to accept the Issue, and he annwer* In the
affirmative quickly enough.add'ne, however, that as to

far from it as ever. Nor Is It possible to convince him
that citizonship, with it* e-iual rights before the law, Is
one thine, and see al equality q lite another. Among; the

public affilp». The thread ot argument enerally adopted,i« that the Yankees have done tholr worst, that their
negroes have boon taken from them without compensationand made their political equals, and that unless a
general sys'em of conflsca'Ion and division la adopted,
nothing more to hunvllato them can be done t'>au has
been done already. It is that dread of conflsca'lon like
Hamlet» dread or something alter death, that csu in
some little anxiety to reconstruct to bo manifested by
the trn» Mtssiasipnlan; nnrt, deliver him fr>m thla ever
present daneer. and nothing woold prevent him from
embarrassing evory measure of the government to the
utmost. The Mississippi secessionist Is quiet because
the dread of confiscation haunts bim, but not because,
like the Virginian, he has had enough of It and pr fcr-"
to "shake hands und he friends" Nothing is
more common than to accuse the gorornmeut most
bitterly of a wnnl of magnanimity towards them. "We
are conquered," says the Mississippi secessionist, "and
now givn us our constitutional r ghts and we will be
satisfied," which means, being interpreted, since we cannotget out of the Union we will slay In It, provided
we are guaranteed all the rights which belonged to ua
be'ore wo forfeited them by trying to g>t out.

I have heard this argument In substance over and
over again; though no secessionist ever admits that he
has an* intention of rob-King a second time. And,
since the promulgation of Attorney General stanberv's
opinion, so far as talk is concerned, all parties have
suddenly become remarkably audacious. Whereas, formerly,the complaint was that the military commanders
in the several departments were Invested with arbitrary
and despotic powers, it is now gravely contendod that
thev have no powers at all, and aro all liabts to be
called to account under the law for illegal exercise of discretionis removal, and expectations are entertained
among the more sanguine of the Immediate removal
of Sheridan, who is, to the Southern perception, the <

representative of tbo Congressional Idea. The
majority of the people bors would bo glad
to see Sheridan removed, or his order
modified oven at lbs risk of a July meeting of
Congress.srgue ng generally, as they argue, that somethingmight possibly be gained In the scramble of a renewedquarrel between Congress and the Executive,
though many of tbo better Informed agree that they
have nothing to expect flrom a special session of Congress,except more stringent and unequivocal codes of
reconstruction, including probably the item of confiscationaou division, olther general or special. Officials
appointed by military authority gonerallv sit uneasily in
their seats, owing to the opinion of Mr. Stansbery to the
effect that their sitting at all Is Illegal, and, In many
cases, resignations are being sent in. In fact, If tbore
ever has been any quiet subra ssion on the part of the
people here, that feelln? of submission has been utterly
dissli>eted by recent events, nnd general demoralisation
has taken the place of comparative acquiessno# and cooperation.The raftonafe of the matter is aim pi-. A
month sgo the military authorities were unquestionably
obeyed, because none dared to risk the question of their
legal right to demand and enforee obedience; but now
none are so poor as to render shoulder-strap men an
outward reverence, and personal discontent has followed
npoo the heels of comparative quiet end rnsleoat'on.

There Is no mistaking the Import of this general exultationover the opinion of Mr. Stanhery. If Sheridan
and Pope are removed, the removal will be Interpreted
as a concession; if snv displaced officials are reinstated
the rebel elnment will have gained a triumph, and unlessthe Attorney General's opinions are immediately
nullified there can be no quiet admmlstretIon of affairs
under the military authority. The result Is easily ep
prehendod. The reoonstruct ion of the South, so far as H
relates to the sentiments of the people In General Pope's
department, has been retarded six months by the d'v
quietude occasioned by the opinion or the President's
legal adviser, and there ii no remedy except in more
stringent measures, perhaps, than are Inclodod within
the scope of the present programme. Were there no
apprehension of this and of a special session of Congress
it is quite possible that the authorities might be set at
deflanre by the more rampant, and a gennral system of
civil disorder inaugurated. Certainly there is every dispositionon the part or the people here to embarrass ths
workings of the military government to anv admissible
extent, sod thst sxt nt is only to be limited by the limit
of legal impunttv.
Tbe business of registration has begun and Is progressingslowly, the general proportion of negroes to whites

