Blnocks in Congress. and What Then ¢
A day or two before the adjournment of the
late session of Congress Mr. Sumner sdmon-
ished the members of the Senate that It would
bs well to propare their minds for the recep-
tion, within the next twelve months or so, of a
sprinkling of Sénators of African descent from
tho Sonthern States, From the developmen's
of the initial steps to reconstruction, and from
all the signe of the times, thera was somothing
more in this notification than idle badinage.
Wae (hink the probabillties are oll in favor of
the Afrlean sprinkling sp boastingly fore-
shadowed by the Maswchasstts Senator; snd
we should not be surprised if, with the accom-
plishment of their work of rehabilitation, the
ton ounlside States were to send up five, ten, fif-
teen or tweniy colored gentlemen to the lower
Honse, and half a dozen, more or less, among
the conscript fathers of the Senate.

In round numbers the aggregale popnlalion

of these ten ontsids Slates may be set down at

eight milllons, and the proportions at four mil-

lions five bundred thousand whiles agninst
threo millions five hundred thousand blacks—
which gives the whites a majority of a million.
Allowing one voter to every seven persons,

iliese Agures will cover five hundred thousand

black voters ag:inst six hundred and fifly

.thousand white voters. The bilacks have de-

cisive majorities in South Carolina; Misslssippi

and Lonisinna; the whites in Virginia, Nor'h

Carolina, Georgia, Alsbama, Arkansas snd

Toxas, while the two races nearly balance each

olber in Florida—allowing for the larger de-

struction of the whites by the war and the in-

crense of the blacks by accessions during the

war from the border slave Stales. Hence, if
all the voters of both races are brought oul,

the blacks are sure of threa Siates, and they

may carry four or five of the ten. We may

safely assnme that, while the blacks en masse

will vote the republican ticket, they will be

supported by some considerable fractions of
the whites ; so that, if we go no farther, the
ohanoes ara in favor of the blacks.

But rebel disfranchisements will probabiy in
the aggragate cut off say soventy-five thousand
men otherwise entiiled to vote; o that in all
the ton States concerncd the whites will bave
but seveniy-five thousand majorlly to rely
upon. Bui, in the next place, the actunl reg-
{sirations made of volers irom Virginia to
Texas exhibit an almost unbroken eatalogue of
black majorities, so heavy in most places as to
show that large numbers of whites, from indii-
ference, disgust or despair, have given up the
fight on the threshold, and that, from the Po-
tomae to the Rio Graade, the republicans, with
their solid black vote and their while support-
ers, hold the game of reconstruction in their
hnds.

So, from the facis ond figures before us, the
actual sitnstion of tlings warrants the com-
clusion that the republican parly will earry
nearly all, if not all thess ten outside revolu-
tionized Southern States, in thelr work of re-
construction. Nor in it likely that the blacks,
constituting in all these Siates the bulk and
strongth of the party, will consent to do all
the work without any of its rewards. They
have only to demand a share of the honors and
offices to get them. Hence, we may confl
dently expect, snd during the present Com-
gress, that sprinkling of members of African
descent In both houses suggesied by Senator
Sumner.

We are ealled, then, to inguire what will be
the moral effeot in the political world of this
slariling Innovation upon the old order of
things?! We may be sare that negro equality,
proclaiming itself through megro voioes from
both houses of Congress, will make a profound
impression upon the public mind throughout
the North. We apprehend that the result will
be a general reaction agninst the republican
party in the Northern States; for we know
that there is & stronger wall of white prejudice
against the megro fn the North than existe in
the South. This prejudice elocted Buchansn
in 1836, and wonld have elected Douglas or
Breckinridge in 1880, had the Charlesion Con-
vention consgnted to uafte upbn either. We
may expeot, then, when the blacks assume the
politieal balance of power of ton reconstructed
Bouthern Slates, and send up their black repre-

whites of fhe North which will upset tho re-
publican party. This may be the real object
of those leading Sonthorn white politicians
who are urging their people to the experimont
of allowing the radicals and the blacks all
the rope they way desire in this business of
Southern reconsirustion. Let us push this
thing of negro equality, say these Southern
leaders, into Congress, and then the laboring
white massss of the North agalnst this Southern
negro political balance of power will take the
alarm, and a Northern reaction of the whites
against the blacks will be the inevilable re-
sult ; and thus the republican negro party will
be destroyed by ils own weapons.

