a very joaious but fanatical tendency I heard on tho
very spot where I stood, near tho smokine and crashing
edifice, the follow -ng sentiment issue consecutively and
freely from the nio'jtha of mnoceut looking youths and
«our, witcn nxe oin women "it s wen iniur oiucnurcu
is burned.if ail the others,were destroyed it would ho
bo still bolter'" The incubation ofsuch charitable leachlagscannot bat be baleful to any people; aud nowhere
tnnro than Is exhibited in these provinces by the decreasingFrench Canadians can be found an equal amount
of prejud.ee and bigotry in heavenly matters, save, per
haps, Ireland alone. The priests and their party are
masters over the halHm.*, and religion ontors into all
their notions aud affairs, preventing freedom of
thought aud of action. If this clergy were a little
loss meddlesome and a little more sensiblo.which
would consequently keep them somewhat up with the
l tierality ar.d enlightenment of tho tunes. certainly uobedywould bo hurl by the operation and tho country
would prosper all tho more.
They might well imitate the example, so remarkably

In contrast, of the bishops and priests among tho French
erodes of I/misiana. Nothing has served moro t convinceme of this than what I witnessed on last Sunday
In Notre Dame cathedral. After In grarul t/ietsr, instead
of a sorm >n, as usual, tho attendant dock were treated
to a long pastoral loiter from tho bishop, giving that
divine's views upon the approaching elections.v.rlualiy

Apart from this exciting squabble which occupies so
many minda, and especially tonguee, the elections ap-
pear lo give general concern throughout * the now dominion,much good, bard money being directly naked
upon tbem In one way or another, the election ayatem
being here as In the mother country, eery coolly, and
bribery an openly avowed eaeentlal to fucceas. All the
parties are stirring In the moat lively way, and vigorouslydiacuaaing the future. Citizen Blanchet, whom I take
to be a sensible man, has Just published a card embodyinga portion or the platform of the Rouge* He says
' Whatever you may do, von cannot atop progress and
common sense. My platform of republican Ideas and
annexation must prevail sooner or later. Office aeekera,
enemies of the country, partisans of spurious lovallty,
fools or idiots alone will oppose mat great manifest destiny.But the world moves; you cannot atop It. and,
Soulier than you expect, the uniformation of government,from the north pole to Panama, under one central
administration ailtinr at Washington, ahall boa fait accompli."Of course citizen Blanchet Is much abused by
the penny papers; but they will not have ell the talk
long; for ho annoui.oea that he will soon atari a Journal
called Lt Retmblicatn Canadmi.
