The result of the mortality was 44.82 per
cent in Havana, and 23.89 in other parts. The total in

June,1S66, was 1S8 cases, of which thirty-seven deaths.

account will prove a startling tact, which no correspondenthas ever brought forward, that I am awaro of, and
as the result of my investigations, which in figures of
plain arithmetic approach as near the truth and reality
as anything that can he ascertained In this country, the
least comment 1 make upon the subject will perhaps bo
the best.
The entire population of Havana proper Is supposed to

oonsist of about two hundred and fifty thousand souls,
of all colors. There may be about twenty periodicals
Issued in the capital, Including weekly and monthly
publications. But there are only five daily papers, and
these are only permitted to publish political news and
treat on polities, and to such a limited extent as the censor

may think proper. These are Diario de la Marina, (a joint
stock concern,) with nine thousand subscribers; El Sigln,
(tho only liberal paper,) with six thousand subscribers;
La Prema de la Habana, with three thousand subscribers;Correo de la Habana, with one thousand subscribers,and the Gaceta Oficial, (which does not trouble ita
head about politics, and never writes a " leader," eioopt
ob special occasions about royal obsequies, ho. It is
specially used by tbe authorities for matters official, law
business and courts of justice, he. towe see that, even
including tbe GaieUe, which is only read by special
Classes of society, out of two hundred and fifty thousand
souls only a very few read tbe daily papers. Bpeoial
classes are subscribed, of course, to two different papers,
but they are few; and evon In the above estimate we
must consider that many of the subscribers reside in
other parts of the island and elsewhere. Those, of
course, do not subscribe to tbe insignificant paper- that
come to light on the spots where those subscribers reside,and this is one or the causos whv the country paperscan barely pay for the printing ink and wage3.

Mataosas, with a population of about thirty-sis thousandsouls publishes two periodicals. The priocipal
daily paper is La Aurora iU Matnnsas. Until two voars
back the subscription was only about three hundred;
bat an Improvement having taken place ta its manage-,
ment, the number of subscribers has increased to about
seven hundred. Several attempts have been made at
different times to publish others, but their existence has
always been of very short duration, being unable to
support the expense.
Santiago da Cuba, with a population of twentylivethousand souls. Is next in importance. The Diario

de Santiago de Cuba is the paper of pre-eminence next
to those of Havsna It is well managed, and deserves a
better fkte: but lis subscribers scarcely evsr numbered
one thOQaaad. and perhaps they do not exceed nine bun-
fired. The Redactor At Cuba mar bare (Tom Ore to six
hundred. It ran scarcely cover us expenses.
Puerto Principe, with a population of perhaps twentyfourthousand souls, has only one paper.El Final.and

probably does not count on in<>re than four hundred
subscribers. It must be occasionally very closely pushed
for resources to keep the paper corny at alL
The rest of the newspapers in this Island are Insignificantin every respect. Very few of them have over two

hundred subscribers; most of them csn barely exist
