SCHOOLEY'S MOUNTAIN.

SPECIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THE HERALD.
Scbeelry'i Mountain.ilow to Get te ItCharmingMeenery.Freah Mountain Air and
Mineral Witter-The HoteU and Churches.
Plenty of Pli aiere and I.lttle Fashion.

Scuouur'a XorMTaiv, Auguet IS, 18417.
Thle fascinating place of summer resort Is now filled

with crowds of the representatives of wraith end fash-
ion. Tbo JourMy of uixty-two mifes from New York to
the mountains is full of pleasant successions of rural
scenery. Charming landscapes flit by every moment as

you ascend the long slopes leading to the Orange mountainregion. Tbeu from Summit down to Morristowa
pretty villages, rusUmg streams and lofly bills delight
the-eye. During the tail half cf the route broader and
grainier plcturos are unrollod^ the hills grow Into raouutains-*,tho woods become groat forests, and coo vast amphitheatre01 towering freights succeeds another until
you rencb the last grand panorama which encircles tic

pleasant Tillage At your journey's end.
During tho two or threo hours of your Morris add EssexRailroadoxperionce you h&ro raced through Northern

Now Jer-ijy, from the Hudson almost to the Delaware,
and havo described a full semi-circle in your coarse,
from northwest to south wnst.
At Hncksttstown, the village where the train drops

you, you slap into a Jersey w.tgon with tan or a doacn
fallow passengers, and arter a two milo trot southward
through tho lovely vallov of the Mueoonalcoug yon
bogin the asoom of Schooler's Mountain. The rood, of
less than n mile, hy an easy grade, winds up a sorgo

Schooloy's Mountain is named after its original occupant,a pioneor, whose Dutch appellation wa« fchugl,
afterward* facilitated into t*ohoo!ey. Tho mountain is
not, aa might he supposed, a rough round top o. woods
and rocks and t-toop Inclines. It Is a broad piatoau,
twelve hundred feet above tidewater, and more than
iivv ijuiiuiuu mow hiii»vo no tnirrnuiiuing uoiiuiry. lis
summit n a wide expense of shndy groves an'l orchards
and fields rich will) harvests. Quiet country lanes run
past cosey farm homes, and from these loftv past uroi
the oye looks far off to tho Delaware hills and far down
on the enread ng valleys of the Raritan and Pa'sato.
There are sovoral hotels, the principal of which Is

The waters are mainly chalybeate, and their tonic effect
is wonderful, oven In a day'a experience. While we
swelter (n the city at 85 or 00 degrees, the temperature
up hore is protly uniform at 03 degrees at night, and 70
to 76 degrees in daytime. To the lover ot quiet and
rest this is the very haven where bo should he, The
forests and streams are close by, and not a sound of the
work a day world ascends to jar the ear.
Hard by the hotels Is a small country church In which

Episcopal services are held In tho morning of Sundayand Presbyterian In the afternoon. Bishop Ortenheltner,of Now Jersey, assisted by ltev. Mr. Rtanshury, of Newark,officiated last Sundav. Rev. Father Uagutro, of
Homh Orung", also celebrated Catholic service in n neighboringchurch. Through aoind mistake of the hotel
