Mr. Qkbslst would amend so that when any portion
of a hill was vetoed by the Oorernor the parts approved
should be Immediately sent to the oOee of tbe Secretary
of State and become n law, only tbs vetoed portion or
portions to be sent back to the Legislators, so that they
would standbr fall on their merits.

Mr. Cacao* objected to the plan of allowing the
Oorernor to veto any portion of a bill and approve of
the root. It would load to groat dlMcuitioa and litigation,and to constant manoeuvring between tbe Governorand legislature His idea would be to allow tho
section in tbe preeent constitution to remain, with two
alterattona, vis .Requiring a two-thirds vote or all the
members elected to both boosee to pern a Mil over a
veto, and taking from tho Governor tho powor to sign
bills alter the adjournment. With tbaae amendments
the preeeet constitution would be better tban anything
that could be suggested.

Mr. A. J. Faansa was In furor of strengthening the
veto powor. ft was tbo Conservative element or the
governmoat, and had been approved by the people for
the last twenty years. Hs had acquiesced In lbs report
because be thought tbe ndditioosl power conferred
wonld prove salutary.

Mr. Ersarsmid the report gave to the Governor power
In the Legislature which bad not heretofore been granted.
He denied that the Legislature ever expressed Its will
bv sections It did so by laws aa a whole, end not by
parts, and he was opposed to tbe Idea of giving the
Governor tbe anlherlty to veto a pert of a bill.

Mr. Prindle'e amendment was adopted by a vote of 80
to SI.

Mr. Rrnsar moved to substitute for the asction rela.
tlve lotlie veto powor tbe provision In tbe present constitution,with tbe addition that ibehall require a two.
thirds vote of all the members elected to both houses to
pass a bill over a veto, end that the Governor ohali not
eign any bill after the adjournment ef the legislature
