Development of the Polliicnl Siruggle.

The black wave that bas so long threatened
us is losing 1ta force. It must soon break into
foam if the President only dares to meet the
jssue like a stastesman. We care little for
eolor—we leave that for a banner cry. We
go deeper than the skin, and demand that the
foundations of onr government resk upon
educated brain, The nation fairly staggers
to-duy under its load of ignorance; and well
may we lament the new burden imposed upon
it by tho faction which raises ita fiag aloft and
cries party first! conntry afterwarda! In the
Wae:l they already open the contest for a oon-
solidation of political power and a seizing of
all th2 elements of strength in the government,
Mr. Wade, in & speech that loses all force by
ts pandering to ignorance and blasphemy,
opens his batieries upon the dread remotion
which he sees advancing with a steady but
irresiatible march. Senator Sherman, more
logical, but yet with faulty points in his argn-
ment, follows, to garnish, if possible, the speech
of Mr. Wade, Both of these Benators stand on
the Ohio field, where, facing them, stand
Pendleton and Vallandigham, Mr, Pendleton,
now disposed fo mccept the fact that soms
questions bave been decided in the war, is
shaping himsell to the atern logic of the posi-
tion ; and though he has done much to sink
him deep, in loyal eyes, during the struggle
for national existence, he may yet do much to
barmonize the contending elements. For
Vallandigham we have little hope ; he has the
black blindness, and is as radical in his views
as are the radical republicans in theim. With
him the war has sottled nothing. Nor he nor
the exireme radicals can ever reach a point
where the nation can balance itself.

Tossed abont aa we are in this politioal gale,
we turn to the man whose hand is at the helm.
From bim we expect reform. The tide has
reached its flood. We have cursed the poor
negro by too rapidly elevating him; and in the
coming reaction he will soon curse na. We
have done all this for political purposes. In
the emancipation of the black we have gono
80 far that we threaten to enslave the white:
il this to the grievous Injury of both, The
attack and defence of the one absorbing color
have given birlh to two great atiempts at & dic-
tatorship—one by Mr. Johnson, one by Congress.
Tha former wns dofeated by the lat'er; the
laitor must now be defeated by the former,
This done, the battling political forces will
come to mutual conerssion and unity of action.
The country may then take a rapid mareh to
union, peace and a brilllant future, First,
however, must he swept nside the division of
execative power ad Congresa tried to arrange
it in the five military dictatorshivs, In
his determination that be will defend his
branch of the government, Andrew Johnion
is right; and the nation, in its cooler
moments, must thank bim. Sheridan broke
loose from executive control—from the control
of his military commander, He is removed
It is a splendid lesson of discipline to the
army. General Sickles, forgetting, in part'san
feeling, his military duty, disobeys the orders
of his superior officer, and thua destroys the
great principle that gives an army force.
It ia right that an example shounld he
made of him. The President haa done
the country service in removing him.
Would that thronghout the whole machinery
of goverument the samo rigid discipline were
infure ], The nation, now almost breathleas,
mizht breathe free again, Woe to North as
well as South if these Statea are cut into
irresponeble milityry diotalafipipg, When
Coogress make a law in acdUrsnve with onr
cons'ltution they hand~it to the Exeontive
power and ssy, “There it ls; execute it."
Were he, overridden by military offieers, to
prova unworthy the trust, then well might
Congress impeach him. Lot him sweep away
fi'ty district commanders, until h> fiuds a set
who can understand that they are responsible
to the Executive—the Executive to Congress,

Now of the Cahinet, The ecountry has long
enough groaned under its pressure. We want
raen of more enlarged views—true statesmen—
statesmien who forgel, In tho general good, all
party foeling; and who, in every Stats of the
Union, will rebnild the dying hopss which
bave flattered the nation. We wani men who
will lead in the great reaction which is
marching to the malvation of our people.
Reliese ua from thls madness aboul the negro,
who must take his place in the ratio of his
ability, and, in common with all our people,
work out his own aulvation, a3 brain light
beings power. Now is the grand moment for
the Prestdent to settle the queation whioh has
been so badly maonged thad it threatens our
na ional existence. There now remains but
one sword that ean cut the knot. Ounce cut,
there will he swept away the military dictator-
ships and the wave of ignorance that threatena
our republieanism. Let Mr. Johnson prepare
to deal the blow ; but first & new Cubinet—
then strike; and let that stroke be universal
amncsty-—~amuesty to the black, amnesty to
the while,

Practionl Operatien of a General Amuesty.

The proclamation of & general amnesty by
the Prealdent would extend to all persons im-
plioated In the rebellion, black and white, the
Executive pardon, and remove from them all
pains and ponalties Imposed by law as a
punishment for their offence. Upon its pro-
mulgation every white man and every megro
In the Southern States would be entitled to
reglater his name o8 a voter and to take part
In the business of reconsiruction. All the
cltizens of each State, of every color, would
then have a voice in framing the organic law
under which they and their tamilies are lo live
and die.

It would then become the duty of the
generals commanding in the several military
districts to recelve the votes of the pardoned
rebels, without distinction of color. It may
be in anticipation of a neglect or refusal to
perform this duty on the part of the original
five military commanders of the districts thai
the President haa thought fit to remove them,
or some of them, prior o the issue of an am-
nesty proclsmation.

Tho conatitutions of the Southern Staies, thus
formed by the votes of all their citizens, white
and black, would be submitted to Congress
for Its approval. The impeachment and re-
moval of the President would, in that case, be
of very little moment, as Congress would bave
to approve or reject these constlintions, and
could no longer evade the direct issus between
univeraal amnesty and negro supremacy.

