Financial Matter*.
The receipts of fractional currency for the week endingto-day amount to $649 600. The amount forwarded

to other points during the same period wee as follows:.
To the Aiaiataat Treasurer at New York, $100,000; to
the Assistant Treasurer at Philadelphia. $100,000; to
the United States depositary at Pittsburg, $30,000, and
to the national banks, $266.086.total, $486,086
The United States Treasurer holds In trust for tbe nationalbanks at tbia date $370,080,260, of which

$340,581,300 ia security for circulating notes and
$38,408,050 for deposits of public moneys with banks
designated as depositories.
The amount of national bank currency issued during

the week waa $69,000, and lbs. total amount to date
$303,789,169. From this is to be deducted the currency
returned including worn out notes amounting to

$4 741,315, which leavae In actual circulation at this
datt $-'90 00.8 41.

Fractional currency to the amount of $270,600 was

redeemed end destroyed duriog the week ending to-day.
The internal revenue receipts to-day were $899,052;

the receipt* of l*ie week $3,975,323, and the totai

receipts during the present fiscal year to date $42,593,
707

The large decrease of $9,000 000 in Sub-Treesury
balance in New York, on Thursday, was due ohiefly to
tbe forwarding to tbie city of redeemed compounds, and
seven-thirties purchased this week, the whole amount
marked off being $9,600,000. Tbe Sub-Treasury has paid
during the last two days about $1,700,000 ia tbe redemptionof compound notes. The amount presented at the
Sub-Treasury for redemption since August 14 is $14,503000,of which amount about $13,500,000 have bees paid,
the balance being held for examination and ooantlng.
