The Oght was immediately brought aboutdy a chal-
lenge imued by MeCeole, who styles himseil the cham.
plon of the United samten.  In this def, Mac proposed to
meel any man in this country for $2.000 & side. The
ehamplonship ¢laimed was won by bém |n a Aght with a
pugilist named Davis, which occarred pear “t Louw on
the 10tk of September, 185, Davie was a1man of great
muscular power and quallties of emdurance, but Lad no
ecientific acquirements whatever. The struggle was
merely one of brute stroagih and enduragoe of punish-
menl on both sides, and Davis, alter having fonght
thirty-four rounds snd taking ss woll as giving & great
amoont of pupishment, was forced to succumb, and
Molecle by this viclory ook pessescion of o silver beit,
which was a part of the etake fonght for, and which yas
supposed to confer the honar of chiamploa of Americaon
fa holder, Evidently fotflated with pride at this com-
parsuively savy victory, Mac retired to his drinking ga-
loon to St Louls, and thench lsued his advertisements to
the “pugs” of the cownoiry, delying he beit of
them to & passsge et arms in & twoeniy-
four foot ring. Thes gauntlet was wken up by the
noted English puzilet shory after it bad been lssued,
and after the usual palaver and chaffing, the parties,
with their backers, met at Cincinusti on the 3kst of laa
May and signed artieles of agresmont.
