planter* In Virginia The eudden revulsion from forced
or clave to thet of voluntary and unfettered labor waa
well calculated to bewilder the two raceo whom'it
affected, aod lu fact, when a little reflection Is bestowed
upon the nature of tne chance, so abrupt and unprovided
for aa It was, H seems astounding how well
end peaceably the result waa accomplished. The nagro
has done better than his best well wishers might have
anticipated, and bis former white master has treated him
with as much consideration aa It was proper to expect.
Hat Is negro labor the only kind Virginia can ever bope
to secure, and if that be affirmatively settled, to what
extent do wo Rod tbla labor diffused and how long Is It
likely to last T These questions, and others that suggest
themselves in the <am* connection, are given considerationto by many thinking men of the State. It may be
eafely assumed that, for yeses to come, Virginia will
have to depend upon the negro to perfurm field labor.
Furopean emigration caunnt be diverted this way Irom
the well worn channels that direct it to the W&d; and
If for no other reason, the ooe simple fact is
enough, that the negroes are bo numerous bero that
white men cannot be induced to come among
them Farmers are conscious of this, and
however mucb the project may b > fostered or Importing
foreigners as mere laborers, those of any experience
know well that tbe negro is, and must remain, the
chief resource, unless ihe theory be realized that be ia
bound in the lapao of time to disappear from the arena
of social Industry and troublo the oratory of ambitious
politicians uo more.

Conversing to-day with a former Urge slaveowner,

who opposes reconstruction under the military bills, he
eouieuJed that the white minority of the South bhouId
esteem It their duty to give the most unquestionable
prooi of tbelr submission to the new order of things by
siring their humble roles te the embodiment of Union
principle# aud of the revolution which is now going on

at the South and must yet rench the North also.tno
black man. lit contended that there are enough of this
cla's.natives of Alabama or of contiguous States.m-n
of unquostioned African descent, some of them well edu

cated, intelligent and ahrewd men, who, whether they
be radicals or rapublicana, or not, bava a life interest in

the happiness and prosparily of Alabama, who will not
ha apt, after their pockate are Oiled, to glide eway to
build tbelr bomee among the rocka of New England.
Even the natives of New England, be said, are not
always "loyal;" but by supporting loyal black mon for
office we will not only be on the sale aide as to "obstruction," but will kaep all tba power, official patronage and
the profits made from our hsavy taxation.
The republicans do not favor the eleotlsa of blacks to

office* which thev ara lncouiDetent to Oil on account ot

lack of education and acquaintance with public affairs,
and as a general thing the blacks are Dot pressing tlioir
claims tor aucb positions; but a number of conesrrativeadeclare that if they must choose between white
and block radicals, they infinitely prefer the latter.
Consequently they advocate tbe eleciioa of blacks as

members of Congress, In order that tbe radicals may
reap the reward of their humiliation of the South by
the tuactmonl of negro suffrage. In Perry county,
where the blacks outnumber the whites four to one, an

old and rcspeaable colored man, named Loncos Calhoun,
la a candidate for tbe Reconstruction State Convention,
on tho basts of impartial suffrage and universal amnesty
aud tlie restoration of harmonious relations between tbe
wbite and black races. Tbe conservative papers In tbo
count? o. poso a convention, but say If there mail be
ono tbey greatly prefer Lennox Celbran as a delegate
to any of tbe rep ibitcau nominees. Tbe repuoiicant
charge that OalU.uu hat been brought up by tbe antirecoustruc10 lis's.

This is soniowhero about
tbe number of slaveowners before the war. Eventually
tbe nevro vote will be added to tbe labor vote in other
sections of tb> Union. Tbe same appeal that has boea
successfully made against tbe few wbo bold property in
laves will probably be made against "ho bold
property In the public debt. Tbere is not a dispositoa
In tbe majority to couQscite the property of ihe
mnorlty; but tbe tax laid on labor to pay capital will
orgaulze tbe former Interest to protect itself by a readjustmentof tbo pnblto burdens. It Is in this a nse that

political and social rights are to bo established. Ioo-e

m asnra with thcee of tbe whites among whom he resides.The two races can harmonize on tuts subject.Tbe negro nominoe may be a radical, but he
will v»te to reduce tbe tax on cotton and other
articles of borne production. Ho will favor the paymentof tho public debt and Interest in greenbacks, and
will profor to Impose the federal tax on vested capital.
The end of this revolution In suffrage Is not yet. Before
