Since the year 1848 no hard coin whatever bat really

been current in Austria, and the general c reillation of
bank notes, whicb are at present at a discount of twentyfourper oeut, will probably continue for a good many
years; but the currency la nominally silver. The currencyin Italy, Belgium and Switzerland is already
identical with that of France, and Roumauta has alao
adopted the same system; so that when the proposed
measure Is carried out It wl'i embrace almost tba whole of
Southern Europe, Iron the Bay of Bbcay to the Black Sea.
The coinage of Austria m at last about to be oivilised. A
coinage treaty between France and Austria was ooncluded
at Paris on the 3Iat of July by the two plonlpotenliarlos,MM. Parieu and Hcch. Accord og to this treaty
Austria will tasuo gold coin of the yaiue of Ave franca,
equal to two Austrian floroa; ten franca, equal to lour
Austrian florins; twenty.Ave francs, equal te ten Aus
trian florins; fifty francs, equal to twenty Austrian
florins, and one hundred francs, equal to forty Austrian
florins. Austria engages to withdraw the present silver
currency of the empire br tbe 1st of January, 1873, and
rrom that date no larger amount tbsn six franca per
bead of the population of either empire ia to be tn circulationin silver, and no one is to be compelled to receivemore than fifty franca in silver in any payment.

Mr. Juittco Miller delivered the opinion of lb*

Court:.
Three are appeals taken by different parties upon the

same record. It Is a record of a suit for the forse o :ure
of a mortga e on the Western Division of the La Crosso
and Milwaukee Railroad, and th< appellants. Sontlerand
Knapp, who were plaintiffs in the court below, base hp*
pealed from the orU'nal decreo ot foreclosure, oa the
ground that it did not :nclmle certain property which
they were entitl d to have sold unoer said mortgage.
Upon the questions involved in this appeal the menbrsof tbe court who heard the argument are equally

d vided In opin:on, and the decree and orders complainedof are therefore affirmed. The appeal of the
Minnesota oompanv is from an order c inflrmiug toe sals
made by the Marsoal under the decree just affirmed.

The original decree of foreclosure was rendered by the
District Court of W econsin, llien pressing lull cVcuit
powers, on the 13th of January, 1862, and on the 21 of
October. 1862, the Marshal made a salo under that decree.In tne meantime the act of July 15 1362, had
established a Circuit Court for the District of Wisconsin,
whereby all causes then pendiog in tho District Court,
which might have been brought or which oould ha e
been ori.'lnally cognisable in a Circuit Court, were
transferred to said Clreuit Court, and the District Court
was deprived of all Circuit poeeru. Tbe Marshal there,
foro returned the report of his sale Into tbe ircud
Court on the 6th dav of October, 1882. After several
order* partHtly confirming the aale, tbe Circuit, January17, 1363. set it aside, and ordered the Mar
ehal to sell again according to tbe original decree. On
tbe 25th ot April thereafter the Marshal made another
aale. Con(trees, however, on tbe 3d of March, 1*63, had
pasaad a statute authorizing tbe Diatrict Courts where
they bad rendered final Judgments or decreea prior to
the act of Julv, 1362. In cases which might hsve been
brought and could have been orlginallv cognizable in a

Circuit Court, to issue writs of execution or other Una!
process, or to use such other powers sod proceedings as

might be la accordance arlth law, to enforce the lung,
m ini and decrees aforesaid.
