agsocintion of agitators was continued. Upon the
famo principls ths reform cluba bers do not
tntend to b baol: b Dvisrnall  has
‘given them more reform than they ever expectied. Mr.
Potter and Mr, Beales, ex-reform leaders ana once sworn
friends, have takea a leal from the book of Mr. Wendell
Ebillips. They bave done more—tbhey bave quarrelled
und refesed o attend each other's demoasirations, and
the consequence ia that we have had two meatings of re-
formors this week, but io this case competition does
0oL gs¢m to improve business.

Mr. Polter had his demonstration at the Crystal Palace
on Monday undor the suzplees of the London Working-
mon's Association, and ii-took the form of a festival and
banquel to celebrate the passage of the reform bill, The
whole affair was a failure. The workingmen of London
did not turn out to ees the Lalloon ascension, the cham-:
plon diving and other performanees during the day, and
would not pay three shillings for a cold collation at night.
I\ being Monday—s!ways a boliday in wany trades—
thousands of people did wisit the [Palace, but
mot mere than wix thousand of them were
attracted by Polter's fle, At the ‘*banquet’’ six hun-
dred persons wore preseat, Includiog many ladles.

You can imagiue, then, what the thres shilling ordinary
must have beon, The speeches were as cold as the din-
ner.

The Abyssinian war, in which England is about to am-
gage, in just ke tho war which the United Statas are
now carrying on with the Indians—a nasty, tronblesomse,
vexatious, joglorious, necessary ¢ mlest, in which not
mueh s to be geined and the best mun is likely to come
off worst, There is more fuss, confusion and bother
about it than would be cassed by s war with France.
As you bave noticed, the papars are full of lotters from
correspondents, offering impracticable and
contradictory suggestions, and the editorials of the lead-

ing journals are full of a pl e and gell-dep :
spirit very int ting and ing to the dispassi
obaserver.

John Bull would pay almost any price to eccaps from
this war. It 4 not popular, and the general impression
i= that it will prove a failure. “King"” Theodore is of
ne importance outeide of his own country; but Lie has
au uppleasant hatit of cowmimg down upon an enemy
uoexpectedly, sad regular tactics are of no avail
against him. He stampedes horses and cattle, like the
Indiane; he cuts off detachmeats; poisona wells and las-
G0e3 seutries; in & word, he bebaves like an unman-
nerly savage, as be is, and will not listey to anythiog
like reason, Sull, Epglishmen are kept by him In
prison, and must be released at any cost, or the su.
premacy of Hogland in India will be lost; and so the
preparations for the war go on, and every Britlsher
grumbles, It has been very sensibly decided that
Iudia shall be the base of operabons: but the
arms and sccouiremonts are to be seut fromn Woolwich,
and twenty fast steamers bave been chartered s trans-
ports. Evident!y matters have been delaved as long as
possible, in the hope that Theodore would relent; but it
appears that this delay has been very dangerous, and
that if it be prolouged oparations must be postponed for
arother year. You huve only to recall the popular and
official feeling ubont your Indian war, and you can
roalize the Euglish feeliog about the Abyssinian expedi-
tion.

Perhape it was the prevalent aversion tn thi= combat
which led the jomrnaia tere o give such promineace
o the recant NMeaco (ungress at Genava.
