The luvasion of the Papal Territory Cone
tnued, nnd the Bituation Serlous=The
Tewn of Orte Captured by the Revelution-
iste—Ratirend Communication Between
Home andl Florence Severed=The Perople

Froraxce, Friday, Oot. ls.—Night.

The latest despatches received in this city

from the Roman territory describe the situstion
as more serious. Ganbaldian volunteer invad-
ersare daily crossing the frontier line and
marching to points of insurgent rendezvous,
sod s great many of the inhabitants, subjects
of the Pope, and others temporarily resident
in the Sthies of the Church are joining the
revolutionary ranks,
: The insurgent troops have also had successes
in the flold. They have captured the town of
Orte, situated fifteen miles east of Viterbo, on
the right bank of the Tiber, and hold pos-
semsion of it. Although Orte is merely a de-
cayed township of the Papal States, having
less than three thousand inhabitants, its occu-
pation by the Garibaldians just now is a mat-
ter of much consequence, as it gives them
wposseasion of the railrowd at that place and
enables them to sever the communication be-
tween Rome and Florence, which they have
done.

The roporis from the city of Rome, from
Papal sources, give accounts of defeats of the
insurgents by the Pope's troops in the field.

The Italisn press and people clamor, with
almost one voice, for the occupation of Rome
by the government. The Italian Cabinet is
thus placed in s eritical dilemma between the
necesalty of observing the September Conven-
tion and at the same time paylng respect to the
popular will. :

The King's officers continue to arrest Gari-
baldians cud Garibalaian subjects as they
utiempt o cross the trontier towards Rome.

Admiral Robolti, of the Italian navy, has
mustered u royal squadron, consisting of eight
iron-clad war vessels, which he will take to the
Rowan waters by order of the- King.

Napoleon Offended with the Action of the

Napoleon and his ministers complain that
4he efforts nade by K ng Victor Emanuel and
his Cabinet for the execution of the terms of
the September Convention with respect to the
inviolability of the Papal territory from revo-
lationary invasion are not vigorous, and conse-
quently not effective. X

Napoleon bas decided to defend the Pope
with the power of France, and the army and
navy of the empire are prepared for action in
thia direction if required.

The Medilerranean squadron has already ar-
rived at Toulon to await orders, and the whole
fleet Is now ready to sail.

Fears are enlertained that a collision may
take place hetween the Fremch and Italian
foroea which are being despatched Romeward,
as Paris remains excited and the Italian troops
areready to advance at any moment into the
Papal territory or the Eternal City itselt.
