Pnonnnci, Oct 22, 1887.
General Sheaidan reached Bristol at two o'clock tM*

morning on the itaamsr from New York, accompanied by
Governor Buraaide and Adjutant General Mnurau. At
ate o'clock the bells of the town were rung, a aalute
waa trad by the Brute! artillery, and the General waa
eaoorted to the residenoe ef General Richmond (Burn*
aide'a Adjutant General daring the war) for breakfast.
