Tba bank attributes its failure to
the withdrawal of deposits, bat this run upon it would
not bare taken place had It held a specie reserre cotn-
uiunsuraie witb Its iiabllittsa Since the legal teader
act wont into force in Canada, or rather the New Domin¬
ion, the banks there have sold a considerable amount of
their specie iiutead of adding to it. A recent statement
of the oondiuon of tho Canadian banks shows the
amount of provincial notes in circulation to be $3,659 093,
the debentures held by ths Receiver Gonerai being
$3,000,000. The bank notea in circulation amount to
$0,134,920, while tbe specie reserve ia only $704,333.
