JOHN OXENFORD, THE NEW YORK THEATRICAL CRITIC OF
THE LONDON TIMES.

Th» Stage In Nfw York.
Nkw York, ?ept. 23, 1867.

In my enumeration of the tneatres in the Empire City
I bare hitherto all t»ut Ignored the existence or tbe
Bowery, Mi* lung brood street which skirts tlio eastern
bldo of tbe itwc, and which may be compared socially
with our transpontine region, or Whitechapel; socially
and geographically with the ltanlioux of Paris. It con¬
tains a large theatre, nauied alter tbe district, and
Knottier house, called the Stadt theatre, which is exclu¬
sively appropriated to Herman performances, besides
divers other minor places of arauKoinont. There
was once a "No* Howery theatre," but this fell
. victim some time ago to those (lames which
manifest themselves in New York with a fre¬
quency unknown In tbe old country. I have
been here for only a few weeks, but within that
time there have been as mauy conflagrations, large ai d
small, as there aro cab accidents in London. These, too,
are attended with somewhat awful circumstances. With
us half the town might be burnod down without the
Inbabitantfcf the other half knowing anything about
tbe mattertlll -they rejtd of tbe disaster in the newa-
papera; but in New York the calamity is indicated by
the tolling of a very "dreadful bell," which Is situated
at the nearest police station, and combines the effect of
Big Ben, a funeral knell and a tocsin. If I were a
writer of tbe sousational sciioul 1 should say that these
frightful nuun "roused me from my pcuce'ul slum¬
bers." in spite or the mosquitoes, who do their best to
prevent a foreigner from indulging in any common¬
places of tbe sort during the summer months. Let me
rather aav that till daybreak there are no peaceful
slumbers to bo disturbed, but that I am provokmgly
interrupted in my tranquil contemplation or the rat*,
which even in good hotels sport about the bedroom
as freely aud as Visibly as rabbits in a warren.
Baron Trenck, who found such solace in tlie society
of a Utile insignificant mou.e, would have been de¬
lighted if be had seen two or tbroe of those One grown
strapping creatures nestle in his slipper.*, and slake
their thirst rrotn his water jug. Tbe Now Howery,
then, is gone, but the Old Bowery still greatly flourishes
in a plebeian neighborhood. There was a time when It
was fashionable in lis way, as (rosbv Hall, Bishops
gate, was royal in the days of Klchard III., and archie-
olugiats still talk of an age when It ttas an honored
Hhakspearian temple and under the management of Mr.
Hambiin. That gentlemanw not altocothor unknown
to Lond >bl He played, as I believe, at the Surrey, and,
as 1 ki:ow, at Covent Garden, during the inglorious rule
of tbe late Mr. OsbaidUton. But I greatly doubt whether
any unprofessional Briton remomtvrs him. Io 1-ondoti
he wroie bis name on water. In New York be inscritied
it ou some material . hu b, like Horace's literary monu¬
ment, was irre ptrmnius. Now, the Old Bowery is any-
ilnug but legitimate, depending a* it does on sensational
melodramas, which are, however, respectably put upon the
staye.and acted with soinedtgreeol spirit. 1 may remark,
too, that I bare se n upon its boards an actor of "lead
rag business," who is not only one ot tbe best sti ck per¬
formers in New York, but could not be easily surpassed
In London. Mr. Studiey, a., ho is named, acted w hen I
saw him tbe gentlemanlike villain In tbe »a of Ice
(Gal 'tor, La prurr <!.¦$ Nat\fiagtt), who was represented
tiy M. Chilly at 1'nris, and Mr. Ilenjapiln at the Adolplu.
He is an ortist of good personal appearance, fotcibie, but
well mannered, and entirely tree troui rant, fher" is
little in the aspect of tho Empire City to remind an Eng¬
lishman of the British capital, bat the Old Bowery brings
one back to the 8urre> side or Bhoreditch flo'er tnan
any other house in the city. There Is a good, hot, heavy,
Anglican look, abgit It* arrangement*, lour tiers of box'cs

1 ru«S ab ivo each other Tn prescribed order, and there are
"gods," who are conspicuous, aud who, unlike those of
KptcofM, take » somewhat noisy interest in things
mundane. But the habitual decorum of New
York penetrates even this unfashionable district,
and the roar of tbe upper tior is as that of

' any nightingale" compared with tho vociferous
demonstrations of tho New Cut. Nothing comes up to
that "Itrayvo Hicks I" which is so often the theme of
our Wert End tb< atrical satirist. The Bowory itself is at
present almost a German colony, shopkeepers and cus¬
tomers being for the moat part alike emigrants from
Katbsrlsnd. Here the idolatry of lager beer, which in
the taablonable quarter is oniy prepared in subterranean
eel art, and can only be seen by some daring Gtodius
who preaumoe to violate the mysteries of that 0MM V-a,
is open to every eye. To see it in its perfection the
strauiter should enter a buns music hall, railed tbe At¬
lantic Garden, which stands neii door to the theatre;but which, instead of being hostile to its neighbor, as it
would be In London, Is a convenient restaurant to tbe
playgoer. Here arc to be obtained copious suppers of
cold bam and bot boiled (not broiled or fried) snusages.
and here lager beer is vended by the ocean. Thediffl
culty is to llnd blinds to serve it out. For a good lour
hours every one of the miniaturing angels may be seen
carrying a glass by the handle on each of bis
ten Ungera, aud 1 am convinced that if nriamus, or
ono oi tho many armed deities of Brahmlnlsm lost
his way In the Buwery, he would instantly be col.
lared and established as a waiter at the Atlantic
Garden, with an exceedingly handsome salary. Like
oar music halls, Ibis noteil Arcadian retreat has a stage
at one extremity, on which very slight dramatic pieces
are occasionally performed, but. us tar as 1 can make
out, these special recreations only take place when cus¬
tomers are comparatively snareo , for one evening when

I visited the Al anttc tho sta«o was covsred with tsbles
lor the accommodation of bear bacchanals. The Muaee,
however, were not quite forgotten.
