] was invited to witness the eveniug torchlight pro¬
cession from the paince. It wa* not yei datK^ and 1 set
out for a siroil through ibo town. Never have I seen
such a general demonstration in honor of . man or an
event. Scarce a dwelling iu the whole city waa wim.
out wim attempt at ortiitoient, aud, though fow of the
de orations w.re verv expensive or unique, they were
made with such taste that the whole effect wag
not nioartonuus. Flowers and green branches
were twined about tbe window*, the united colore
and mono-r .»m« of the ducal family streamed from the
housetop*, and handsome rugs, carpets and embroidery
burnt from many iront* Occasionally the windows had
beeo removed .o form alcoves, in which were placed
bints of the Duke and Ducbesa, tholr children and their
parents. A pleasant bouse painter, with whom I fell in
company, and who proved a most obliging and amusing
valrt de place, said that the Dulce was unwilling thai any
expense should be incurred by tbe townsfolk, and bad
requeued that no attempt at display be made, but
htd yielded to the importunate requestor the citizens,
who were anxious to manifest their affection for him
and bis house. Before Rietschel's ststue of Weimar's
most honored poets my guide stopped short to correct
me for saying Goethe and Schiller, Instead of
Schiller and Goethe, saying that it waa easy to
see thereby that I was a stranger, as no native
would mention them in that order. He took especial
pains to Impress tbe point, but based the claims to this
posthumous distinction on tbe comparatively small
share or the good tbinga of this Ufa enjoyed
by Schiller. He related a number or stories or Goethe,
much like those told by tbe Scotch peasantry or Sir
Walter Nv>tt. Tin slgna, which on several houses an-
no amea the residences of different diplomatic repre¬
sentatives, bad, according to my companion, been
hastily hung out during the war or 1808. He aald that
the common people are by no meana in favor or be¬
coming l'rjs-ians. The wealthy and mora educated
citizens with whom I conversed looked upon the ab¬
sorption as rather a matter or course and quite to be
expected. All, however, spoke in tbe bigbeet terms of
the just and thrtr y rule of the Grand Duke and of tbe
virtues and benevolence of tbe Grand Duchess, and
nothing could exceed tha mark* of loyal affection
la\ isued in their honor.
During Monday morning numerous present* were

made to their highnesses by corporations and deputa¬
tions of all olassoa, consisting of elegant vase.', jewels,
carpets, xpeciinens of plastic art, paintings, &c. From
tho tierman sbakspeare Society came the llrst volume
ur the new German translation of the poet, dedicated to
tbe august couple; fr>m Angeltco Kncius, a
medal with tbe double profile of tbe Grand Duke
and Duchess on the obverse, and on the reverse,
iu a garland or myrtle and laurel, tbe legend.

In tne ulternoon a few notable roreign guests and
relatives diued at the palace, and in the evening, aTter
the Kings of 1'russia aud Saxony had been received at
the depot, a long torchlight procossion marched through
the principal streets to tue palaco court.

At nine o'clock four stalwirt yeomen bearing flam¬
beaux entered the gate; behind th>>m came the mounted
marshals, wearing sashes of the Weimar colors.

the court, enclosed a hollow square with a rope.
Into this entered the trades and guilds, with their ban¬

ners and emblems, led by marshals bearing white
wands ornamented with ribbons.

THE AMERICAN PRESIDENCY.

Knsllnli Opinion of Orant and ('bane an Can¬
didate*.

[From the London Time*, Oct. 15 ]
The battle of partlea In the United Slate* is concen¬

