Tbe very
papers here that were mainly tbe cause of defeat hsve
raised a howl that is ridiculous beyond measure. Gene¬
ral Scbofleld comes in for a liberal share of censare, and
la mow likely to become the moat unpopular of military
Commanders.
Tbe feeling, which before waa friendly towards the

negro, la new one of bitter animosity, tempered with a
little pity. The whitea have beoome desperate npon tbe
result of the elections; strong measures, rigidly enforced,
in to be adopted; war to the knife Is resolved npon;
Mgroeflsreto be employed no longer than their ser¬
vices can be dispensed with and a white substitute ob¬
tained. A movoment Is now on fool here, not among
old fogies, but the energetic business men ot this city,to bring here at any expense white labor, which will be
Immediately employed, or, if not, provided for until it Is.
This la to be done gradually, until no negroes are em¬
ployed by whites. Tbe cry Is, If devotion to leagues,
secret oath-bound associations and vagabonds are the
Interest of negroes, let tbem commence by feeding and
ololbing them. Already large numbers are dischargedfrom work, employers preferring to eease operationsntber than pay men whom they consider are laboring
Malonsly to ruin their most vital interests.
Chaos is beginning. These two races cannot exist on

terms of equality in the same country. It is foollsb to
believe it for an instant. Extermination of tbe one or
the other Is tbe inevitable result of tbe hatred inaugu¬
rated by the recent elections here. N»body ever wit¬
nessed such intense feeling, so successfully depressed,but so ardent In what it is sure to accomplish. Tho dis¬
charged negroes flock to Hunntcutt. He tells them to
hold on, Congress will settle tbem when It meets, and
he will lay iho whole matter before them. Thus tbe
deluded followers or this vile, unprincipled man are
¦till further deluded and beguiled by him, with hopesOf confiscation and white proscription. Here are the
complications of the present, aud how are matters
going to bo settled Is tbe terrible question that
.ow agitates tho thinking and truly patriotio minds of
.or oountry.
The labor system, disorganized since the close of the

war, la now perfectly demoralized; the fairest portionOf the earth lies waste; the countiy groans with debt;ud here arises every day a state of affairs bordering on
anarchy, chaos and bankruptcy, that unless it is ar¬
rested will envelop tbe country In bloodshed, gloomud sadness.
Tbe returns received here to the present ahow an In¬

creased radical majority.so great that the African byhie vote can dictate everything relating to local or Stale
matter*, and will, perhaps, when all the elections are

Surroanded by nil the
Tarloaa sources of wealth to which all eoantriea owe
their grestnsss, It la at once the Held for the capitalist
and the future prosperous home for the enterprising and
Industrious immigrant. Already the reoent elections
are baring their effect here in this way. The people
knee become fully aroused to the importance of Immi¬
gration, assured that they can no longer rely upon
the element that formerly constituted the labor of
the South. These unfortunate and dsluded people now
await with impatieaoe the prescription of the whites,
the confiscation of their lands and its subdivision among
them as the price of their radical rote*. They are fully
.ware that they toted against the Inclination and inter¬
nals of their employers, and In doing so nothing bnt the
expectation, founded upon the repeated promisss of
Morthsrn white adventurers and Southern apoatatee of
compensation' in small farms, males and n supply of
funda to cultivate, actuated them.
The whites are apprised of the exact state of aflklrs,

and have dstermlned to employ no negro who voted
against them longer than his plaoe can be substituted by

. man of their asm color; and numbers are now dkapenn-
tng with all the ssfrnss they can rather than continue to
¦npport a class so nttsrly opposed to them, nnd
who are now only craving their property and
living In aaxioua expectancy of their extermination.
But a few days since the proprietors of the Iron mines
near hers discharged one hundred and fifty nsirross «¦-

sd by thsm who voted the radical ticket, the aaori-
onosing thsm to suspend operations. These clr-

numstances combined have awakened the people hers
to the importance of procuring European immigrants,
nnd the measures about to be inaugurated wilt no doubt
assure that dsslrabis result.

This class of Germs ss are well understood
hers as being Intelligent and wall informed,
many of them abls to purchase lands when
they arrive ; and large numbers can be
found who will ssll out thsir pressnt bomestesds and
emigrate if tbe proper Inducements ars h-ld ont to
thsm. Another advabtage to the Germans coming here,
over the WeaL would be the civilized condition of the
oeuntry and the hospitable disposition for which tbe
Tirglnlans ars so famsd, the friendly welcome that
would be extended them and tbe helping htnd in the com¬
mencement that would be free at all time*, ma farmers
bore, too, would derive anothsr important advantage
from the flow of German immigrants. This portion of
tbe Sta .s is peculiarly adapted to ths smsll farm system
wbtoh la othsr parts of ths South Is bsrdiy practicable,
and certainly not profitable ; and thsrs ts every reason
to believe thst the farmers here reel the necessity or a

