which no oppression could find a resting placo.
They contemplated the erection of a vast empire over

tbia wbolo continent, wbich ia Us national cbaraoter
shoald bo governed by laws of a supreme, unvarying
cbaraoter.

£ anted, with self control, for convenience, It waa never
tended that one-half of this nation should be governedby one set of laws, and the other half by another, and

Tho law givers of America are now as free to
not aa Samson whoa tbs firs had touohed the
flax. May they aever again bs beguiled by any
eonssrvativs Delilah.suffer their locks to bs shorn*
aad their limbs to bo bound by tbs withes of a
twisted oonstitutloa. Tbs taws wbich were then in¬
tended to bs uBivsrsat must now bo made universal.
Tbe principles which were Intended to govern tbe wboie
American nationality must now bo made to cover and
control lis wbols national actloa throughout this grand
empire. Towns, corporations and municipalities may
be allowed iheir sopsrate organization not inconsistent
therewith, but must not Incorporate aay principles in
conflict with thoee great rights, privileges and immu¬
nities.
What are those rights, privileges and Immunities T

Without excluding others, three are specifically enumer¬
ated: Ufa, liberty and tbe pursuit of happiness. Tbsse
are universal aad inalienable. It follows that every¬
thing necessary for their establishmant and dsft-noe Is
within those right*
Ton grant a lot or sasement In the midst of your

yon thereby great the right of wsy to it by la-

Dissrm a community aad you rob Ihsm of tbs means
of defending life. Take away tboir weapons of defence
and yon take sway tbs inalienable right of defending
liberty. Tnis brings us now directly to tbe argument
by wbich we provs that the elective franchise is s right
or the Declaration, aad not merely s privilege, and is
ana of tho rights and immunities pronounced by tbat
tnsiramsnt to be "Inalienable." If, as our fathers de-
olsred, "all Just government is derived from tbe assent
of tbe governed if Is federal repubiloe that assent oaa

ho ascertained aad established only through the ballot,
tt follows that to taks sway tbat means of commualea-
tlsa Is to lake away from the citizen bis great weapon

defence, and reduce him to helpless bondage. It de
pctves bim of .an inalienable rtht. This clearly proves
that tbe elective franchise ranks with "Hfs" and " lib¬
erty " in itesscred inalienable character.

; put while tbe Declaration clearly proves what tho In¬
tention then was, the action of tbe convention In fram¬
ing Vie constltatlon Of the United States, it seem* to me,
barter* sway, for tha time being, some of those Inalien¬
able rights, and, instigated by the hellish Institution of
slavery, suspended one of tbe muniments of liberty.
Having thus shown that tho elective franchise is one of
the inalienable rights Of msa, without which bis liberty
oannot be defended, and ibat it waa su [-ended by tus
arbttary constitution of 1789, let ua see if that suspension
has been removed, so as to leave our hand* unrestrained
ta restoring Ita full vigor, while still acting under the
oeostttiiiton. That right appertains to every citizen.
Bat while tbis suspension existed, the natural love of
despotism induced communities to nold that each State
migut fit the qualifications, rights and deprivations o( its
awn c itloens.
Tho fourteenth amendment, now so happily adopted,

aettiea tbe whole question and plscss every American
citizen on s perfect eqoality of tights, so fur as merely
aationai nghta aad questions are concerned. It declares
that "ail persons Wn or naturalized in the t utted
States, and sohjeot to the fonsdictlon thereof, are cltl-
seas of tae V sited Mates, and of the State t herein ibeyreside. Ho State shall make or eniorce any law which
shall abridge the privileges and imm mitlea of -Itirons of
the Hailed (ttstes; nor shall any person be deprived of
lite, liberty or property without due process ot law; nor
deny anyosrsoo within ita jurisdiction the equal protec¬
tion of tbrlaws."

