sentiment, it, notwithstanding, (to nearly ready to
fee net In moti&n us to have become already aquee-
turn of>the utmost political importance. The com¬
mittee of alz, I'omjio eJ of Messrs. Kufus F. An¬
drews, Joseph B. Taylor, John Lalor, James W.
Booth, Thomas B. Asten and Thoiius Murphy, have
already put themselves in correspondence with
leading citizen* in the various wards and leading
men throughout the State an<l country,
¦with a view to secure the utmost, possl-
fele universality in the support of Gen-
aral Grant for the Presidency. The
present committee is intended to act only in the
rapacity of an organizing body its fuactious being
completed when the campaign has been fairly
inaugurated. The movement is not intended to
be a partisan one in any sense.the purpose and
palicy of its initiators being to efleot a <fombi-
nation of the anti-radical and anti-copperhead (de¬
ments, a combination by which both factious will
be left to shift for themselves in the coming Presi¬
dential content. The roll of membership will be
open to all, regardless of political antecedent
or association, care lx ing taken that the move¬

ment shall be led only by conservative
leailers soun.t on the various questions uow agitat¬
ing Uie country. No partisan distinctions are to
bo observed, or in any manner to be put in the
way of permitting an unembarrassed expression
of popular opinion, it is expected that the inaugu¬
ration of the movement upon these principles will
be sufficient to break up the present political com¬
binations, and lead off the people in a general en¬

thusiastic elevation of the hero of the only suc¬

cessful Union campaign in Virginia to the Pre si¬
dential office.
Four clubn have been already organized In this

city, the substantial citizens in several Assembly
districts having taken the initiative in the expres¬
sion of the national feeling in favor of the General.
On the 12th of August a large body of the citizen*
of the Twenty-first ward, under the leadership of
Thomas B. Asten and others, organized the first
Grant club ever organized in this country. Later
the movement was followed in the Second As¬
sembly district. Still later the Fifth district fell
Into the line,'and some weeks ago the conservative
oitir.ens of the Ninth district broke from party as¬

sociations and declared themselves in favor of
Cirant. by whonisover nominated.
The correspondence of the General Committee

exhibits furthermore, a unanimity of sentiment
among leading men throughout the Union suffi¬
cient to warrant the opinion that the next I'resi-
dential campaign will be conducted by the con¬

servative masses of the people, with Grant as a

candidate, against the disrupted copperhead and
radical factions.powerless to stem the current of
popular feeling and enthusiasm with any candi¬
dates they may select.
A meeting of the Grant General Committee will

he held to-day, ;it two o'clock in the afternoon,
with a view to making arrangements for a general
mass meeting of all advocates of Grant at the
earliest possible day.

Tiie (.rnnt Movement in Jernay.
Tbe sigua defeat of the republicans in the ele

The overwhelming vote
which has routed radicalism from New Jersey
would to-morrow carry Grant, over all riruis, for
the Presidency. The keynote had sounded front
Elizabeth, but it seeuied to die on the air. The
elections came, and the radicals were at last con¬

vinced, by something more powerful than argu¬
ment, that they were uo longer masters of the situa¬
tion. The sound rings out again ; but this time it
will not be lost. Grant for President echoes every¬
where. and the echo is not answered by nays.
n»e men of Hudson City take up the cry,
ami a club is to be organized at tbe beginning of
next week. Jersey < ity follows suit, and Birgtn,
where Sheridan liail been uppermost in men's
minds and was unmistakably the pet, comes in
early to snnounee adhesion to the new pro¬
gramme. Xewark will not lone remain out in the
cold. A vigorous eflort will be made in favor <>f
Governor Ward f>r the Vice Presidency, but
whatever betid'' the enterprise. Grant will head
tbe ticket. Borne will support him for his military
record : others for his liberal and comprehensive
views ou the national difficulty , others still for bis
humane policy, while the radicals themselves
wdl have to fall l'*ck on his popularity to save the
fabne of republk aaism from crumbling to piece*.

