Garibaldi, witnesses to bis arrest at Figllost make this
declaration
At Passo Corona, after hsvlng taken part In the dliio-

latioa of the corps of volunteers fighting upon PontlOcal
territory, Ibo undersigned wer: authorized by General
Garibaldi to travel by tbe special train that had been
granted bim upon Ibe exprees condition that ho abould
be eonducted In perfeoi liberty to Florence.

At Figline the train we* stopped snd Lieutenant
Colonel ismetzl, or tbe caribaneera, approached General
Garibaldi aakiug to speak to h;m al.me. Ibe station wad
militarily occupied by a division of b»rsagiier<, under
the orders of Major Fiae'ri, and he a strong detachment
pf carabineers. A lei* minutes afterwards the General
left the carnage and we all lelt with blm. We then
heard General Oar.bold) say, In a load vote*, to Colonel
Comets!, "Have yo.i the regular warrant of arreet I"
The ooionel replied, .'No; 1 am simply erdeied to make
the arreet. "
The General anawerod, "Then yon commit aa literal

act I am not guilty of any boelillty against the Italian

But wo are equally un¬
able to divest ourselves of the duty of foresight im¬
posed upon the King's government by ks station at tha
head of a great confederation.
Tbe change from the moat intimate understanding be¬

tween Franoe and Italy, in which we have hitherto had
cause to believe, to a tea loa between both Powers,
which made It poealbie to regard a breach between thins
as probable, waa too audian to Jostify us in considering
tbe situation created by it as undoubted aod dednitive.

I have not one moment credited the calumny that tbe
understanding between Rattaxxl and the Cabinet of tbe
Tuilerles oad never even yet ceased; tbat the develop¬
ment or the drama had been foreseen upon both aides up
to the final scone; and that, notwithstanding tbe
threatening attitude of both parties, the only queetlon
now remaining was to ascertain whether It would bo
possible to reuder a division of the Roman territory Into
town and provinces acceptable to the public opinion of
both countries. I willingly believe that the reserve which
the Rattaxxl ministry has aince maintained with regard
to us is a natural result of it* position, and I do not de¬
duce therefrom the conclusion that tha relations of that
Cabinet to the other Powers mast neoeasarily be of
a character oppossd to .Prussia. But a Power
like Prussia can. In Its present poation, only
act upon perfectly secure bases, with a cear
view over tbe state or the chessboard, and I
must openly confess that I have not gathered that de¬
gree of security to the extent you appear to be convinced
of from your personal impressions in your Individual
capacity. I am not entirely free from the fear lest, by
Intervening In the disputes between the Rattaxxi Cabinet
and Its former friends In Paris, Prussia should play the
pnrt of the uncalled-for mediator whose Interforenoe In
domestic squabbles azures the displeasure of both
sides. The consideration that tbe inclination of KingVictor Emanuel and of the politicians stand¬
ing cloaer to bis heart might. In vacillatioua
of tbe political balanoe between France and
Germany, even against the wish of the minister*, easily
incline tbo scale In favor of Franoe, will be appreciated
In Florence as rully as it la hare. Tbe royal prerogative
might finally, even if Rattaxxl were seriously resolved
to make Italy independent of French Influence, give an
unexpected turn and aummon ministers or undoubted
attachment to Franca In Rattassi'a place. Your Excel-*
lency cannot be animated by more sincere good will for
tbs prosperity of the kingdom o( Italy than tbat of
which 1 have given proor in the course of my official
functions; but we, notwithstanding, rsquire tbe cer-
tsluty, before forming our decision, tbat ws shall
not t>e led by the agreement of two apparently hostile
parties Into a course to follow which would not be use¬
ful to the policy or our own country. It is evident
that if one may suppoae lu France those warlike ten¬
dencies towards Germany which I hitherto doubted, abe
would have a far more favorable pretext for hostilities if
Germsny could be induced to Intervene in ravor of the
Independence of Italy, with a war of attack asainst
France protecting tbe Pope. The war party lu Franoe
would tbereby be saved the unpleasantness of confe*alng
that It is the national endeavor of Germany against
which war was declared.
This aspect or the queetlon dlsdosee a vista whloh

a'so requires to bave a clear light thrown upon it la con-
aiderlng our position in the matter. 1 be Catholic popu¬
lation of Germaav has the aame claim as the evan¬
gelical to regard being paid to Its religious convictions.
This consideration fordids.a state with a mixed popula¬
tion to advance against tbe Supreme Head of the Catho¬
lic Church la a manner which would wound tbe i<oarts
of the Catholics. One of the preliminary condiuons
for making ourselves competent to take np a definite
position in tbe ma ter would therefore bo aa
asajraaoe whether, according to the Italian
or tbe French view or tbe view common
to both governments as to tbe fnture of tbe Papacy, it
should he secured n position tbat would also be recog¬
nised as a worthy ons by tbe German Catholics.
Neither of the partiee concerned appears hltharto
to have designed a clear picture of the future
la this direction. The position or affairs Is there¬
fore, as your Excellency has yourssir foreseen, not
yet au (table to furnish yon with Instructions by
which tbe King's government would definitively regu¬
late Its determination. We must wait until the Powers
apparently In strife shall take up their positionwith more deflnltenese. and the threata and yielding*
hitherto exchanged by both parties bave given place
toaeeitled situation. Up to tbe present time I am
unaware of tbe extent of the differences whloh might
separate the Ratiaxxl ministry and the Cabinet of
the Tullerlea Your Excellency will agree with
me tbat the Italian Cabinet, if desirous to make

a serious Impresalon upon the King's government,
would commence by forwarding instructions to its
amhasaadors, and would bav* definite statements made
to us through him aa to Its policy sow tbat, as your
Excellcury is aware, Count Launary has left Berlin, aod
official communications bave not slnco then reached me
from the Italian embassy Tbe character of tbls despatcl
require* that It should be solely Intended to suggest t*
your Exoellency tbe attitude It te desirable yon sboull
astunie and tbe ton* by wi.icb you should be governed,
without giving you occasion to avail yourself or its con¬
tents either ss an oDotal or confidential communication,
await wltti lotarast such further reports as a purely oh-
ssrvant nttitude may ennble yea to furnish.

