Congress do to fll up the interval to the first
Monday in December? It Is probable that the
two houses will, after a short session fo-day,
adjourn over to Monday next, and that the
intervening time will be mainly ocoupied in
caucuses and consultations, and in the count-
hgolnuﬂmnthcmhnnofthdq
and the course to be pursued thereon by the
party in power. On Monday, It is given out,
two reporis will be presented from the House
Judiciary Committee on impeachment—a
majority report against impeachment and a
minority report in favor of impeachment. Wo
have some hints that this minority report from
s majority of the republican members of the
committee will astonish the country with ita
heavy catalogue of charges and specifications,
facts and testimony, of “high crimes and mis-
demeanors” against Andrew Johnson. It Is
said, too, that be is somewhat apprehensive
that the impeachment faction will carry their
polnt, and that hence he has been calling con-
siderable reinforcements of troops Into the
defences of Washington, In view of the possible
contingency of a resolution or bill to suspend
him in the functions of his office during his
trial.

We guces, however, that Mr. Johnson may
dismiss all such apprebensions, that the reso-
lution Indicting bim and handing him over to
the Senate for trial will fall, and that the de-
bate upon 1§ and the charges and specifica-
tions from the Judiciary Commitiee will bardly
smount to anything more than a nine days’
wonder. The whole of the coming week in
the House may be devoied to the discussion of
this subject; but we shall not be surprised—if
put to the vote by Saturday evening, the 29th—
if there will be a deflnite settlement of the
matter in the abandonment of the prosecation.
The President, perhape, Is waiting to shape his
annual message as the upshot of thls Impeach-
ment movement may require. In any event,
we oxpect that this message will be exceed-
ingly interesting, and not without some polnts
and recommendations of great importance on
Bouthern reconstruction, on negro suffrage, on
the national flnances, and on Walrussis and
St Thomas, and probably some other real
estate speculations of Mr. Seward.

There Is one matter upon which any action
upon the imponchment question may be post-
ponod for a time. We refer to the case of
Edwin M. Stanton, late SBecretary of War. The
Tenure of Office law provides substantially
that no member of the Cablnet shall be re-
moved by the President unless with the advice

The Muddie and Cerruption of the Mayore
uity Electlom.

The Mayoraliy election, which a day or two
ago promised to settle down fmlo something
like a definite shape, is again muddled up in a
manner that surpasses sny former experience
in onr city politics. Three candidates were in
the fleld, nominated respectively by the
Mozart democracy, the republicans and the
Tammany democracy, and It seemed as if the
lines bad been finslly drawn prior to the great
struggle in December. But another and highly
influential section of the democratio party has
suddenly come forward with a fourth candi-
date, and its action is very likely to upset all
former calculations and to impart an entirely
pew aspect to the Mayoralty confest. The
nomination of John H. Anthon is the best
movement ever made by the Miles O'Reilly
organization. If it had preceded the meeting
of the republican convention it would have
rendered the nomination of Mr. Darling un-
necessary. No respectable repablican could
bave objected to the endorsement by his party,
in & city so hopelessly democratic, of & repre-
sentative of the old Knickerbooker line, as well
s of the respectabllity, integrity and worth of
the great commercial metropolis. As it Is,
Mr. Anthon will command & large vote under
any ciroumstances; snd If he will boldly
declare himself In favor of the popular Grant
movement, Darling, who Iy & Grant man, will
undoubtedly withdraw in his favor, and he can
be elected by one of the grandest majorities
ever cast for a Mayor of New York oity.

