Politic.)I Convention of a Rod Republican
Kxilt.IIIm Surrender and Pardon by the
Emiirrflr-ProcrfM of Reform and National
Units.Wltui the Native Radicals jLcarn
from tbo Abolition of Serfdom.

st. pETUUHcno, Oct. 23, 1807-
For three or foar weeks past our daily press, notwith¬

standing the tide or exciting foreign intelligence that
come* pouring In with every mail, putting editors and
newspaper writers in a stato of unwonted agitation and
activity, is In a continual and joyful flurry about a recent
event, which would have formed the subject of my last
letter but* for the important and ucexpoctcd document
brought by the Berlin National Zeitung. This event, on
which the public and press justly congratulate them¬
selves, is by no moans an ordinary political nine days'
wander, but one of those momentous occurrences which
mat* an ora in a nation's life; and by yielding it a living
evidence ol the way that has been made, the progress
that has been achieved, rats*s its spirits and
courage for the toil snfl tftat la^"to come. The
fact is this>55* of oar priBcipi, because most active
and talented agitators, Mr. Kelileft; an emigrant and
dmclple of that school of Russian socialists and republi¬
cans, who for many years, with the wed known politi¬
cal exiles, Mr. Hereon (alias Tskander) and Mr. Ogariff,
at tboir head, have kept up their headquarters in Lon¬
don, and thence piled their revolutionary propaganda.
having oome to the conclusion that he, along with his
brother oxlier, bad boen laboring under a mistake and
strayed from the right way of serving his country, pre¬
sented himself at the Russian frontier and yielded him¬
self up voluntarily to the authorities asking to be
brought to trial and casting himself on the Emperor's
mercy. He was.accordingly conveyed to St. Petersburg
uu l kept in clos-1 confinement for about throe months
nad a half, when the Bmperor, having been made ac¬

quainted meanwhile with all the circumstances
of the case, and without bringing it to trial,
granted him a free pardon, with no restrictions or condi¬
tions of any sort This summary exposition of bare
facts already tolls an eloqaent tale; for any one who can

boaat oven a superficial acquaintance with modern Rus¬
sian bl lory and politics gathered from general hearsay and
newspaper reading, will easily agree that snob a stop, dar¬
ing almost to feolhardlness as It appears oven now, is not

one that any man in his lenses would have dared to cos-

template, much lees to execute, In the Emperor Nicholas'
lifetime, for whatever the compnnetion which a bigti-
tnl'nded man may feel for past errors, and whatever
his willingness to atone, he could scarcely b< .iaJclsa
to rnah on a certain fate, and, to ambition, such a very
fruitless atonement a* tin', ot pining away hie lite in ttte
mine* of Siberia. Mr. Ke1«ie& of all others, active and
estcrpmiog as Ue proved himself in the csuse with
which he identified himself, was least likely to suiter even
the homestck lotting that embittered the latter port of
his voluu'-ary exile, lo urge hies to what would have
b«eu no more lUan a morbid aa of bootless self-destruc¬
tion.
That he acted as ho did, afforded strong proof that

times have changed, that the Asiatic despot rod baa
been exchanged for the wilder sceptre of a civilised
ruler But there are more sidee than one to the case,
and the occasion for exultation would, indeed, be alight,
comparatively small, if it amounted but to a solitary
instance of individual clemency and wisdom on the
part of a kind Hearted s.iverc'jpt. Ike reason of the
grc»: and general ro.ioiciug with which Mr. KeuiieiTs
I.t»>rauon Is being bailed throughout Russia, is to be
sought mu<h deeper and farther. Fust of all
let It be borne in miod that Mr. Kcicioff is not
a commoopiace conspirator of the vulgar stamp,
nor is las recantation to be considered in ih*light of
a shadow return to the comforts or ordinary routine* so
more than it I* a denial of bis former convictions or
un lomg of his life's work; he decide nothing, renounce*
no portion of bis former salt but only undsrases a

logical transformation, each as even thinking man is
liable to who does not skat himseu op deliberately la
the theory bo baa bant up for himself, and bMI a sturdy
aad stubborn lrfiasco to the mod fyiug influence of
event* and thought, ripened by observation aad expe¬
rience.

UNITED STATES CIRCUIT COURT.
The False Imprisonment Cose Acalnat Sec¬
retary of ritate Seward.The Federal Courts
Decide t« UNRin jpriidiftMl,

Before Justico Nelson.
Nov. 27..Otorge W. Janet «t William B. Seward..