being about three to one. It Is generally admitted, even
by tbe most sanguine conservatives that the radicals.
and every negro is a radical.will carry every onS of the
Uulf.-taios, sweeping the wbol1 territory from Georgia
to Texas, and that there Is no sound discretion In endeavoringte prevent it except hv fraud or violence, both
of which are dangerous and impracticable. With tbe
result of tbe election*, therefore, the opinions promulgatedcan make no practical difference. In fact, lbs
general sentiment is thst nothing can be effected by op.
position or by iusining upon Mr. Stanbery's interpretationsave tumult and conflicts of Jurisdiction, without
soy substantial alteration In the general results; and
most of the agitation is from sheer desperation and ill
nature, and not from any hope of modifying appreciably
or more than temporarily tbe rigidity of military rule.
Than tbe prospects of the crops for this season

netting could be more promising, botn as regards the
staples of wheat and corn, of which both Alabama and
Mississippi have planted unneual quantities, and as regardsthe staple of cotton, of which less has been planted
than in 1466, and I have heard dozens of planters in
this vicinity gravely contend that by raising a groat deal
of corn and wheal and little cotton, It was possible to
emharrasr ths Anancea of the North, and, perhaps, by
trading little, except in the war of domestic barter, to
contribute to brtnst about the panic for which all secessionistsan> patiently hoping and waiting. At present
the condition of affairs here is rsthor anomalous In point
of business organizations. Money Is scarce, and yet
prices are far in advance of tbe N"w York market,
though It must be admitted thst dealers here sro not
over particular about ths genuineness oi the currency
they receive, and counterfeit fractional currency is the
rule rather than the exception. Nobody refuses a flfly
cent ttamp because It happens to be counterfeit, and noho.1vlicHitmtM to nam It lor the same reaaon: and Ihia la
e«p«elally true of the smaller towns along the route.
Oue i*ys twontv-flve eents for a agar In MiMlssippI,
which mlrbt be bought of any Itinerant vendor on City
Hall square Tor three cents, and a bad bargain at that;
o( lemons two are bought for twenty-Ore cents, and, a< to
other small matters, one mav ruin himself financially by
endeavoring to provide himself respectably with soap,
toothbrushes and other norsa«ary articles of toilet.
One may pay a dollar and a half for a breakfast of com
bread and bacon, with rye coffee, and retail la infinitesimalquantities; and as to Southern railroads, It seems
to be a rule to take no fares of leas than live dollara for
any distance. Kooning over a cow or a pU and a consequentJolt from the track are dady oocurreoe -a, and in
ana case, on the boutbslde road, all handsu mvself
among the rest, vrere tipped off the track and the car
irt»rlr demolished, and no reason could bo found or
amlgnod for It, oxoopl that lha track waa rough and tho
car aim ply Joltad off. Nobody waa mora than
bruised, and after soma considerable racre ln«, a
second train waa made up, aud lha poor, heartsick
passenger* wora again swinging uneasily aomaa deep

L aving th! Arkansas river at Van Duron, the rugged
character of the road at once shows llsolf. There Is one
continuous -urcesslon of bills. How General Blunt lo
his march from the fraliis Grove battle field to the cnpluroof Van Buren, ever advanced with the raplditjr
accredited to him, seemed a wonder, and It was a wonder
that reached the height of the marvellons as we entered
the mountain ravines beyond, traversed by hie swiftly
moving column Eight miles travel thmngh a broken

oonniry, and on'v rare patches of cultivated ground and
dwellings sttached. but the chimney* of buildings
burned during the war. to be seen at frequent Intervals
on either side the road, brought mo to Drip-dog Springs
It drrivee lis name from wat--r dr pplng oier the head of
a gulch through which s creek runs. This was the beadquarternof a Texan regiment left to guard the outposts
when General Ibunt came through here; but so swift
and aud'teu, like a wolf on tha (old, came do»a bis
cohorts of cavu'rv, all gleaming with aahrea and blue,
that nearly all were taken prisoners. A negro, with two

ynke of oxen and a load of wood, on his way to town
had hailed here for a drink. He was a very old
darky, with very gray hair, a face verv wrinkled
and very poorly clad. This m a ommun enough
description of a common old darkv. What particularly
struck me as uncommon was tbe expression of sanctity,
overshadowing 1 ke a pall his dusky features.an expressionso Immobt'e, stors and solemn, that hud I
hern thinking of laughing negroes my thoughts at sight
of him must have instunily reverted to weeping willows
or N oho dissolving In tears. As it was, something
struck me that he was an original, and I thought I
would draw him out, which I did, though with dillerent
results from what 1 anticipated.