This will, in all probability, bethe solution
of the experimont of the polilioal organization
of the blacks against the whites in the South—
a reaction of the whiles agninst the blacks and
the republican party in the North, Meantim»,
however, we suspect that the spontaneous and
powerful popular movements North and
South in  bohall of General Grant for

the  succession will earry everything
befora them; bul with the sebllément of
this quosion thore will wunquestionably

come a decisive Northern revolution on this
other and momentous issue of negro politieal
and social equality.

The Colombinn KBtragglo=0ur Interests.
Our recont Colombian news indicates that
the elements of revolutionary siruggle ara far
from s»tiled. For the prosent they simply re-
main guiet, ready to burst out inlo w.rfare
80 soon as European intrizne can be brought
to bear upon them. The struggle in Colombia,
which has thrown the country into constant
turmoil sinco its war of independence, has
within a recent period grown inlo a new isene,
in which the old war to separate Church and
State takes a sacondory position. The contest
to-day resul's from the geographieal position
of that country, or rather New Granada, From
the ontgrowih of Pucific t-ados it has drawa the
eyes of the commercial nations to the narrow
transit between the lwo groat oceams, and
made that atrip of land the digmond prizs in
the great national commercial tournament. It
is evident that, sooner or later, the Panama
isthmus will be eut by a ship canal, that other
railways will connoct the lwo oceans, and that
the nation that can eoniro! all these, by hold-
ing the tevritory, will bold also the key to half
the commerce of the world.

Europe, slways more active inseeing and
seizing commoreinl advantages than even oar
owa plodding governme:nt, and keenly slive to
the immenss importance of the siratagic com-
mercial poinis that shape the courses of the
great trade ourrents of Lhe world, bas ect ils
whole energics lo the task of controlling
Panama. In this is found, foo, a graat polivieal
as well a3 commorcial advantage.- In the
hands of France and England Panama is the
greatest barrier to ths progress of thelr only
great commercial rival. 1f every ton of our
froight that makes the tranalt botwzen the
Atlantic and Pac'flc oceans pays a tribute to
our Earopoan rivals, we may well say that we
have no distinct nationality of omr own, but
live really under the ahadow of the monarehios
that would desiroy us, or prop themsolves into
a factitious existonce by drawing, as their eu-
perior commareial policy slready deaws, upon
our national vitality. In view of Jbese things
tha politieal evonts ocounrrlag “in Oolom-
bin becoms of earncit importance to
us. The interferance of Europe in our
own nvighboring sister republic baving
been gloriously c-ushel, the Colombian
quesiion now becomes a prmary and
prominent oxe with Frince sad Eagland.
Before the empire was overihrown in Mexleo
Colombia was secoadary; for, had the Moxican
republic fallem, Colombia would have bowed
to the control of European influence without a
struggle. Now the problem is shifted from
Mexico to the next great republie south of us.
Mosquera’s officisl organ—La Prensa, of Bo-
gota, February 2, 1867—alated the character of
the political struggle well when speaking of
Mexico relative to Colombian interests:—*That
expadition was carried out with the connivance,
if not the secret complioity, of the governmenta
of Earope. For this reason we have beea par-
tisans of the empire in Moexico ; not preciscly
from s love of monarchy, but because it is
necessary to dam up the invading spirit of the
United States.”

Mosquers had at that timos been allowed to
sport his tinsel uniform at the courts of France
and Spain ; he bad been feasted and petted by
Earl Clarendon ; he had been allowad to boast
h's relationship to EagCaie, the Empress, and
Isabelln, from the Peninsula, bad tarned the
old man's head by a flattering leiter. Henoe-
forth Mosquera worked for royaliy in the
Western World. His first annonnced policy,
however, was the comsolidation eof Colom-
bisn unity. Maracaibo was to be cut
out of Venezuela, Ecnador was to be overrun,
and, finally, Costa Rica was to be snnexed.
Thus the new Europesan.Napoleonic-Claren-
don-Palmerston scheme was to concentrate a
new force to Impedle the march of the United
States, and, at the same time, hold the key to
the world’s commerce. The desperate efforts
of Mosquera to gain his polnt by the assump-
tlon of dictatorial power, his sudden overturning
by bis clesrer-headed colleague, with the pre-
sent uncertainty of national unity upon either
side of the question, show what strong political
foroes there are at work to give Oolombia
sn increasing interesy in the eyes of the United
Biates. There is something more tham the
Paoams railway franchise Involved in the
struggle. It is a contest of the same natare
with that which we bave just terminsled ln
Mexico—ihe republicanism of the New World,
headed by the United Siates, against Earope.
With lamentable ignorance, our Etate Depart-
ment Iately sald that it © knew very little of
Colombian affsirs.” It was a confesslon mot
necessary to make. It will be wise, however,
If our government awakens in time to the vast
importance which the eontrol of Panams bears