The Presideat, If impeached, would leave
behind him an enfranchised South. What
could Congross do? The Executive pardon,
granted afier the ecnactmont of the law of
paina and penalties, would have nullified so
much of the law of Congress as deprived them
of the right to vote. Could Coungress again
diatranchise them? Under what pretence and
for what orime? Cerialnly not for an offence
for whioh they had already received the Execu-
tivo pardon, In faot, & proelamation of
goneral amnesly by the President, acting under
his constitu'ional authority, is the only step
that can pul the real issue distinotly before the
people, npact thoe plins of the radicals and
probably place Joknson him3sif in ‘he fi2ld as
woeandidaty arainal Chase, the national banks,
tho Puritans and the nigerera,

Dour Watering Places.,

Thirty yeara aratogn used to attract
from overy part of the Union visitors who
truly representod the culture and beauty and
wealth, and every other claim Lo distinction
offered by onr bast American socicty. In the
helght of the senson the President of the
United States, with General Talmadge on one
alle and General Boolt on the other, might
have been seen at the head of the hotel table
at Saratoga, surronwded by celebritles from all
the influential classes of the communliy, But
at present a most disagreeable contrast Is ex-
hibited by the crowd of gamblers and prize
fighters aud spendthrifts and ostentatious
nobodies, whose vulgarity has replaced the re-
finemont and elegant simplicity of their pre-
decessors.  Only one or two old servants re-
main who have not forgotten the fine old
traditions of the place, How far away from
thosa traditions we have doMted is painfully
shown by a leiter In yestazday's Heravn, de-
tailing the ciroumstances of such a bloody
tragedy at the Union Hotel last Sunday as
never before stainad the annals of Sarstoga.
It has become a maalstrom of the demoralising
influences thal threaten to engull our modern
socie'y,

At Newport so marked a diatinction bas
arisen botween the gueata at the hotels and
the aojournors in privats ocottages that It has
almost conssd to be s public walering place.
Perhapa thera, and at other similar summer
resoria, the subatitution of cottages for the vast
caravansaries ealled hotels would tend to
torrect the evils which gregariousncss on the
one hand, as at Saratoge, and caste om the
other, as at Newpori, have oooasionel.

Moanwhile, s new watering place has this
summor promised to distance competition
We allude to Long Branoh, which is so near
New York and is #o ensily aoceasible, not only
to New Yorkers but also to Philadelphinns, ae
to have becomo already a favorits resori for
both. lia admirable situation, lis healthfal
air, ita unsurpassed facillties for surf bathing
(not to speak of the strong nndertow, which, if
somowhat daagerous, is quile convenient for
any romantioally inclined to suicide)—in a
word, Its manifold advantages bave been
amply expatisted upon by our correspondents.
Long Branch hed nol been overcrowded be-
fore the recent visit of General Grant and the
announcement that President Johnson was ex-
pectad there; but It Is full of visitors now,
and, although the season will close ere long, it
is probable that the next season will flad it
the most frequontsd and the most fashionable
of our watering places. Iis hotel proprietors
must, therafore, take special pains to malntain
the good oharacter which Long Branoh has
won.

The Atlantio telograms published yesterday,
thongh they did not, almoat did convey to us
the intelligonce that the grand Europesn ball
had been commenced, to the music of cannon
and amid the light of flashing stesl.

The proposed Baden-Baden conference is
rather a dexterous conntermove (o the famous
Salsburg mooting. It is a move singularly
characteristic of the goning of Bismarck, who
always goes promptly and direct to his pur-
pose. Napoleon cannot llke it well. Withous
speculating rashly on the probabilities, it may
be taken for granted that Prussia will
sirengthen ber position. The prize which ia
now being contended for is South Germany.

The Reckless Use of Firearms.

Two fatal accidents have this week fearfully
exemplified the danger of recklessness in the
use of firearms. One bappened at Saratoga, on
Sunday, and the other in thls city, on Monday.
In the flist case & struggle had heen provoked
by a series of annoyances on the part of
drunken man who at length slapped bis young
opponent in the face, and on being pushed
away made, according to one of the eye-wit-
nesses, & motion as if to draw a weapon, when, as
his opponentavers, a ravolver which the latter
bad drawn was accidentally discharged, and
the drunken man was shot In the face and died in
a few minutes, This certainly seems to be a hard
case, and it is somewhat surprising, in view of
the circumstances and of tha conflicting testi-
mony, and in view of the charactsr of the
young man assailed, that the jury should be
reported to bhave found the wound ¢ ma-
liclonaly” inflicted. 'Whether, however, the
dischargs of the revolver wns accidenial or
not, carrying it and drawlng it cannot bave
been accldental ; and in ita best aspect the
case affords a fresh and painfal illustration of
the neoesity of rigidly enforoing here, as in
France and England, the moat stringent laws
agsinst oarrylng deadly weapons. ~

In the sacond oase to whioh we have alladed
s young girl was shot on Monday evening, in
tuls city, while at work near the rear window
of a bookbindery. The bullet that atinck her
came from a loaded plstol which suddenly
went off while a man was examining it near a
window opposite to the one by which the
young girl was standinz. Tho wound, it was
decided, must prove fatal. In thia case the
dreadinl result must have bean caused by gross
and culpable carelessness. It offers & warning
to all who have oocasion (o handle loaded
weapons, partioularly anywhere in a crowded
eity,

Both these sad cases ashould ataetls onr
people into adopting the high atandarl by
which the most enlightened aropean legis-
lation eslimatcs the value of humaa life, and
the severity with which it punishes those who
are guilty of carrying or recklemly using
deadly weapons. Whensver accidents of the
kind under conslderalion occur from this
prrilous and prevalent babit, it would be well
for our coroners to lay apocial stroas upon the
facl in their verd o'a.