trating itaelf mote aud more cloeely around thp olllce of
tne Executive. . . * II Is easy for the majority to
find lault with Mr. Johnson, but It la not so oasy for
them to decide upon his successor. They have some
men within tbelr ranks wbose Claims for support cannot
safely be Bet aside, and tbey are ruriher perplexed by
the fact that the probable candidate of the people is not,
for many reasons, wholly acceptable to tbem. Around
General Orant haif the inierrtt of the approaching con¬
test lies. He would be invaluable to the democrats, but
he la a positive necossity to the republicans. If the
latter wero to pass him by. tbe former would at onoe
be provided with a atroneer man than any they
have within their own party. Hence it la that both
are coquetting for the favorite General. It is pos¬
sible tbst meanwhile the peoplo may look In a different
direction altogether. We sbbuld absurdly underrate the
ability 01 the public men of America If we supposed that
no civilian could be lound who seemed to possess ail the
essential qualifications for an office which, though
weakeuod and degraded, is still Important. There are
many aueh'men from whom tbe nation may choose, and
foramost among tham stands tbe former secretary of
tbe Treasury and the present Chief Justica of the Su¬
preme Court. Through an era which has been deatruct-
Ive of many repuiatlona Mr. Cbaae haa passed almost
bnacatbed. The organa of hotb parties admit that he la
a man of learning, and bis career haa been . long train¬
ing for the highest office in tbe republic. Tbe merits of
aucb an officer aa this are not llkeljr to be disregarded by
the people in their endeavor to tlnd a competent man to
Oil tha-offlce of Executive. Tbe aoath. It is true, would
not be likely to support Mr. Chase, although General
Grant might be d emed comparatively unobjectionable.
But It is evident that the Southern Slates aru destined to
play but a bumble part In th» great election. It is a re¬
markable fact that tne section or tbe country lately in in¬
surrection ia habitually excluded from the calculations
or all partes. [he result of tbe State elections has
rendered It manifest tuat tbe chief Southern citizens
have been entirely diairanchlsed by tbe various appli¬
ance* of teet oaths, partial registers and tbe Ble of
federal soldiers at ail tbe polls. Tbo politicians of tbe
North have It witbin tbeir power, for tbe second time in
tbe history of tbe Imlon, to cbooe*.- a President without
the slightest reference to the opinions or wishes of ihe
Southern community. Such an opportunity, used with
generosity and magnanimity, might be made the means
of assuaging old an.uioeitiea and reconciling a people
who now seem to be permanently entranced from their
fellow citlsena in the pro»perous states It has already
bean half seriously proposed that ths names of Orant
and Lee should be placed on the earn* "ticket;" and, if
ibis crude etnb idiniunt of the Idsa is not likely to be
aoeepted. some wise modification of It may yet recom¬
mend itsslf to ths peopls.
There are many fumble consideration! whick mint

recommend General Orant to the nation aV-tx all other
compel-Urn. In ths present condition of ths country
what Is wanted more than anything else is a strong man
at the bead of the administration. No man can bo tbat
In thess daya who haa not ths Kood will ol tbs people on
bis aids and the army at h is back. Of wesk or compliantPresidents there have been plenty, and a firm President
la an obstruction to the business of ths country if bs
represents views which sre obnoxious to tbs majority.General Grant sssens to combine tbe necessary advan¬
tages and qualifications in his own person mors com¬
pletely than any candidate who has yet boen named.
He has rendered nervices to ths Northsrn cause which
can never be forgotten, and be baa not committed him.
ssif to a single act which shows blm to be unworthy of
lbs fullsst confldsnoe. His advice would prooably bs
followsd whsn ths advics of no one else would
bs even listened to. He Is still tbs idol of
tbs army, whoes voles will have no unimport¬
ant share In deriding the election. There has
probably never been another man in ths republic so
gensraliy popular since the lime of Washington. His
psst services sre unimportant compared with those
which be might now render to his countrymen, for
almost any policy which ths President waa strong
aaouah to carry out woold be better than tbe confuaion
caused by the perpetual bostllttloa between the Exacu*
tlvs and the Legislature. General Grant Is a lost mas,
and his ebaractsr Justifies tbe expectation tbat be would
act. In any position in which hs .was placed, with aa
earnest regard for the Interesli of his country. What
be decided upon he could accomplish. As affording
tbem relief from the pressnt contentions and heart¬
burnings, a large proportion of the people would proba¬
bly welcome Grant as tbstr President, and the republi¬
cans have dons wlssly In plscing s check upon some of
their sxtrcms orgsns in tbelr oppoeition to him. He
may be supplanted by another candidate of whom tbe
world baa not yet heard a whisper, hut bis defeat could
not be attempted without sacrifices which the republi¬
cans, powerful as they ars, ars not prepared to make.