This ore is of
the richo-t quality and prect-ely the name (ibe mag¬
netic oxide) as that from which the host iron of Norway
and Swedeu is obtainod.
Contiguous to the salt works tn Smvtbe and Washing¬

ton, and at numerous other plaoes, between Clinch and
Walker mountains, are gypsum deposits of tbe first
quality. It may be mcutiomd in this connection
that vast quarries of nmamorphlo lime-tone are
fouod between Clinch and Holston rivers, tn the
coJDtiea of Hawkins and Granger, In Tennessee,
and Scott cottnly, Va. This marble receives a line polish,
and tfl considered scarcely iaferior to the gold-streaked
marble of Egypt. In tha county of Wise, immediately
apon the line of tbe proposed Virginia and Kentucky
railroad, are inaihauatlbie bods of anthracite coal, being

a portion of the great strata which extend through tbe
States of Kentucky and Ohio, and it needs, by the com¬
pletion of this line of lailroad, to make Wise one of tbe
ficnest counties in tbe State.

Less thau ten years, with an influx of capital snd a
thriving and industrious European population, will see
this section of Virginia one ef the wealthiest and most
prosperous on the Amorican Continent,

of the Bouth Is to bare tbe benefits and blessing*
arising from the old federal Union handed down to us

by our fathers. So far as lbs negroes are concerned,
the white men or tbe South cannot and will not havo
any enmity to them, but they have tbe same antipathy
to being governed by them that the loyal masses of lbs
North have, not because negroes are black and have
been their bondsmen, but because of their ignorance,
depravity aud vast preponderance in numbers.If lbs negro rice should Improve in education suffi¬
ciently.and by education t do not mean a mere
knowifcdrfe of bonks, but a habit of self-reliance and an
Insigbt to the sams silent as that possessed by the
mass of our wbits population into the evils and
benoflts arising from the proper or maladministration
of government affairs.no Southern man would then in¬
sist, upon withholding the ballot from mm; but we do
ask our brothers ol the North, (or the sake of our com¬
mon country, not to fores this thing of universal suffrage
upon us. Cerbaps the Northern man may say that wo
are rebels down tier" and don't de«erve anything better.
Yet still we fought for mat we were taught was tbe
right; we bled, and many of our breturen died; we
were honest in our vi*#s; we bare been overcome;
we must and haro given up slavery; necessity
will ere long cause as to assimilate In
manners and customs to the people of the
North. Our sons must go to tbe plough
and our daughters to the washtub, for we can't
afford to hire tieedmen any longer. Ourlands would bo
cut up and sold cheap in torty-aere tracks if we had any
purchasers. All these things and many more bave oar
Northern friends brought upon us. Patiently will we
endeavor to leap as we bave sown ; but we entreat them
to do away with reconstruction under tbe military bills
and give us something a little milder. As to tbe condi¬
tion of affairs in the counties hereabouts it is, God
knows, bad enoogh. What witn the failure oi the
cotton and oorn crops for t^e last two years, the
fear that tvery man baa tliat bis liberty, . pro¬
perty (if be has any Uft Irom tho ravages of
warl.1 and his very life, perchance, aro at the
mercy 01' any little agent of the Freedmen's Bureau
who may have cau^e to dUlike him, and tbe uncertain-
taintiea of our position with reference to toe other
citizens of the Union, ibe near and certain prospect of
having negro county and State officers, who, as a class,
will be prescriptive, we aro in a terrible conditioa as to
mental serenity.
To show bow lbs thine works I will relate a little In¬

cident that lately occurred, for the truth of which I am
fully responsible. About two months sinco a gentleman
by mo uara* ol Lambretb, llvn< In the vicinity of this
Discs, bad a negro man and b s sou' and other children
of tbe treedman in his employ. Under the terms of
tbsir contract the freedman was for tbe spaoo of one
year to receive a certaiu stipend and perform faithful
labor. Instead of this latter being the case, he became
idle aad lazy. Lambretb, one ol tbe mildest aud best of
men, remonstrated in gentle terms, but bis remon¬
strance was met by impudence and almost violence.
He then Informed this serving man that he could no
longer aflord to keep him; but tho African coolly In¬
formed him be would havo it to da Thereupon Lam-
breth put bis fornitureout of doors. Tbe sable gentle¬
man went to Jackson and brought M«jor ssumner to the
bouse of Lambrah, who ordered him to receive tbe
negro back, and told tbe negro that he bad as
good right to tho premises as the owner. Lam-
breth was tben sent to the prison at Vlcksburg,
and there kepi without any charge being preferred
against him, and without tbe knowledge of the district
commander for several weeks, when some fr ends laid
the case belore General Ord, who commanded his release.
This affair baa boon ventilated in all the newspapers
hereabouts, but no steps bare been taken to prevent
similar outrages In tbe future. Now In a few weeks tbe
people of Mississippi will vote on the question of having