If by ths assendsd constitution evsry American eitlsen
Is entitled to eqnal privileges with every other American

stiizen, and If evsry American citizen In any one of tho
Metes should bs found sntitlsd toimpnnisl suffrage wl'h
every other American cltissn in any state, then it fol¬
lows as an inevitable conclusion that suffrage throughout
this nation is impartial and univ real, so far ai everv
human bsing, without regard to race or color, shall bs
found ooa .srned, and so far as It afteois tbs »hoie

It mar not be known to
all that tbe Danish paassaelens of St. Tbomea, 0aata
Cras and St Johns are sustained by republican institu¬
tions, though all the legislator* and moat of the execn-
tive officers, oboaen by themaalvee, are colored.
Tbey have free achoola, and caa, with acareely the ax-

oeptioa of a single individual 01 the proper age, read aad
write, aad have all ef the eaaentiai requisites of a free
republic, except, perhape, the appointment of a law of
the executive officers by the home governmeal, when
tbe wnbea ef the people are always oousulted. Let n
tyrant attempt 10 place his foot upon such a bombshell
and he will be blown, with all around blm, to inevitable
rein. Before the time supposed for snch action ahall
have arrived Cuba, the most fertile and productive age*
of its sire, except perhape the Delia or tbe Nile, will
have beoome so saturated and ripe with tba burning
principles ef freedom, and together with 84. Domlago,
HayO, Jamaica aad their cognate races will be ready te
leap to arms and defend their appropriate dominions, if
such aid should be needed in the caaae of freedom, and
if they shall sot then have been added to our owa do¬
minion by our enterprising Foreign Secretary.

rus, on tbe strait which no boetlle root will ever at¬
tempt to tread, aroand to where tbe herring, tbe
codAsa and whale are seeking to And a permanent
refuge; but no time whlob tbe eye or man shall ever
see, or his Imagination depict, can ever screen tbem
from the hearty enterprise of this mighty empire; and
you have sech a vast, Impregnable and sea girt domain
as the world never saw. If snyihtng more war* want¬
ing, more Iron-dads than all Europe ooold send to this
distance oeuld bo brought into active operation la any
time necessary for the defence of the nation. Then
take your route northward from the southern Isthmus
and you cross every latltade necessary for the produc¬
tion of all tbe Industrial products of civihxatloa. Mo
mineral, no vegetable that over God created for the
wealth, comfort or ornament of man, would be wanted.

on the sine covering. Some doubt# a* to the pro¬priety of sating the meat Wers expressed, but
it was flaally concluded tbat no harm wouldresult from It, and the aiesk wss cooked and
eaten. Not long afterwards Mm. Hunt, her little daugh¬ter and lbs servant girl were asisea with Violent spssmsand r»ti ft ing. A physician was sent for, who upon in-
veatigatian pronounce i tna family poisoned. A HIM

came down town, and when asar the l'est Utiles was

Tba deceaaad graduated at
Bowdoin College, In Maine, about the year 1837, aad
aabeequently at u died law In tha office of the late H. H.
duller, of Boaton, to which capital the atndaat re¬

moved for tha purpoae of pureeing hla atadlaa. Ha waa
admitted to tba bar la 1840 and apeedlly obtained a

large aad lacnative practice. For elgbteea yearn Mr.
Andrew kept blmaeif aloof from polkica, baatowiag hla
entire attention to bia profeaalon, and gaining much
reputation for legal acnmea and for thoae oratorloal
powara which ao greatly dlatlagolahed him la Hriar
day*. Ha waa, aevertheieae, known to ba la aympathy
with the whig party, aad coaalatently cast- hla vote for
the aomlneee or that organliatioa until 1848,
whoa tha anti-alavery agitation won him over
to tb* abolition party. Thenceforward, although atlll
decllnlag to aeek or accept political preferment, ho be¬
came known aa a bitter and determined enemy of the
pro-alarery elemeat, and In all caaea of law wbara tha
two oppoang principlee came in oontact be waa aver w»
be found defeading the lntereetd of the anti-alavery
can**. In 1858 tbe abolltloalata of Boetoa nrged aim to
accept a nomination for the Leglalature from them, aad
apon hla aaqnieeeence ha waa elected by a decided ma¬
jority. Daring the lollowing year the oiler of a Ben*
toriu nomination by a republican convention waa
peremptorily defined by blm, aa waa alao a Jadgeahip

of the Superior Court of Meaaaebuaetia, offered to blm by
Governor Banks. In 1880 Mr. Andrew waa appointed
one of the deiegatea to the Republican Convention, held
at Chioago during tbat year, aad waa a strong aupportar
of the late Mr. Lincoln for the nomination for Hreei-
drni He actively caavaaaed tha ba>t*rn aad Northern