The
majority for Secretary of State will probably
reach forty thousand. The Legislature is nearly
democratic. In the Senate are liftecn democrats
a/id seventeen republicans; in the Assembly the
democrats have a majority of fourteen, llnder
these circumstances it is probable that two or
three of the republicans Senators will come to
reason, and then an attempt to repeal the infa¬
mous Excise law could be made already in
the next session. It is true, Governor Feuton
can prevent this by his veto; but, perhaps,
the voice of the people, so clearly outspoken,
will not lie without influence even 011 him.
Another favorable result will probably follow
from this composition of the Legislature. The
Constitutional Convention will have to abandon its
projcct to reassemble to complete its radical

I work. They would require the consent of the Leg-
I ielature, us their work according to law ought to

have been completed before the election. It is cer*
ta n that all democratic Legislators will protest
and demand that the Convention be dissolved. On
» whole vote the democrats have a majority of
twelve in the Legislature. Ab the democratic
majority in the Assembly will probably increase
next year, it is rather certain that a democratic
.senator will be elected ia place of Morgan.

Jndgr Wnoilwnrd on the Mltnnl ion.
On his return from Europe, JUidge (Jeorge W.

Woodward wa* publicly received at Wilkesbarre,
October 25. It will be remembered that Judge
Woodward was nominated, during hia absence and
without his knowledge, to fill the vacancy in the
Twelfth Congressional district, and was elected by
abont seven hundred majority.

leea for any practical purpose. The only oasis which
meet* the eye oi the tra-. eller is an oooasional Hock
ranch, indicated by a huge water tank and a few dilapi¬
dated, miserable jucaU, where reside the ranchero and
his herdsmen, who look after the innumerable cattle,
which feed on the mesqutts grass of the ehappara), and
which. In despite of the apparent disadvantage of sur¬

rounding circumstances, grows to a size and perfection
unsurpassed In the world. As the heavy Concord stage
rattles along, drawn by eight and ten small but active
and powerful mules, ths eye of the traveller cues of.'
over thousands of acres which present not one endenc e

of lifo, bavo whun a rabbit rushes hastily across the road
or a coyote appears by Ks side, gUnocs backward with
ears erect and bonnds away, his speed accolerated, per¬
chance, by a pistol shot from some passenger of sports¬
man-like tendencies, for hundreds of miles no fencing de¬
serving of the name is obuervable, and what there is

only serves for a cattle enclosure, adjoining the ranches,
or to surround a corn field, limited is extent, the tall,
waving production of which evinces what this tremend¬
ous extent of country is capable of under thrift and cul¬
tivation. Years of re\ olution and anarchy have done
their work, and the ranches of Mexico, in their filth and
dilapidation, epitomize the country. In thetr baloful
Influence they hsve entered into the very soul of the
people, changing for the worse their idea? and their
character, until the Mexican can no longer comprehend
that there is anything better than surrounds him. until
he shrinks trom innovations with the drsad of a scourge,
regsrds the way his father did as ths perfection of all
wisdom, at least tn it* re ations to Ulm, and hates the
torsigner wiib all the ardor oi his nature, only because
he dreads an lulluence which is likely to make things
different from what they are. I am speaking now of tho

great maes of tho people, not of the educated and re¬

fined. whoso ideas have been enlarged by travel and
contact with the world, though even in these the in¬
stincts are tho same. I may remark here that the
Mexican regards the political condition of his country h-j

he does bis every -day life. To him it is what It should
bs. Peaco and quiet, a tr >ng and stable government,
would produce the »taie of things >,« dreads, would lead
to "imyrovemeLts," as they arc ny led; would replace
the chapvaral through which he i.doi on his fleet mus¬