U offered to eoapoad bootllltleo offered ao guarantees
which oould render that maaauro really aarloua, aad Ma
definitive refuaal to make a oolloctlve Inquiry leavaa ao
proapoet of any aolattoa of the pending qnaotloaa. nor
nay remedy for the abvaaa which have provoked the
rising of tha Candlotea, agitates the Chrtetlan Eaat and
cauaea aaxlety to tha great European Powera. Not¬
withstanding thoaa pressing Instances no organic reform
baa been adopted hitherto«to aatiafy the wlabea of the other
Christian populatioaa of the Ottomaa empire, for whom
the apootaole or thia ferocioaa contact t« a permanent
cause of excitement. In this conjunotore the Powera
which have offered their advioe ta the Porte have tha
ooosclouaneaa of havitur aocomplwhed that which
waa dictated by their aeatlmenta of humanity aad sym¬
pathy not only for tba general mtereata of the Christian
races, but atlll more for tho rotate or Turkey Itsoir, lor
ri Is ladiaiolubly bouad up with the well-being aad traa-
qnnlty or tho populations placed under tha aoeptro of the
Sultan. The Oablneta are apprebenaive that the prolong-
ation or tbla sanguinary conflict and tho obetlnate resist-
ance or the Poite to meodly exhortations will dlmlpate
amoag theae populatlona, at tha very moment whan
they clung moat atrongly to tbo hopse hold oat, all ex¬
pectation of a real amelloratloa or their poeitlon, thua
precipitating tho orisls 1a tha Eaat whloh tha Powers
have sought to prevent
They believe they have oxbauatod their efforts at coa-

dilation and friendly councils, aad therefore, withoot
renouncing tha geaeroua mtaa on imposed on them by
their conecleaces, they reel that nothing remains for
them but to dlaangage their raspoaalblllty by absndoa-
Ing the Porte to the possible oonseqaeaoe of Its acta.

In the path whloh It haa choeea aad In which it per-
aeverea, the Ottoman government oaaaot certainly count
oa a material assistance on tba part of the Chrlstlaa
Powers. But the Cabmeta. after having vainly attempted
to enlighten It, belfeve their duty requires them to de-
clars tbat henceforth it would In vata demand their
moral support la the midst of the embarrassments which
Turkey has prepared for herself by tha waat of defer-
eaoe to their advice.

Aaatrla aad France ta Accord.
A telegram from Dreedea, of tho Ttb of November,

reports:.The government Journal publiahes a letter
from Vienna, apparently of aemi-offlclal origin, cod arm¬
ing the existence of a circular from Baroa LSsuet,
dated the 1st November, addressed to the ambassadors
of Austria at Paris, Londoa. Berlin aad St. Petersburg.
This communication Is said to doolare that Auairia 1s
willing to take part In a conferenoe, aad to bear witneaa
to the Identity of vlewa of France and Auatrta on the
Kaatera question. The ctroalar adda that the collective
pol oy of Pmnoe and Busaw relative to the taland of
Candia ta the result of previous engagements, but that
their past a.tion canaot be considered as a basis for
frssh proceeding!.
With respect to Germany, Austria aad Franee have

agreed to abstain rrom all intervention in tha Internal
organisation of tbat country and to avoid everytnlag
that oould excite its susceptibility. Tba etroalar Is alee
sat* to express the ooefldenoe that Prussia and the

FRANCIS JOSEPH AT HOME.
Tkt Emperor'a Speech HI* Reception la

Krone*.
A telegram from Vienna, dated the evening of the 8th

or November, give* the following acoount of the rocep-
tioo of tbe Emperor Francis Joseph of Austria on his
return from Franoo:.Tbo Emperor arrived here at half-
put four this alteraoon, on bis return from Parts. flia
Majoety was reoelved at the railway nation by tbe ehief
civil and military authorities of the capital, deputations
from both bouses of tbe Rslcbsratb, and by the Burgo¬
master and Common Councillors.

rhe Burgomaster addressed his Majesty In a lengthy
apeecb, laying special stress on the statement that the
words spoken by the Emporor in Pans had been meat
Joyfully re-echoed throughout tbe eatire Austrian em¬
pire; for it was only by peace at home and abroad, and
under tbe protection or liberal and popular laws, that the
happiness of Austria could be eecured. Be expressed
the pleasure of Austria at tbe bnlllsat reception gives
to bis Majesty in Paris, and tbe delight with which tbe
people balled tbe return of a sovereign who respected
and protected popular rights. Ho oonoludsd by calling
for three cheers ror the Emi>eror.

His Majesty replied. I thank yon much for the hearty
reception the inhabitants of tbs capital bavs prepared
for me. The sympathies I encountered everywhere In
Francs were mainly feased on the conviction that, by
unity at borne, Auatrla will resums with renewed
strength tbst station to which she Is sntitled, and that
ths object lor which we are therefore bound to strive
peace: ully Is tbe strengthening of ths country. Thess
manifestations caa only encourage me to step boldly foe-
ward la the course already enteredjipon. and in so doing