The importance of such a concentration
of voles upon the Knlckerboocker candi-
date must be rendered yet more obvious
to the taxpayers and io all respectable
citisens by the sstounding developments
made in the latest folmination of that
astute politician and shrewd old campaigner
Peter Cooper, who, in political tact and saga-
city, beats Poter Cagger, Potor Sweeny, Peter
the Great, or any olher Poter that ever lived.
His letter to the Corporation Counsel has fired
& mine of corruption more terrible than ever
spread consternation and destruction through
the ranks of an army of plunderers. It is
nominally addressed to Richard O'Gorman, but
ila thunderbolls are directed at the bead of
Jobn T. Hoffman, who is in reality responsible
for the consummation of all the political ras-
cality developed In its startling disclosures
O'Gorman is simply an Irish pairiot and poet,
who dreamed rosy dreams of a liberaled
Emerald Isle and came over to the United
Btates in 1848, when the explosion of the
Young Ireland affair sent Mitchel first to Van
Dieman’s Land, and subsequently to our more
hospitable shores. Mitchel went South, the
beight of his ambition belng to become pro-
prietor of a plautation covered with good fat
piggers—and failed. O’Gorman, with more
shrewdness and good judgment, saw that the
right place for a fine young Irish gentleman
was New York city, and so he planted his vine
and fig tree among us and got & good fat
office. Gifted with all the sccomplishments of
s model Dublin gentleman, winning in the
company of his own sex, irresistible in the
soclety of the ladies, excellent at a dinner, ex-
cellent at a political, Jiterary or religious meet-
ing, and st all times fully competent to maln-
tain the time-honored reputation of the famous
blarney stone, be won Peter Cooper and his
party to his support and swallowed the whole
Citizens’ Assoclation with as much ease as a
Bowery boy swallows an oyster. But his maln
rellance and his greatest faith were In the
Tammany democracy and the Fenlans, and he
felt that to them he owed his first allegiance. He
believed in Tammany es he believed In the
Pope, and would as soon have doubted the
purity of the Holy Father as of the Grand
Bachem. When elected Corporation [Counsel
he was Instructed by Hoffman and the Tam-
many ring that it was necessary sad proper to
favor certain clalms against the oity, and to
bestow large fees upon certain law-
yors, and he did not question the any
more than be would baye dgred to run his
bead against & Papal Indeed, 0’Gorman
knows mors about petticoats than politics, and
is more familiar with Irish eloquence snd Irish
poetry than with the corruptions of the rings.
In all the sstounding rascality disclosed by
Peter Cooper he was the violim of Ifinocence
and faith, and the real oulprit fs Grand
Sachem Hoffman, who advised and econsum-
mated the several jobs by signing the warrants
necessary to draw the money involved In them
out of the city treasury.

« The terrible Peter Cooper tells us that within
s year judgmenls have obtalned against
the city for advertising to the amount of one
bundred and ninety-four thousand dollars. Of
this the sam of one hundred and two thousand
dollars goes to an obscure paper owned by the
Tammany ring, and seveniy-nine thousand dol-
Jars to another paper, withoul any ciroulation
and only seen la the lowest barrooms of the
eity. It was porfecily natural and justifiable
for 0'Gorman o allow Ben Woed to get &
many thousand dollars as he could out of the
clty; for he ¢ame here 1o help the Fenlans and
relied on thelr support ; but 1t was an official
outrage on the pari of lhe Puritan Hoffman to
back up Ben Wood and the others In their out-
rageous raids upon the cliy treasury.

Pater Cooper tells us that the sum of ome
bundred and Afy-three thousand dollars was
drawn from the oity treasury for expenses of
the Oerporation Counsel’s department fn
twenty4wo monihs. In (his expendilure
O’Gorman was but an instrument in ihe

bands of his Tammesy Pope. Hoffmas, ibe

Peior Cooper tells us that the sum of twenty
thousand dollars was pald for clerk hire in the
Corporation Attorney’s office in a ltle over a
year. O'Gorman, the gemerous Irish gentle-
man, was, no doubt, willing to employ all the
needy fellows quartered upon him by Tam-
many. Hoffman, who, as Mayor, signed the
warrants for these salaries of sinecure clerks,
is the pariy really responsible for the job.

Peter Oooper tells us that the sum of forty-
four thousand dollars has ggne into the pookets
of outside lawyers for defending the city; that
eight thousand doliars’ worth of contingencies,
and some thirty thousand dollars’ worth of all
imaginary items of which contingencies sre
usually made up, have been drawn from the
treasury for the depariment. The outside
lawyers appear all to have been old line Tam-
many politicians, farmed off on the political
Irish genins, O’Gorman, by the Tammany ring.
Their warranis for pay were all signed by
Hoffman, the incorruptible, and the jobs are
all to be credited to him.

If Peter Cooper will follow up this famous
bombehell with & demand for the withdrawal
of Darling and the concentration of all the
honest voiers upon the conservative demo-
aratio republican candidate, John H. Anthon,
he may yel save the city the disgrace of elect-
ing eithar Wood or Hoffman, olear out all the
rascals in & body, and place New York af the
head of the great movement for Grant, re-
trenchment and reduced taxation.