This noted cose came before this oourt on Wednesday,
oo a motion by plaintiff's counsel to remand to the Su¬
preme Court of this State. The counsel produced affi¬
davits showing the arrest of plaintiff and confine¬
ment la f<gt Lafayette by defendant's direc¬
tion, and the general history or Ute case,
which has already been published. The action
wge originally cetnmenoed in tho State Court
The deiendaat there moved its removal to the Halted
?utrn Circuit Court for the Southern District or New
York, by virtue of the provisions of the act of Cohgress
of Marah 3,1863, commonly known as the Indemnity
Act. That motion was domed at Special Term, and
afterwards granted at tienural Term of the State Court
Plain lift's counsel stated that there was such a diversity
of opinion in various courts and quarters, as to the con¬
stitutionality of the not referred to and the regularity of
the proceedings in the State Cuurt. that he deemed It
hm duty to muko the preseut motion with the vww of
oUtaiolng a decision from this court on the question of
jurisdiction that ho migtit proceed to the trial of the
caie with &afoty; that he was equally well sai >alied to
proceed in this court, but he wished to ascertain now If
it recognised the jurisdiction the defendant claimed for
It- that the Icderal were courts of limited jurisdiction
only, and it did not fullow but that the defendant might
at Mmt future day object to a Jurisdiction which he now
insisted upon.
Defendant's counsel called the attention of the ooun

to its decision in tbo ca«o of Patrio vs. Murray as involv¬
ing the satne section of the act of Congress, and con¬
tended it was authority In this ease.

Justico Nelson remarked that the motion in the case
of Patrie vs. Murray was to remove after Judgment in
the stat.' Court, while tbe present was to remove Itefore
judgment there; but ho could see no material diflerence
in the caces with respect to tbe law in question. That
he allowed an appeal in tbe case cited and the questions
therein involved would be decided by the .-'upreae
Court of the United States. He would deny the present
mutton, and a: sucpesiion of plaintiff's counsel decided
the order should contain a direction lor the case to pro¬
ceed In this court. Tbe case will be tried at tbe next
April icrta.

One of the most imposing gatherings that the Fenians
of this city over bad occurred yesterday, to mark the
sympathy felt by the brotherhood of New Tork in the
fate of the three Fenians recently executed in Man¬
chester. The demonstration was faily prepared for
beforehand. Then bad been meetings of the rartoBS
eirotes, indignation assemblies to express tbe popular
voice on tba subject, and a general sauster of the friends
of Ireland throughout the town. Thanksgiving Day ta
eeiebrated In a variety of way* by oar citizens, and the
Irish portion of them thought that tha most
appropriate celebration they could have would be a

grand funeral to commemorate the fate of the Manchas*
ter victims. At an early bonr the bystreets leading ta
Bast Broadway, where the funeral procession was to
master, wero throne*4 with men in the uniform af tha
Feman brigade. Tha ferries tbat ply from Brooklyn
were continually bearing over fresh cohorts to add to
the ranks of these, aad by the hour of noon the whole
piaaa of East Broadway, from Grand street down to
Chatham square, was crammed with a dense crowd of
thooe who sympathised in the cause of Young Ireland.
At twalva o'clock the preceeaion started down Chatham
street towards the City Ball, and when it had been
marshalled la order aad bad actually got under way It
was grand In Its imposing effect. Led by two marshals
and beaded by a band, a mass of some five thousand
men was formed foar deep, marching with aolemn tread
along tbe street. Uke a Ferment of |cbameleon hue tbe
procesalon defiled acroea Chatham square down towards
the Kali of tbe clty:»ana like an armv It marched acroea
tbe Park la review order by the Mayor and corporation,
who stood on the steps of the City Ball to reoeive
them. Tbe green and gold uniform bad a won¬
derful effect oven on tbe sombre day we bad
yesterday; tbe day lt?olf seemed in keeping
with tbe ceremonial, which was altogether one of
a fuueroal type. The men marched by. troop after troop,
corps after corps, somo bo> a, some men, until half the
procession had paased, wbon three hearses, each drawn
by four borate, came la view. Io every hearee a coffin
was deposit- d. on vrh.cti was inscribed the.names of tbe
Manchester Fenians. O'Brien, Allen and Larkln, with
tl:o touching and sententious comment,'"Wo mourn his
loss.'' Tbe word* were sufficient.

After marching by the City Ball, tbe Fenian funeral
wound its »Iov? length along up II road way. Fim '-auto
tbe marshal*, then a band, and tlien a battalion of boya,
alter which tbe rank and file 01 tbe Fenian brirade men,
placed In companies. On tbe banners which were
carried at the head of tbe column the following lines
ware printed:.

On tbe reverse of each of the two banners the words
"The Martyrs of Manchester" wsre in»cribed. Tbe
Second and Thifd Temperance Soceties of New Tork
to, a part io tha Fenian gathering, and mastered pretty
strongly on the oocasiou The tirand Marshal of tha
procession was Jeremiah M. Creed tbe aide were Joha
Kerr, Cornelius Mabony, Timothy Lynch, Joba
Murphy and, John Leney. Tba rescuers of
Colonel Kelly and Captaia I>eaa ware tbe chief
mournera, who followed the hearse la the
mourning carriages engaged for the parpoee. Ou-
reaching Foirteenth street tee Fenians marched
down to Seventh avenue, up tlitt tboroagUfare
until tbey reached Twenty third «treet, when they
eroaeed the Iowa to flint evenue, and liaallv gathered
In t'n on square.