of Niagara. 1 here was an irreeia'ihle inclination to lingerhere and enjoy this splendid picture of nature's own

the odors of wild (lowers, sod the birds In tits tree
boughs singing their wild wood songs. Ihere hsd been
mill here but It hsd been destroyed, during the wsr, only
t few fragments or the ruins now remaining. Near by
run also tbs old chimneys of the mrlier's dwelling, that
likewise bad fallen a Victim to wai's devastations. I
lurried here fully an hour without a single soul passing
»n the roed. The forenoon beam bad glided by eo

iwiftly I was surprised to Ond that It was pant dinner
time.that is, past noon, the democratic dinner hour in
this country. Riding on, I turned in at a small log
house, where I procured a midday meal of corn bread,
baron, clabber and greens.the unvarying bill of fare for
dinner at this sea«on of the year. Two puncheons, or
tbe halves or a split log, with legs fastened In tbe boti<m, placed together, comprised the table, and Uie
tablecloth was of domestic manufacture and had saon
service. I found the man of the house old and poor,
but intelligent to a degree I bad not looked for.

In the morning, which
seemed an indescribably long time coming, but which
was most welcome when tt d (I come, I was not long In
learning that the town of Ei ansvi'le had been burned
during the war, and that a few log huts put up fine*
comprise the present settlement. The road here runs
on the dividing line between Arkansas and the Indian
Territory. On one side liquor is allowed to be eold, but
not on the other.that is, on the Indian side. My own I
opinion is, that If the specimen I tasted Is the kind generallysold s'icti villanous stuff ought not to be allowed
to he smd anywhere. Getting clear of the mountain,
the change n the country was more apparent, and It
grew m>Te marked. Finely cultivated tracts of land beganto show themselves, large orchards loomed up to
v ew, abundant laborers were In the fields and enterpriseand thrift were evident on evorv side till I r ached
Cane Hill eighteen miles beyond. I had been told this was
the garden ot Arkansas, and as seeingfhbelieving, I now
iiel'eve I'. This fane Hill constats of a succession or
grouping of hills whu h are little more t han sharply dofinedundulating ground, and originally were cowred
wl'h oane, but now, exctpl where cultivated, grows the
fine-t imaginable timber, oomposed principally of black
walnut, sugar maple, locust, oak and panpin. It covers
an area of some seven mites in length, nnd from three to
fl»e miles wide. I ho soil m what Is called the chocolate or
mulatto soil, ami poises es all the fertilizing qualities of
the host bottom tand. Several fine streams run through
it. The source of the White river la here, as also of
the Idino s and a tributary of the Arkansas river. Both
siart from near the same place, and run In opposite directionsPprtnrs of unsurpassed clearness and co dooss
are ah mdant. The apple pearh and pear orchards are
a marvel, and so are the graperies. It :s thickly settled,
ami mos' of the land 8 under high cultiva'ion. rite people
are Intelligent, haring boon accustomed to good t-chools
before the war. and having some now. But there are
few sections throughout the State that tasted more bitterlythe fruits of th war. All the farm houses were
destroyed The old chimneys and gate posts are all that
remain Two gate p i-ta, near Kldd's null, were pointed
out to me wh re sonto twenty men are said to have been
hung d ring the war. Dutchtown, which was occupiedby German sotllers, and which Is reached
bofore Cane Hill, was utterly destroyed, and in the lattertown, the village lorroerly of this name, the only
bul'dlngs spnred »ero the (Hording bouse formerly
atta lied to C(ne Hill College and a church, and their
preservat on was due to their being occupied as hosp tain.
Most of this work of destruction was committed by
Colonel Jenmson, commanding the Fifteenth Kansas Infantry,who, for this wholesale demolition of property
of rowels and Union roople al ke and rree hanging on
both sides, waa dismissed the a.rvico. New log and
frame shanties have taken the place of the old frame
houses, but it will not be long before One farm bouses
are botlt aealn, end abundant schools ana churches are
In thriving condition. A steam sawmill has already
been built, which is the initiatory step in this direction.
A school is now kept in the old college boarding bouse,
which is largely attended, the teacher being Mr.
Ruchnnan, son of the clergymen, who still preaches In
ihoehure nearby. I got Into conversation with this
clergyman, who declares himself a constitutional Union
man. 1 found before I got through that he is about aa