Earopsan comteel ; better a five years’
war; for it is more essential to our futare than
any sirip of tereitory on,the face of the wishe,

BRumored Rosurrection of Mazzinl.

The Atlantic cable sunounces, on the some-
what dubious suthority of Italian refugees in
Paris, that Mazzini has gone to Iialy do join
Garibaldi in his intended movement on Rome.
This questionable rumor brings ths name of
Giuseppe Mazzinl before the pablic for the
first time since he positively declined, in a
leiter o those Parisian journals which still
retain republican sympathies, to becoms a can-
didate for eloction as a Deputy to the Italian
Parliament. Doubtless the leading spirit of
the Roman rapublic of 1848 Is as sincere
and determined an enthusiast as he ever wus
for the complete emancipation of Italy. Confi-
dent aa he may be, however, of the possibili:y
of capturing Rome and expelling the Pope, he
ean hardly be so inconsiderate as io imagine
that Viclor Emanuel would, if he could, ignore
the obligations of his convention with the
imperial government of France. Nor can Maz-
gini have forgotten his susplcion that Garlbaldi
himself may be, afler all, but a eat'spaw for the
Emperor of the French. The latter is, perhaps,
quite willing to have just enongh agltation
kept up in Italy to precipitaie a stale of things
that shall affor] s pretext for sending back
bis troops to Rome, and aitempting lo carry
out his own ult:rior plans. It is poasible that
Napolcon L woull gladly use Victor Eman-
unel, Garibaldi and Maszini, all three together,
as instraments in accomplishing, wiitingly or
unwittinzly, his old idea” of such a distribution
of powers, apiritual and temporal, as should
1et the Pope relain possession of the koys of
heaven, wuile his own imperial hand might
gra=p ke sword. To be sure, Orleanists and re-
publicans and legitimisis, in the Fronch Legis-
Inture and oniside of it, are making such an
ado about the unlucky Mexican expedition and
the s1d fats of Maximilian thal Napoleon has
his imperial hands fall at homs, and it is not
absolutely impossible that Mazzini is visionary
enough to hope that the preseht moment may
be sciged for re-ereoling a Roman republic.

Brutality en tho Clty Care.

On Mondey night & conductor of the Forty-

second etreet lins pushed or kicked a: news-
boy from the platform of his car while it was in
motion; the boy fell upon the track, and a car
coming cloze ran over him and orushed
his akull, causing instant death. Bo ended one
little life, cu! short for no greater offence than
the attzmpt to gain & mengre subsistence by
bumble, honest effort. Another case has been
publisted in which a conduotor of the Fourth.
avenue line did his ehare toward furnishing a
repetition of this cruel story, by kicking a news-
boy off the ear while it was in motion, wilhout
#0 much as warning the victim, It would seem,
then, that the conductors had begun a war
on ths newsboys, and were to wage it with
unmitigated brutality, and without regard even
to the lives of the poor little wretches. Bul
though they bhave a sharp hoslility to the boys,
this is but one of the manifestations of their
characlter. A case was roported the other
day in which a gross ouirage was commilted
on a lady passenger by a conductor ; and thero
is at preecnt s very general complaint of the
groas rudeness sod insulting expressions of
these mon toward passengers. Nor must we
forget the tact that for montha the cars bave
besn a favorite sphere of pocket-picking and
highway robbery, and that In very many cases
it has been tolerably evident that the ocon-
ductors were in league with the thieves,
The blame for all this lies with the direetors
of the various lines, who have deliberately
degraded the position of a car conductor and
awarded the places to men whose claims spe-
cifleally were that they were bullies and
ronghs. Itis not worth while to blama the
conductors; for & raffian will still be a rufflan
wherever he may be placed, and words would
be wasted on him., But the public has a fair
right to find fault with the directors for putting
such fellows where they should have decent,
civil men. There are so many hours of labor
on the oars, and the wages are so low, that it is
sald an honest man canoot hold the place; but
& surer means has been taken to keop honest
men out. Coaductors’ places are parl of
the * ? that the stockholders trade
away in their political bargains to secure
moembers of the Legislature and the Com-
mon Council in thelr interest. Thus it is not
because s man is it for the duty that he is
made.a conductor, but beeauss he is ome of
the “Iriends of Mr. Mulrooney,” who will re-
member the company next winter if they
remember him just now. Thus bullies, gougers,
plug uglies, dead rabbils and kindred geniry
are pushed into all the cars to accommodate
future legislators, and so it happens that the
men and women ridiag In the cars are con-
stantly insulied by coamse speeches and
shocked by aots of rudeness, brutality and in-
decency. What do the directors care? The
people must ride, and the Legislature is “all
right.”