rather of a borrlbla butchery, wherein the T irks were
massacring women, children and the aged. This wove
succeeded; au>\ whua the question of humanity wu put
in place ol the military one all acruples wera removed
and France sent a war Teasel to the Cretan waters for
tbe purpose of picking up the woman, who were repre¬
sented in deepatches to be wandering on the beach in
nakeduesa and living oS herbs and the leave? of the Tinas.
All this, however, it must now be admitted, was pura
fancy. Tho frigate Kenommee transported from Creta
to Greece about live thousand women and culldren. Mot
ooe of these women saw tha Turkish troops, and, of
course, had to suomit to no ill usago. They all
earns aboard with their baggage and provisions of
oil kinds, iismt, even, following tbo busiuess bent of
their race, came aboard with merchandise, bags of
wheat, jars Oiled with oil. aud carried on quite a trade.
When iwked wbv they left, thoy replied that their hus¬
bands made them go, ntatihg that the Turks were com¬
ing 10 kill tnem. Moreover, the love of home, and still
less that of country, la but slightly developed among
the w >inen, who came aboard laughing, with little con¬
cern about their husbands or families, or, sad to say,
about their children eTen.
However, this export movement of women and chil¬

dren hss somewhat relaxed. Tbe Cretans, who bad ex¬
pected an armed Intervention on the part o( France, and
now see that she conOnes berseir merely to a work of
bumaaltV, are in less of a hurry to send off their wlvos
and children, or rather tbey are anx ous to be of tha
number who go themselves. Hut tbis is positively for¬
bidden.

Moreover, tbe fate that awaits thaaa Can <1 Ian women
and children in Greece is tar Irom agreeable. There is
great misery In (ire-xe, aud In spite of the good will on
tbe part or the Atnentans to help their Cretan brethren,
tbe njaterlal means are waotlng. As to the fate that
awaits tbe Insurrection.in the event, of course, that It
be not supported by a foreign intervention.the follow¬
ing i* the calculation made bv Omar Pacha:.
There are scarcely over 0,000 to 7,000 armea men occu¬

pying the mountain positions. Of these 7,000 armedmen
1,500 at most are from the Cretan population; the
balance is made op of volunteers, nearly all Greeks.
There are not fifty foreigners, whether French or
Italian. These volunteers, in banda ol sixty, one hun-
hred and two hundred men, hold the mountains on the
we*t of tba island, and there easily And impregnable
positions. But can UHs be called really a national in¬
surrection f

This mountain warfare may last a long while.for an
indefinite period even. There is but one good way to
bring it to an end.namely: by reducing the insurgents
through famine and preventing them from fretting pro¬
visions from outside. In this connection the destruction
of the Arcadion becomes an event of serious moment.
It remain* to be seen whether the Greek committees
will not Hod some way of setting a 11oat still another Ar¬
cadion. Tbis is a question of finances on which we
cannot give any opinion.

Lett to their own resources, the Cretans, even with tba
aid of foreign volunteers wuo ha /e gon* to help them,
could never succeed in driving the Turks from their
tslaud; and If the Ottoman government be woll ad¬
vised and introduoe Into the administration of tbe island
some liberal reform* that are admitted to bo necessa
the political independence of Crate can be put off to u. e
Greek calends.

THE FINANCIAL SITUATION.
The Ralll Cotton Failure.

[From the London Standard (city article), Oct. 14.]
The failure was announced to-day of Messrs. Theo¬

dore and John Ralll, of London, having branches at
LiTerpool, New York aud New Orleans, with liabilities
of £]&0,000. The cause of tbe suspension is stated to
be tbe great depreciation In the price of cotton and a

heavy loss, alleged to be £70,000, through advances to
a failed house by their New York firm. The amount of

assets cannot at present be estimated, but as. it is un¬

derstood, tbey are principally in America, it la feared
tbe realization will not prove favorable. Annexed la
the circular issued :.

Hammnrton was first clear, and
rowod in front the rest of the way, coming in four
lengths ahead lo ten minutes Ave seconds.

went so far a« t* declare their intention* to assail him,
and even pull down bta houses, unless their complaint*
ware attended to. Tbe Lieutenant Governor, bimsetf a
Mason, e<imonl*b*d them not to d# any such tbing, at
their peril, as ther* was nojmotiv* sufficient to Justify
any alarm or to remove Rodriguez. Tbe mob, numbering