a convention. You may rest sssured that blacks will
rote en mate for tbe Convention, and extreme radical
members thereof, tbe whites will as a general rule not
vote at alL The Convention will assemble, and will in
tbe framing of a constitution make such an on* as they
conceive best suited to tbe wants of the black race.
Tbe old masters will be as badly treated as Englishmen
now are la Abyssinia, and raoH of tn* young whit* men
of tb* South will «migrat* Westward, to California or
oth*r of th* States; the old men will soon pass away,
and shortly the once rich and prosperous Stat* of Missis¬
sippi will be as unproductive and obe*rl*ss as Jamaica's
isle. Is this tbe condition of thing* that Union-loving
men desire f As on* having friends and relatives North
and Soath, as onj who loves bis rac* and his country, I
do from my h*art groan, may Qod forbid it.

Excitement la Columbao.Armed Neflroen At-

They were armed with gana, pistols, scythe
bladee, axes, clubs, ho. Tbey aald they had been told
"there waa to be a bit fight here to-day; had been told
to come armed, and hnd oome to help." On tbe ap¬
proach of tbla armed oompany to the town, word wae
at onee communicated to the officer commanding tbe
poet, who ordered eat the troop* here and stationed
them ao aa be In readlneea. The lair fobtda carrying
arms, and military law forbids armed organizations or
attending political meetings armed. Many behave It
was Intended to get up anther New Orleans affair for
political capital, but the prompt action of the Com¬
mandant of the Poet defeated it He marched the
niggers In military order. They were met bribe Town
Marshal, who escorted them to the Court House
square. Here tbey met tbe Commandant of the
Poet, who gave n signal, and before the nig¬
gers knew what was the matter they wera completely
surrounded by United States soldiers with fixed bayo¬
nets. A more woful set of weak-kneed darkeys you
never beheld. Tbey were ordered to deliver up (heir
weapon*, which they all promptly did except one, and
he soon round blm«eif landed In (ail. Tbe offloer then
told tbem tbey could go and hold their meeting, as tbey
bad a perfect right to do. but advised tbem if they knew
what was good fur tbetr wholesome not to again try tbe
game or coming In armed bodies. .

I understand the weapons will be retained until tbey
inform who advised tbem to come armed.
Tbe meeting was held and tbe leaders managed to

have four white radicals nominated. Tbe niggers are
much dissatisfied thereat, snd as they are four to one
wblie, claim that (here should be at least two niggers on
the ticket. The town niggers are all laagbing at "ibem
fool country nigger* b«iug cotched In such a trap." Aa

a sample of their Intelligence and fltneee to vote, one who
was atked what tbey were rolng to vote for, replied.
"We Is gwlne to vote for de 'lection." Oh, what a farce '
I hear of a large number of whites and many niggers
who will not go near tbe polls. Everybody is disgusted.
An old genii' man named McDanlel waa last week

found dead in hie bn.sy about eight miles northwest or
town. He had been shot through the back and robbed.
No clue to tbe murderer.

Capi¬talist* do nut mrest ibeir money in banks for any each
purpose, and co power m or oul of the governmentcoold rce them 10 keep out a circulation which was
costiug them uiure than tfley realized from lu use.
To ascertain what the government would lose and gainby substituting greenbacks for bank notes, we must ex-

amiuo the question, not from the bank standpoint, but
from that of the Treasury. In the first pla< e it would
save tne interest on as many bouds as tbe tbret hun¬
dred mil'l ns of bank notns would purchase. Tne
market price of those bonds ranges Irom 100 for ton-
forties to 104 for tbo five-twenties, averaging 10.'t. the
bank notes would therefore purchase 290 ruillions'of
them. Tbo ten-forties draw Uve per cent interest, and
the five-tw nt.es ?u per cent, and tbe banks own about
an eq ial amount of each. Tbe interest would then averageAve and a ball' per rent, which on the two hundred and
ninety millions amounts to $16,000,000 in gold, or
$23,000,000 in currency. Thia sum would represent the
gain to the Treasury by substituting greenbacks lor bank
notes. Hut from this must be made the following de¬
ductions:.