8 latee during tbe campaign In bobalf of tbe republican
ticitet. and added greatly to bia reputation by tbe
foroible aad eloquent manner in which be aet forth the
clalma and principlee of hie party. Hla epeeeh at Faneull
Hail, Boaton, aoon after nla return from Chicago, waa bia
ableat effort, and created macb comment and excitement
at tbe time. It brought blm ao promlaentiy bef*r* tbe
public, however, thai be received tbe republican nomi¬
nation for Governor of Maaaacbuaetta, and waa elected
by an immenae majority in November, I860. Believing
tbat war would luevitably follow the aeceaalon of the
Southern State*, he eet to work to prepare hie Stat* for
all emergenciee ae aoon aa he entered upon hia official
duties as Governor of Maeaacnosetta. So energetlp was
hla oourae that within a week alter the Preeident'a first
call for troop* he was able to forward Ove regimenta of
infantry, a battalion ot riflemen and a battery of light
artillery to aid ia the defeaoe ol Washington. It waa
one of tbeeo regimenta (tbe Sixth) wblob waa attacked
by a mob of aaceaaionlata la Baltimore aa th* 19tb of
April, 1«01.

During tha- antira war Governor Andrew waa unre¬
mitting in bia effort* to itrengthen the handa of tba gov¬
ernment. An ardent abolitionist, iie waa Impatient at
tbe delay of Mr. Lincoln la imuing bia emancipation
proclamation. Aa early aa May, 1862, he addreaaed a
communication to tbe Secretary of War, in anawar to a
call lor more troopa, tn which be declared that
if tue Preeident would anatain General Hunter
in hia call far negrvee to take up arms (wblob
action waa countermanded), "and recognise all m«h,
even black men, aa legally capable of tbat loyalty the
blacks ware wlliiag to manifest and lot toem flight, with
God and human nature oa their aide, tbe road* would
awarm, if need be, with mulutudea whom Now England
would pour out to oboy tha oali." At tb* ansae tlma he
declared tbat unieaa tbla waa dona the men of Maiea
ohuaetta, who felt they were "going into tbe South to
help light rebels who would kill and destroy thorn by ail
means known to aavagea aa wall aa civilised mas,"
would fee) the draft for mora troope "heavy oa their
patriotlam." Having thua urged tbat tba war ahould be
conducted with a view to the abolition of alavery, white
the conflict waa yet la ita inlancy, it waa natural that
wben at laet tbe celebrated proclamation of emancipation
waa taeuad ha ahould hail it aa tha graateet aad moat
Important meaaure of Mr. Linooln's admlniatraiion. Nor
did hia vlewa tn tbla reepeel ehake hia populailty wltb
the people of Maaaachuaetta rive eaooeesive time*
waa ne elected Governor ol bia State, and each time by a
large aad flattering majority, throughout tha war ha
rendered moet important aid to tbe government. Deter¬
mined that bia 8lata ahould not fail to cuppiy bar quota
of troop*, h* labored eouatantly to enoourage enileu
menu, aad ao signal waa hla auccma tbat every requlal-
uon made upon him was answered by hie promptly for¬
warding the full oomplemant or men called for.
la Jannary, 18M, Governor Aadrew 'a fifth aad last

term of offlcenxplred, and be waa eooeeeded by Gover¬
nor UuUock, tha preeont Chief Magietnue of Mamasbu-
eeita. A abort time previous to the election of hie auo-
oeeeor ho waa offered tba Preeldeoey or Aniloob
College, In Ohio, but he declined tba offer. He took no
prominent part in politics aftsr his retirement Irem
uffloa, excepting hia defeaoe ot the liquor dealers, and
hla advocacy of a liquor llcansa law in Maa>
¦acbuaettsk On aeveral occasions bis name waa
mentioned In connection witu an appointment to the
Cabinet of President Jotinaon ; but tba rumors never re-
gulled In anything rhe deceaaad ex-Governor was a
man ia tbe prime of lir«t having bat a few mouthe
pamed hi* forijr ninth yaar. In personal appearance he
was a atout, fine looking man, with large leaiurea, dark
eye* and curling hair, la hla private Hie be wa* a moat
aocial and entertaining gentleman, aad waa aa much

THE DEAN E1CH90ND DISASTER.

Further Investigation of Witnesses.Corrobo¬
rative and Other Testimony.