tang, his apparel glittering with baubles of sil¬
ver, by the yellow oorn : would build np
foocos and so contract the boundless space
over which he and his cattle roam ; would
substitute the railroad for the heavy staite coqch which
ho has just learned to tolerate; and, worst of all, might
build a school bduse on the very spot from wnenco, mad¬
dened by mescal and jealousy, lie has often stolon out
from the mazes of the fandango to plunge a dagger in
the darlc. This feeling Is us strung to-day as when, un¬
der the Montezuuias, the Mexican realized that tho power
aud grandeur of his country had passed into the hand-'
of another people. Though appertaining to a conquered
rare, like isaven it has infused itself into the conquer¬
ing clement, and as to-dav ''reform" in England and
"reconstruction'' in tho rrilted States aro tho over¬
shadowing questions, so in Mexico Is antagonism to for¬
eigners. Heretofore, while this feeling has been none
tho lees strong, its objocts have boon despUcd. It has
riot been thought that they could do any Injury. To
ues them, make the most of them and in their heart to
despise foreigners has been the habit of the Mexican
people.
The events of the late war have shown them what In¬

fluence may he exerted on the country through these.
They are becoming alarmed, and as the wild Indian re¬

gards tho pule faced intruder on his hunting grounds,
the swarthy Arab the "Christian dog" whoso camels
press I he sands of his desert h<ma, so the Mexican oi'
to-day regards tho foreigner, and with as little apprecia¬
tion ot the power he provokos ho hastens to strike and
to kill.

I arrived here last evening at a late hour, and as the
stage leaves to-night for the Rio firande I have but little
time for the collection of facts and ideas; but the ques¬
tion of foreigners seems to impregnate the air, and but
little else is talkod of. To banish foreigners Is the cr>
everywhore. Many of the more unthinking advocate the
confiscation of their property as well; but it is feared ibis
might produce such a combination against (hem as they
oouid not resist; but as to the banisument there suetris
to bo very littlo dnlereuce of opiuion. From all ibis
Americans are excepted, not that the love lor them is
more.there are many evidences that it is oven less.
but even the most ignorant and embittered realize thai
should America be provoked to a war, sho alone of
all Powers would be Ukoly to gain au advantage from
it; and so for the present Americans are "our very duar

fr^hcro is little doubt that the forthcoming national
election will turn entirely upon the question of foreign
residents; and that man will be elected whoso record iu
antagonism to them is t he clearest. As far an I have
been able to learn there is at present no conclusive in¬
formation *s to men; but I have no doubt whatever
that matters will finally shape themselves as 1 have indi¬
cated.
Certain parties, recently arriving from the capital over-

larfd, give a very doleful picture of the condition or af-
fa.rs everywhere. A deep gloom broods over every-
thing. Trade is dead. In tho.lauo cities, like Sun I.tils
and Quereiaro, a very great m mber of the stores are
closed, aud very few save the lower orders appear in
public. On a very large proportion of the houses crape,
indicating a period ol mourning, is visible. The great
majority of the families have lost some mem¬
ber, upon the one side or tho other, and this
with the death of Maximilian ».nd many promi¬
nent imperialists, and the uncertainty as to iho tutu r«
of the couairy, causes the greatest sorrow ami anxiety.
Though tho political condition Is seemingly qo'et, It is
so only on tho surface ; beneath the hatreds and
jealousies the envying* and bickerings exist the same
as heretofore, aud are certain to break nut la overt acts
at au cur iv day. These thiugs are well understood by
everybody and form a constant theme of conversation.
Although the utmost strictness is exercised by the au¬
thorities towards ttie press, these matters occasionally
creep into tbe newspapers. The promptness and severity
with which the editors aro punished tor the publication
of any article" not pleasing to "the poweiff thnt be"
form a most fitting satire on republican institutions In
Mexico. But recently, as stated In a previous <ie«patct>,
tbe editor of a paper in .San Luis was Unc i $300 fur an
artiole reflecting ou thevGovernor of that State.