The Emperor’s Speoch.

We give in another column the speech of the
Emperor Napoleon to both houses of the
French af the recent opening of
the session. It is like all the Napoleonic utter-
ances, in being unlike the speeches of other
potentates on similar oocossions. It touches
boldly on toples that soverelgns, as a rule,
scarcely tough at all ; and though if scrutinized
closely it will be found to have said very little,
yet it seems, as we read it, to be saying a great
deal. It alludes to the *vague disquietudes ”
that bave disturbed the mind of Europe, and
to the mnotlon fthat the modification of
the internal sysiem of Germany must be
a cause of conflit with Earops, and
asserta the necessity of accepiing frankly
the changes beyond the Rhine. As to the
Italian trouble, we sre assured that France
could not be hostile to the independence of
Italy, but was ocompelled to “save the
monarchical principle ” from revolutionary
agitastors. For France, it is said, the Com-
vention of SBeptember exists till it Is replaced,
and Europe has been invited to replace it by &

from which the Emperor will doubt-

draw the Inference that if the Powers will

no congress they cannot be dissatisfied
that France should protect the Pope.

‘We see the Emperor's apprecistion of the
Exhibition in his declaration that it has de-
stroyed a host of prejudices and international
hatreds, and his knowledge of jusi how far
such influence goes in his addition that this,
nevertheless, does not enable him to dispense
with the necessity of Improving the
military lostitutions of France. He goes
fally over the fleld of the Ianternal
affaira of his empire, notes that the
cholce of representatives by uaiversal suf-
frage has omoe more demonstrated the good
will of the populace ; that the situation, owing
to general uneasiness and business embar-
rassments, is grave; but expresses his purpose
to pursue his governmental reforms in accord-
ance with the formerly lald down,
by “developing liberal institutions without
weakening the principle of suthority.” Hav-
ing sald all which he closes with a—perhaps—
superfluous announcement that “no obatacle or
unjust will shake either his cournge
or his faith in the future ”—a sort of advance
deflance to the clamorous opposition he ex-
pects to hear from.

The Quaker Chty Pligrimage.

In yesterday’s Hemard we published & most
amusing letter from the pen of that most amus-
ing Amerioan genius, Mark Twain, giving an
sccount of that most amusing of all modern
pligrimages—the pligrimage of the Quaker City.
It bas been amusing all through, this Quaker

to business. IS was searcely wise on
of the pligrims, although it was well
publie, that so sirange & genius as Mr. Mark
Twaln should have found admission
mered circle, We are not aware whether
Mr. Twain intends giving us & book
on this pligrimage, but we do know that a
book wrilten from his own peculisr stand-
polnt, giving an sccount of the characters snd
events on board ship and of the scenes whioh
the pllgrims witnessed, would command an
almost unprecedented sale.

News from the West Indies hints the
devastation of am earthquake in the island
memorable for ils association with the name
of Columbus and as the first seat of Spanish
power in this hemisphere. From such differ-
ent points on the earth’s surface come the evi-
denoes that there is perturbation within ; that
the collision of the pent-up forces has for the
time destroyed the balance. Simultsneously
with thess internal disturbances—dependent
upon them by unknown relation—we have also
wonderful disturbances on the surface—storms
in the alr of ssaroely paralleled power, hurri-
canes that have blown the sea completely over
great tracts of land, Beyond our atmosphere,
in open space—ihere are storms In the stars,
too—shoals of nebulous matier have been
lstely driving aoroes the earth’s orbit, rebound-
ing from the elastioity of our stmoapherio
armor, or massos of this matier consumed by
combustion resuliing from the contact, or trom
the heat generated by the friction of their filght.
In all the great divisions of visible nature there
is perturbation, destruction of the common
order, perbaps derangement of natural and
planetary laws. Yet It was long since wisely
suggested that our so-oalled discord might be
“ harmony not undersiood,” and this Is » sub-
ject on which itIs hardly safe to say that what
seoms to us derangement is not order. In
whatever phrase science may siate the relation
between these several wonders of the universe—
for 1t seems difficult”to belleve that they are
oot related one with t 1s doubtful
whether the phrases can do'more than disguise
ignorance. When Moses sald of somewhat
similar wonders that “ the spirit of God moved
upon the fuoe of the waters’ he perbaps ex-
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sclence can do it even now.