good a rebel as one will meet in e day's travel, although
he persistently denlea the soft impcedbmcnt.
"Did you remain here during the war I" I Inquired.
"Yes, sir; I stayed through It alL"
"Were vou molested anvf"
"I should say I was; I had my feet burned to make

me tell wbere my money was, ana i bavn'l ruiiy got
over t r»t-"
"Who burned your feet, rebels or Union men f"
"They were not onr own men or Union men either.

They wore » set of desperadoes, tbe worst set of villain*
tbat ever went unhang;, who hod not the cooragr to Oght
on either side. One Elliott commenced It stSpadra Bluff,
down on the river, end got $7,000 In gold out of an old
man, and other* lollowed bis example."

I bad touched a subject upon which the old man Is
particularly voluble. If I bad room for bis rec'tals
tbuv would furnish a chapter of painful aud yet unparalleledInterest.
Pra rle Grove battle groand, ten miles further on and

eight miles from here.the soene of one of the severest
contests fought In the btate.shows little now of the
conflict. A small white bouse, which was between n
portion of the contending armies, Is still standing, and
completely riddled with sbot and ahsll, looking very
much like the Dunkard church on tbe Held of Antle
tam. An orchard, where was tbe thickest of the fight,
is badly cut np; and there are abundant trees all about
showing the scathing marks of shell In the limbs torn
from them and deep indentations In their solid and massivetrnnka The hl«tory oSihls battle has been written,
but there Is a tingle Incident connected with it that ColonelStephenson, commanding the Heeood Arkansas Infantryat the close of the war, but at thla time Major
of a cavalry regiment, whom I have met, tella
me baa never appeared In print:.The ammunitionof the fedem I forces was getting very low,
and muat be had from Rhea's Mills, where the supply
train was. Ton ambulances were started with the ammunitionto Bud ua A protest was made against this
nnwnrltke procedure. It was stated tbat tbe ambulanoeswere b-iag sent to bring in the wounded, and
tbey were not further disturbed. The result was. ibo
ammunition arrived, tbe Unloa forces won the fight,
and General Hlixltaan fled with bit troops in the night.

Payettevllle will always All an Important niche tn the
hlatory of the late war as rvarda this State. All about
here the armies were encamped, and frequent the clash
0 arms and shedding of blosid. It was here that rebel
and loral Arkansas regiments first met In battle, den.
t'ohell had always been saying that Union troops raised
in the State would not fight. On April 1(1, 1*63, with a
force numbering three to one of the loyal troops, he
bad a chance to teet wnat truth there was
in hla declaration. The loyal troops whipped him
unmercifully, and eat him to running at such speed
that be did not (top till be reached the Arkansas river.
1 have referred to tula part of the State as the garden
of Arkansas, and so It undoubtedly la N'o finer fruit,
apples, pears and peaches are raised anywhere than In
Washington, Carroll. Newton and Madison counties.
The peaoli crop Indicates alight damage by frost, but will
do well, and the apples and pears never promised better.
Fine wheat crops, that will compare favorably with the
crops In California and Pennsylvania are raised here,
and there la a splendid prospect of a good har-eet.
Wheat, corn and irutt are the great staples. The corn,
though ha kward, looks welL But little rotioa is raised,
and most of the farmers do their own work, and negro
labor la not much employed. The poverty and gloom
engendered by the war are rapidly disapitearmg. Healthfullabor aud in increasing healthy political sentiment
are working out their good work. Schools iapport<-d by
private subscription are being established in nearly every
township. It was here more loyal troops were raised
II an in any section of the Slate. Such a people may be
Uusied Liberty, pears and prosperity are their rightful
Inheritance. Civilisation, intelligence, enterprise and
progress hava long centred here, and for a long tint" in
the future amid this hardy, industrious, self-austainlng
people will be their graod radiating point.

lime it was intended as a protpxt to leg.slate out of
olDoo alt persons elected who mi t'lt be opposed to the
principles of Hec-salou. Tho constitution eiprcseljr deClaresthat judges shall be elected by the qualified
voter* of the district, aud tnat they ahali hold their
offices fur ami during trie term of eight years.