Wendell Phillips and the Republican Plan.

Wendell Phillips writes in the Anéi-Slavery
Siandard on what he calls “ihe republican
plan,” by which he means the course of Con-
gress in not impeaching the President, but giv-
ing executive power with regard to reconstrue-
tion into other hands. For s wonder here ls a
subject in regard to which this unqualified
scold bardly knows what to say, and not being
positive be is not even entertaining, much less
exoiting.

1t is & good sign that even Wendell
Phillips can learn.

[ Rovetutignary Movoments ia the Weat Lndice.
- From our oorrespondence it is obsrvable
that there is a geleral révelutionary move-
ment In the Spanish We.t [ndia islands, whioh,
sooner or later, must break 0ut in open revolt
against the rule of Spain. CUA, now almost
in telegraphic contact with us, ad day after
day gathering liberal inspiration frou OUr pro-
gress, is rapldly urging onward to & ne'W con-
dition of things suited to her geographical Qo
sition and her immense natural resources, Th<
iron hand of Bpain is, however, still upon her.
The Spanish budget of 1866-'67 showed the
enormous expenditure of $132,809,580, and the
groater portion of this is wrung out of the feyr
island colonies that remain to the mother coun-
try. Cuba cannot be held down much longer;
for intolerance, narrow statesmanship, and
colonial corruption will produce its fruit de-
spite all effort to uproot it.

Porto Ricorit appears, is more Inclined to

General Prim, It is known, is
stirring up revolution in the laiter comniry,
backed, it is supposed, by France. The revolt
of the colonies at this momontwould geo far
towards maoking General Prim's movementa
success.
We look with interest upon the discontent
existing in Cuba and Porto Rico ; for the time
is close at hand when they must shake off thelr
014 World fetters and join in the progressive
movement of civilization on this side of the
Atlantie.

The Nerth Nchleswig Question.
Pruasia Is at last coming to ber senses in re-
gard to North Schleswig. She has done her
utmost to avold the folfilment of the obliga-
tions imposed upon her by the (reaty of
Prague. The plobiscite or popular vote then
promised has mever been granted. Knowing
well the Danish sympathy of ths Northern
Schleswigers, and unwilling to bear the odium
of an adverse vote, Prussia has mmde a pro-
posal to the Danish government to the effect
that she will hand over to them the provinee
on the receipt of & guarantee that the righis
of the German population therein residing will
be properly respected. The Danes sad all
.other s naible people have been at = loss to
know why such & guarantee should be nosces-
sary. Denmark is too weak, as all the world
knows, to provoke unnecessarily the enmlly
and inlerference of Prussin by doing injustice
to Germans residing within her bounds. The
conduct of Prussin is, afier all, not difiicult to
explain. It is necessary for her to find a rea-
son for giving up what she unjustly holds, and
it is desirable to obtain, if possible, n pretaxt
foF fature meddling. The reason and the pre-
text are both involved in the gnarantee. Den
mark, we learn from one of our latest eable
announcements, is not unwilling to give n suil-
able guarantee, but demands information as
to the nature of the guarantee reguired.