Firs'.The bank reserve for the redemption of circula¬
tion, (80,000,000, which oouid not be put into circula¬
tion without lu flatlug tlie currency to that extent. Ttie
Interest on the bouds which this sum would purchase is
$4,700,000.

on* P" oetH per snnum tai on
$300,000,000 of circulation, which is $3,000,000.Third.One-third the present tax an dividends and
profit* as they would be reduced at least tbat amount.
$1,100,000.
These three Items amount to $8,800,000. Bui a do-

pnvat on of tbe privileges of issuing notes would
doubtless cause many banks to wind up and surrender
their charters, and the stockholders to loan their money
in a way tn escape dividend, license and deposit taxes.
These losses may be safely estimated at $2,500,000,which added to tbe $8,800,000 make a total of
$11,300,000. Deduct this from tho $23,000,000 and
there remains $11,700,000, or about ono-liall of tbe
supposed sain to bo derived from tho substitution of
greenbacks lor bank notes. We have not taken into
account the State and municipal taxes wh ch the banks
pay, because the stockholders would still have to pav
State taxes on their capital whether they issued bank
note) or not.
Rut thero is another point of view In which the ques¬

tion should be considered. Have the people decisively
made up their minds to retain the greenbacks as ctir-
currency 1 If they bave not it would be great folly and
stupidity to breaK up the national banking system for
the sake of a small saving for a sbort space of time.
Tbe greenbacks are being retired abd burned at the rato
of fifty millions per annum, aud in a few years will
all be out of circulation unless tbe present policy Is
changed. The Tribune has strenuously opposed the
retirement of the greenbacks, as our rraders
know, but unavaillngly. The Secretary ot the
Treasury and the Presldeut, backed by tho
great copperhead capitalists of New York, whose organ
is the World, and the New England capitalists sup¬ported by tbe New York Tribune, have persisted In with¬
drawing the greenbacks from circulation for the purpose
of hastening specie resumption as they declare. We are
In ormed that a considerable portion of the President's
forthcoming message will bo devoted to the advocacy of
retiring the legal tenders from circulation. Now one
course or the other should be pursued, if we *re to
retain greenbacks for circulation bank notes are not
needed. 11 the greenbacks are to be withdrawn we can¬
not spare tbe bank notes, but shall be obliged to in¬
crease thom. A note is a promise to pay the amount, of
Its face on demand or when due in gold or its equiva¬
lent, which mav be wheat, iron or any other valuable
thing. But a national bank note Is a promise to pay the
holder.In what? In another paper promise which, In
turn, is Irredeemable. The government which Issues it
refuses to redeem it in coin or In any tangible property
or to recoive it for duties on Imports, or even to give the
holder an Interest-bearing bond for It A barnk note thus
redeemable is a monstrosity and a burlesque on financial
principles and should not lie tolerated. It is tbe obvious
duty of the government eltherto retire tbe greenbacks by
allowing the holders tofund them into bonds, and tbereby
compel the baoks to redeem their notes in coin or its
equivalent, or to substitute them with greenbacks and
then enhance the purchasing power of greenbacks to par
with gold. Can the latter be done? If K cannot, it
seems clear that they should be retired from circulation
and make room for a currency that can be redeemed in
coin on demand. We have seen no plan or proposition
for raising the value of greenbacks to par, but a great
many schemes for depreciating them to the level of tbo
French assists, the Continental currency or tbe Con¬
federate shinplasters. In a subsequent article we shall
discuss the possibility of making the legal tenders worth
their face in gold.

Singular Fenfires of the Campaign In Mns-
saehntetls,

That there 1* terrible perturbation In the radical camp
in Massachusetts) becomes daily more and more apparent.

For the first time, we believe, In tit* history of tbe re¬

publican party of the State, a prominent membor of tbo
State Committee ha* bad the boldness to repudiate the
periodical republican address, to which his name had been
surreptitiously if not fraudulently attached, and to avow
emphatically his opposition to the principles embodied, or
rather not embodied, in the document.

gentleness by tbe entire tribe. Indoed, one of the most
Influential of tbo Boston papers rofers In the most
amiable terms to bis recedence, and, although one of the
strongest of tbe ramrod or ultra-prohibition party
organs, Invites its contemporaries to notice the move¬
ment in a spirit not unlike warning. One of the
same class of papers console* Itself with the reflection
that the prohibitionists In a strong radical town are not
entirely thrown overboard, but stand about oven with
tbe license men. Another congratulate* itself that inas¬
much as th* Rev. J. C. Lovejoy.brother of the notori¬
ety Owen.has taken the stump for license, tb* cause
of prohibition i* li&ely to succeed. Another roll* in
happiness because it ia reported that Charles Francis
Adams, Jr., brother of th* democratic candidate for
Governor, remains firm with th* republican party. The
Indifference or disaffection has spread so far into tbe
republican press of Massachusetts that a leading organ
cannot find room to publish In full so Important a parti¬
san document as th* late address of tho Republican
National Congressional Committee. VerHy, the winds
blow any way bat westerly, at this time, for the powerful
and nearly alway* preponderating republican party of
Massachusetts.