Yesterday morning the searching investigation that
to being b«la Into the circumstances attending the Dean
Richmond and Vanderbilt collision was resumed, and
from ten to four o'dock witnesses were examined on
behalf of the owners of both vessels. No fresh light
was thrown npon ths ease, although corroborative testi¬
mony waa given npon some of the ticklish points on
wblch the case and the blame to either party reals.
George Wise was first called for the Dean Richmond

and sworn, fie said he lived at Cold Spring, and was the
captain of the stoop Samuel tioott, which pliee between
Kingston and New York on the Budson; on the night of
the collision he was bearing right up abreast or Hyde
Park when the Vanderbilt passed him; he heard her
give two whistles, and then he heard the Dean
Richmond answer with two whistles; he was

looking oat all the time, aad he saw the Dean Richmond
give a tank sheer to the eastward after the Vanderbilt
whistled to her, and soon aber be saw ths Vanderbilt
sheer also, and then both the vessels came togstbor;
this was somewhere about the middle of ths night,
altho gb he could not Hi the sxaot time ; the boats, be
said, were about two lengths from the east shore ; he got
up soon alterwards and he rounded to near the Van¬
derbilt, and then went on up the river; be did not stop
hseause they did not hail him, and thinking tbe^wanted
no help and that he might be ran Into by them, as thai
were backing and turning, he went on his way j he
heard the crash of ths collision quite pismly, as be waa
only about a quarter of a mile off to the westward of
tnem. He said he had been savesteen or eighteen
rears en the Hudson river boating, and be¬
lieved hs was qjite acquainted with ateamboat
whistles and knows what tney mean.their eeparate sig¬
nals. In cross-examination the witness stilt averred
that he b ad heard the whistles, two in number, from
the Vanderbilt, and that they were answered by the
Dean Richmond. He said he had talked a little about the
oolllalon with Keys, the captain or the sloop W. Bridge,
on the night before, but that the convereation did not
amount to much ; and he did not know how the oppo¬
site aide had got hold or htm as a witness: he had
heard no ether whistles bat those he spake or; be had
seen no schooner or other vessel at the time; but, In
answer to the Beard, he said ha was foxing straight
forward, and a vessel might have been within ten
lengths or his boat (his sloop was stated to be seventy-
live reel long) without his having observed it

Cornelias Van Scbaick wae then called as a witness
for the Vanderbilt Be waa employed an loo*out and
general waicsssaa on heard the Vanderbilt on the night
of the oelilston . his ptoee was all about the boat, to
look after the freight aad to keep wateb, although on
dark nights his plaos wae to ksep on the forward prom¬
enade deck to look out, while another man was em¬
ployed to m*sd the rreight and look out below; ou tbe
night of the collision he was rouud about tbe boat gen*
orally, and saw the Dean Richmond. When she was
about a mile aad a quarter or a mile and a hair off the
Vanderbilt gave a single whistle, to her, he supposed,
and this waa answer d by a propeller alongside with

a single whistle; then when the Dean Richmond got
within about three-quarters of a mile be beard tbe
Vanderbilt give another single whistle; tlien some two or
three minutes, more or lees, afterwards he heard a
eurioos sort of whistle or sound from tbe Dean Richmond,

a kind or whistle let ap and sounded loud again, and then
the collision cauie. Be saw the boais distinctly;
but on being asked to show their positions, be
placed them differently, both before and aftst
tbe collision, to what the other witnesses on the
same side bad done; be heard the hells also, and
saw the captan and officers or tbs Vanderbilt assisting

is gettlsg tbe paoeengers off, although he did not see
any o( the officers of the Dosn Richmond assisting
tuem. On cross-examination he repeeied the same evi¬
dence, although be stated that when be was on the for¬
ward deck be might not have noticed all tbe men there
particularly, as there waa a good deal of confusion and
running about Ou being asked by the Hoard, be said
be bad seen all the lights of the Dean Richmond when
be first noticed her, which would msks her to be la a
different direction to what he said formerly.
(William Lyon, who baa been oalled William Lamb by
some of the previous witnesses, was then examined,
alao oo tbe aids of the Vanderbilt. be was the second
wheelsman of that vessel on the night or (he collision,
and bis evidence was orroboraUve uf those previously
examined en the same side.

Willism fmltb, tho officers' coak of the Vanderbilt,
waa next examined, but no sew points were opened nor
fresh light thrown on the case, He had been on the
hurricane declc all me time, and had, according to his
statement, witnessed all that pansi-d before and after the
collision; he wis positive the Vsndertillt had only
blown one wbistU- sa h time she signalled and bad only
signalled tw:oe, ami lie beard no whistle from tho Dean
Richmond at ail but the alarm. This gentleman being
or the Etniopiari persuasion his examinatioa was tbe
onlr amus*ag point in the investigation.
Tbe case will be continued this morning at the same

hour.