Association er New York tu beld yesterday at No. 60
Pine street, at which also Ike skipping iateresi of the
city >ii fully represented. Among the gentkmen seen

on the platform were the well known faoei of Junes
Brown, Peter Cooper, William Wood, Robin Dillon,
Nathaniel Sand,, Jeremiah P Robins a, John a. Wil-
llama, William K. Dodge, Jr., John ArmiUong and
Henry E. I'lenrepont.
The meeting was called to order a few nrtnutas part

three o'clock by Mr. Pars* Coot-ax, who, sfter a few
words, introduced Mr. A. A. Low as chairmai.

Mr. Tract then mad* the following addrew, in which
bu sketched the motlvea of the causae aaatmbled for
culling the present meeting. Hs said t.Tb» defective-
need of the wharves and piers of this oity d*es jiot nerd
to be made known. The traveller who cones into our

port wonders at the spectacle of inferior aid decaying
wooden piers and bulkheads and of foul slip; and tbe
practical men wbo ma'hage vessels and take in and dis¬
charge cargo And oat to ibeir cost that time, conven¬
ience and economy are gromly wined by reason of tbe
want of adeuuate and suitable di:ck* and dock arrange-
menu. At this chief oommercial point, t<> which by
endless interior canal*, rivers and lakes, end by railroads
which cover the oontlneol as with a .net, ibe products
of the forest, tbe farm, (he furnace, tbe mill and the
workshops come down to tbo sea, and where in return
arrive tbe vessels not only from our own extensive
coast, but from every ocean and port in tbe world, all
calling for the most abundant end mast perfect dock
accommodation* for safe and speedy lading and
unloading, as essential to so great a port, the actual slate
of such matters confessedly is shabby and mean, not
only unworthy of the oity hut injurious to its trade.
The American marine wbich carries our noble flag
through all the seas, showing everywhere the perlectlon
of our naval architecture, tbe skill of our shipmasters,
the bravery of our sailors, and tbe enterprise of our
merchants, surveys tbe noble docks of foreign countries,
but returns to meet the cold welcome of wooden piers
of inferior sort, and to encounter the annoyances of
crowded quays and cramped passages, full of Impedi¬
ments, where everything should be convenient. This,
the third city of tbe world in tbe importance of its
commerce, is, in this regard, far behind mauy of us
leaser rivals, but pais from the present state of things
and contemplate the future of tbe port of New York-
Its tonnage constantly and rapidly increasing, the line
of prairie and forest of North America steadily falling
back as agriculture presses upon It, and the heightened
art of cultivation everywhere augmenting the products
of the soil, the railway acres* the continent growing
two or three miles a day towards tbe Rocky Mountains,
and the trade oI Aa.a preparing to turn lt» thsi current
upon our western coast for tbe Quick pwa^o by loco¬
motive tra.n to our doors. This island, In the mid»t of
deep rivers, with spacious .and secure harbors, with
a double outlet to the occan, at the mouth
of a river, canal and lake navigation of unequalled ex¬
tent and value, In the temperate si ne, anu at the latituds
of the mean temperature of the Inhabited world, has

a commercial destiny far surpassing tbe present and fu¬
ture of any other po nt on earth, unless it shall he
marred by mismanagement and neglect. But the great¬
est national advantages cannot prevail unices wisdom
and energy be used, and other cities which liberally
provide for the conveniences of commerce and watch
over them assiduously may take anay from New York
the inheritance which it rnn and should securo.

we ,*a'1 'or g«voruuieut to take up
the matter of wharves and dockj we must
wait among the throng which beset tbe government and
take our poor chance of being remembered when the
controversies about currency, protection, froo trade,
taxatiou. reconstruction, suffrage and every other na-
tiouaJ subject 01 thut sort shall have been ended, and
when the m.lionnium shall have cleared the capital of
plunderers whose business is to make themselves annual
dividends out of corrupt legislation. Thero is but one
way to control this alt'air and put it forward.