Human observation bas noted in every age
that there la an agreement between the great
perturbations in the physical world and those
revolutions, changes, upheavals of society,
those disturbanoes of political and moral rels-
tions thatwre in » common view regarded as
due either to human pride, passion and ambi-
tion, or to the direct interposition of & saper-
intending “ providence.” Falling dynasties
are associated in the oldest of humsn remem-
brances with the portent of some blazing comet;
and so following there is hardly an ill worthy
the dignity of history but has had its attend Ing
®r preceding signal in the heavens. Men
readily associated these things in the ages
when faith was & governing princlple—when it
was sssumed thal they daw God in all that
they could mot otherwise explain, and when
the physical wonder that came in the same
period was naturslly taken ss & warning of
some more sirlolly buman event But this Is
an inquiring rather than a belleving age; yet
we must still essoclate great stellar-
atmospherio or terresirial perturbation with
periods remarkable for humsan changes. We
associate them Inevitably beoause they come
together as a matter of fact ; and then follows
the inquiry, Is the ‘relation merely one of coin-
cldence, or did the thinkers who groped and
guessed In the early dawn of Intelleotual light
“reason better than they knew1” Doubtless
this inquiry is to be answered fully only when
fortber dlscovery shall exaotly develop the
nstare, power and modes of action of that yet
comparatively unknown principle—eleotriolty.
It is & remarkable oharaoteristic of this princi-
ple that it is at once s cause and & result of
the greatesi operations in nature, while no
more definite account can be given of
states of humanity, whether In

that illuminate human history.

The Arrival of Dickens.
Charles Dickens arrived at Boston on Tues-
day, the 19th of November, by the steames

among the eager purchasers of tloketa
Nothing like this furor has been occossioned
sinoe his first visit, unless we except that which

Dickens, appears to be a sort of refined
Barnum, with all the enterprise and none of
the vulgarity of the notorious showman. The
Boston journals inform us that Mr. Dolby has
slready disposed of more than eight thousand
tickets for Mr. Dickens’ first course of readings
In Boston. But Mr. Dolby seems to have failed

safely be put at » higher figure than he
set upon them. The consequence of this
mistake is that the speculators have gol poe-
session of no inconsiderable number of tickels
and are selling them st twenty dollars apiece.
By the time that Mr. Dickens reaches New
York It seems not unlikely that the price of
tickets will advance to a hundred dollars or
more. At his first visit Boston fell into ecstar
cles over him. The excitement oceasioned by
bis arrival was In the beginning like & cloud
no bigger than & man's band ; but it soom
swelled to » hurricane of adulation, which
afterwards reached fits height at the Dickens
ball in New York, and then subsided. It will
be easy for the New Yorkers to beat the Bos-
tonians if the former think fit to enter into
competition with the latter. If the Bostonians
can assemble seven thousand people to wel
come Dickens, we can assemble, at equally
short notice, seventy thousand. We can afford
to pay higher prices for tickets than even thoss
demanded by the Boston speculators. We can
have an suction, at which some rival of the
hatter who made his fortune by bidding twe
bundred and twelve dollars for » reserved
soat, may double, if meed be, that sum.
We do not know whati has become
of Genin, who became famous for the highest
bid at Jenny Lind’s first concert, but here Is
oertainly & ohance for Knox to become equally.
famous. Dickens might have spared himself
the trouble of bringing over any Londoa
clothes, for the tallors- and hatters and boot
makers of Boston and Now York must be ready
and eager to take his measure and supply him
with s complete outfit, replenishing it as often
as ciroumstances may require. Neither Boe-
tonians nor New Yorkers seem disposed to
listen to our ndvice, so far to moderate thelr
enthusiasm in bebalf of Dickens as o wabstain
from making themselves ridiculouns. 'We think
they might do this and etill manifest their
hearty appreciation of his genius. But 4
appears to be useless to try to check any of
those storms of popular excitement which peri-
odically agitate the American mind, whether
caused by Jenny Lind, Japanese Tommy, the
Prince of Wales or Mr. Dickens. We can only
sdvise the public to keep as cool as possible,
and Mr. Dolby to make the most of “ the latest