At the flist election in Juno last Thomas H. ^tribllng.
a prominent and well kuown I'nion tnan, waa eleted
Judge of the Fourth Judicial distilct, over a very preinluenland active rebol, by about eight hundred majority.W. 1*. UacoQ, auotber prominent Union man, and who
had .-ervod in the Union army, was olected Judge of tbe
Eleventh Jud.cial district with only sixteen diluting
votoa, and that over an active rebel, wno baa aince receivedan official appointment of importance under tbe
present Stale government.
The Legislature at its last aeeslon, under the pretextof apportioning and eqinillx ng the labor of the different

judges, partitioned and divided out the*e and two other
district*, which had also elected Union judges, amongthe surrounding judge*, who wero lately aotive rebel*
and are now notorious rebol sympathizers. And than
not one Union judge was left In the Stele, end the
avowed argument used in the Legislature in support <4
this extraordinary proceeding was to get rid of the radicaljudges.

l'hbi county of Doxer wee added to the Fourteenth Judicialdistrict, of which B. F. Neei is the IHstrict
Judge. Neal had been k member of the State legislaturebefore the rebellion, and waa en active parttcpeter
In the rebellion. He is, therefore, not eligible to the
office under the Military bill. Tbe oounttoe of Comal
and Giliespie, Kerr and Kendall, of the Fourth; Medina.
Uvaldo, Frio, Manerick. Kinney and Banderah, ot
Eighteenth; Presidio and Kl l'aso, of Eleventh, and
two other enuniioa were all included in one d strtnt an*
called the Fourth; and the Judge of the Eighteenth, O.
N. Noonan, was by legislative enactment made Judge
of this district The county of Blanco, of the Fourth,
was added to tho Judicial district of John Ireland, a
well known rebel Rvmoathtzer, and remarkable for his
hostility to the government of the United State*
Judge Noonan was originally a Unlou man, and in his
sympathies for the rebel cauae has never been violent,
and is believed now to be Union In his feelings and eea>
tiraents, and is a very good man. The onlr office held
by Judge Noonan before the rebellion, was that of oota<
ry public, and he was Judge of tbe Eighteenth district
during the reboliiou. It la Impossible, however, for hlni
to dirobarge the duties of district Judge over a oonnty oi
more than seven hundred miles In extent, from ths
county of El Paso to Comal.
By this n farious act of the Legislature more than

throe thousand voters were disfranchised in (he
Fourth Judical district, and they placed under
tbe Jur sdiotion of two other Judges, In both
of whose districts together there were not
more than two-tbirds tbe number of votera
This county (Bexar) alone bas a population very nearly
as large as both Judicial districts. This, by far ths
largest commorc al e.ty In the Interior of Texas, is left
without a Judge to grant a eonsorvativo writ, without
travelling a week's journey to procure tbe order; and
ail this has been Inflicted upon us because of tbe eleotionof Union Judges Now we, the undersigned loyal
citizens of ibis city, ask of you to remedy this evH, and
if, under the provisional government, judges are to be
maintained, as we suppose from your order they wMI
he, we bog that the Jud cial districts be restored to the
cummm in wnicu inoy were at tno Beginning m iu<

rebellion and m thoy continued up to the Ume of
the action of the la-t Legislature. We ask
that Judge Tbomss H Stnbitng be restored to the Fourth
Judicial district, and W. P. Bacon, of El Paso, to th*
Eleventh, to which tbey were respectively elected by
euch large Union majority in Jane last Tbey are both
true Union men, able and competent. Judge Stribltng
held the office of district judge for a time under the con.

federaov, until forced to loavo the country on account
of his Union sentiments; but he never held any poeiUon
prior to the rebellion as a public functionary, except ah
alderman of this cltv. Judge Bacon took no part In the
rebellion. Of course wo should also rejoice to see the
othor two Judges elected last Jane and legislated out of
office on account of their Union eeotlroeota, re.
stored, but as we have no direot interest la
the matter, we leave it to your own Judgment AH ef
which Is most respectfally submitted.
