The Prestdeat's Message and the Alabama
Claims.

Th« most striking and interesting feature of
the forthcoming message of the Preaidont to
the Congress of the United States, as we are

informed, will be that portion of the docu¬
ment relating to the Alabama claims and the
position taken by the British government in
tbe important international controversy to
which they have given rise. The allusion to
these topics by President Johnson, while it
will probably be clothed in language«j*lain
and emphatic enough to prevent any miscon¬
struction of its import, and while it will be
acoepted at home and abroad as significant of
the future attitude of our government, will, in
fact, be only the precursor of a grand stroke
of polioy with which Socretary Seward con¬

templates crowning his public career, and
which may yet enable the administration of
his chief to make its exit in a blaz? of glory
only equalled in brilliancy by the variegated
tiro and dazzling pyrotechnic display in the
midst of wbich the dull groen curtain falls
upon so many of our modern spectacular
dramas.

Following closely upon tbe heels of tho
Presidential message will come a peremptory
demand upon Great Britain by the American
Secretary of State for a full and immediate
settlement of tho Alabama claims, on tho basis
of the account rendered by the United States,
without any offset or deduction. Tbe volumi¬
nous correspondence In which both sides have
already indulged has exhausted all arguments
that can be advanced by either government in
support of its views npon the subject; and it
is by no means improbable that Secretary
Soward feols himself no match for tho trained
diplomats of England upon paper, and believes
that ho will find the musket and the bayonet
more effective woapons than the pen with
which to enforce a recognition of his country's
rights. If this demand, already too long
evaded, shall fail to meet with a prompt and
favorable response, Secretary Saward, by a

sudden and masterly movement, msy march an

army into Lower Canada, seize upon Queboc
and Montreal, and hold them as material
security for the full indemnification of bis
government and its citizens for all losses and
damages sustained by them through the aid ex¬

tended by England, or by British subjects, to
the insurrectionary South during the war of
the rebellion.

In pursuing such a course we shall but fol¬
low closely the example of the British govern¬
ment, whioh, throngh a long career, has

promptly laid its grasp upon tb? territory of
nations against whom it has had occasion to
unsheathe the sword. Upon the first outbreak
of hostilities with France tho fleets of England
swept the seas and seized upon every French
possession within their reach; nor were tbe
oocupied islands restored to tbe country to
which thoy belonged nntil the policy of their
captors was fully satisfied. The objection may
be urged that this is no parallel case, slnoe the
United States are not now at war with Great
Britain ; but the Alabama claims have reached
a point beyond wbich there lies no medium
course between immediate payment, voluntary
or enforced ; and from tbe unmistakable indi¬
cations of the Presidential message we believe
it will be evident that with England herself
wist re*t the decision whether peace shall con¬
tinue oj to y-Ui* culminate In war. The mas¬

terstroke {ftobiblv con-cmplated by Seward
will be nothing tuof3 kban a precautionary
measure, like tho gr*at flarifc movetfeni of
Bismarck on Napoleou, when, adopting the lat-
ter's favorite doctrine of tbo consolidation of
nationalities, tbe shrewd stateaman of Berlin
made Germany a unit and left tbe French
Kmperor in a helpless condition, destitute alike
of tbe power to prevent and the courage to
resent.

It must not t>e supposed that in following
such a line of policy our government or people
have any desire to obtain permanent posses¬
sion of the new dominion by forcible annexa¬
tion. We do not want those provinces at tho
present time. Tbe transfer of British Colum¬
bia to the United States may prove all tb*t
England will be called upon to yield as a full
saUefaction of our jnet demand* against her.
It will be a cheap atoaeaoat tor ftcts that
nigbt have cost her ft bloodj «ad devastating
w«r bat tor the forbestrtaoe of tbe Aggrieved
party- It will be ft mmU recompenee tor tbe

reotly, through the hostile attitude of England
and Canada toward ub daring our terrible
struggle for national existence. But if our

occupation of Canada shall be the means of

establishing the independence of the new

dominion and linking the ohaln of provinces
together in a solid republic, Bngland will
only hare her own Machiavelian policy to
blame for the result. It would at least be

a blesuia^ tQ Canada. Freed frfl?m her useless
alliance with Great Britain * ft® the
battle ground in any war between
and the United States; in friendly relations
with her powerful neighbor, and with liberal
treaties established between the two republics,
her population would increase, her resources be
spoedlly developed, and she would grow to be a

powerful confederacy under the wing of the
United States. Her citizens, already seriously
dissatisfied with the manner in which a dis¬
tasteful consolidation has been forced upon
them, would enjoy the right of self-government
in reality; and if annexation should eventually
follow, so that the waters of the St. Lawrence
might no longer divide us into two peoples, it
would come of the free accord of both nations.

In these days of eruptions, volcanoes, mo-

teors, earthquakes and tornadoes, and the
upheaving of mountains, the public mind
is prepared for great and sudden events,
and suoh a masterstroke of policy on
the part of Secretary Seward would serve

to allay the restlessness and feverishness dis¬
cernible all over the country in business,
politics, religious and sooial life. It would
carry the heart of the people with it, and be
the crowning feat of the Minister's territorial
acquisitions, casting all others into the shade.
It would not only settle at onoe the Alabama
claims, without a war with Bngland, but it
would finally swallow up and dispose of Feni-
anism, finanoe, military rule, niggerlsm, im¬
peachment and all the agitating issues that are

giving so much trouble to the inoompetent
blockheads who are showing their folly in
Congress, and go far towards verifying the
predictions of Dr. Cummings regarding the
approaching millennium.

Our Charter Election.Tlie Muddle and tlie
Mystery Clearing Up.

The complications and combinations of poli¬
ticians on our Mayoralty election contest have
mado of it a muddle and a mystery which
honest men have been sorely puzzled to under¬
stand. Moreover, in preaching about in ward
meetings and in the highways and byways of
the city, each his own virtues and the bad
reputation of his democratic adversary, tho

highly rospeotable Hoffman and the highly
reapostable Wood have been making thcm-
selvos the laughing stocks of the community.
And what is it all about! A squabble between
several democratic cliques for the city spoils
and plunder of twenty-four millions a year.
The insiders, sleek and Cat as Mltchol's Ala¬
bama niggers, are not yet satisfied, and the
outsiders, lean and hungry as unpardoned
rebels, are clamorous for a new division of the
provender.

This is the muddle ; and now for the mystery
of this demoralizing contest. In the outset a

republican organ or two, dead sat against Mr.
Chase for tho Presidency, struck out boldly
and earnestly for the respectable Hoffman as

tho only escape from tho clutchas of the dread-
(Ul Fernando Wood, while tho radioal Ohase
organ par excellence leaned rather to the ^ter¬
rible Fernando as * choice of evils. Tho
democratic muddle, however, under the mani¬
pulations of the contending cliques by Peter
Bismarck Swoeny, Is clearing up. He has
been worming in these little outside cliques
after the fashion or the great German Bis¬
marck's scberno for the unification ot "Vater-
land." Likewise, in certain comfortable tops,
he has been successfully manipulating the
republicans.
With the retirement of Anthon this squabble

for the spoils is clearly developad into a gime
tor the Presidency. There is in this citf a

Sewanl-Weed-Raymond-RufUs Andrews «on-

servative republican faction In opposition
to the Fenton-Greeloy-Spencer-Chase facton.
Goneral Grant Is the Presidential ticket ot
these conservatives, but as a last roBort tiey
will probably join the democrats on McClePan
or Seymour rather than play second fiddle to

Greeley In supporting Cbasa. Weed and Riy-
mond, therefore, are playing for Hoffman as

the representative of McCiellan or Seymoir,
whiie Greeley prefers Wood as tho represerta-
tive of Pendleton and that extreme copper¬
head wing of the democracy, whose success in
this Mayoralty election would be too much for
these delicate and tender-footed republitan
conservatives.

In other words, as this municipal contest row

stands, the election of Wood, in giving lhe
insido track to Pendleton and the lnflexUle
Simon pure copperhead democracy, will, 1' is
thought, make the Presidential fight an e»y
matter for the republicans, even with kr.
Chase as their candidate ; while the election of
Hoffman, as the representative of the Inlia
rubber democracy, will probably force he
republicans to tack ship and compel Greeey
to play second flddlor to Raymond and Runs
Andrews. So it Is that on both sides he
ground is slipping away from under the feelof
the amiable Mr. Darling. What are character,
qualifications and loyal antecedents, and wiat
U retrenchment or reform, in this contest, to
Moiart or Tammany, or the Chitons' Assoca-
tlon floaters, or to Greeioy or Raymond T
Fiddlesticks.

The Virginia Convention, which will probably
be the most important anil exoiting of them all,
will commence on the 3d pf December next

Tuesday. The Convention in Georgia has been
called for Monday, December 9. No date has
been assignod for holding the conventions in
the remaining unreconstructed States. Indeed,
it is not positively ascertained whether in one

or two a sufficient number of votes have been
polled to authorize the District commanders in
calling tha conventions in those States at all.
This is the ease with Arkansas, and, perhaps,
with Florida. In South Carolina, also, the vote
Is very close, the total showing so far only a

slight preponderance in fevor of holding the
Convention.
That wo are justified in designating these

assemblages "negro supremacy conventions"
will be readily conoeded by any candid person
who has kept the ran of the proceedings
of the pioneer convocation.the Convention
in Montgomery, Alabama. In that body
the radicals.black and white.have an

overwhelming majority, and they have gone
to work with all the seal and hot temper of
men who have suddenly become possessed of
some signal pleoe of good fortune or have
been magically invested with some extraordi¬
nary power and influence. Their leaders are
of the tar, pitch and turpentine stylo of talk¬
ers, rabid, prejudiced and ignorant; of brutal
instincts and entertain'ng an intolerable avor-
fion to the white population in the State. The
tew moderate men in the Convention cannot
withstand this torrent of St. Domingo radical¬
ism, and are oblige! to give way before it or
Bubmit to vile personal abuse and insult
Personal violence has evon been resorted to
for tho purpose of coerolng an anti-proecrip-
tion brother into the radical way of thinking.
Among their first acti was to aadeavor to
abolish the existing 8t*tc government.which
is yet clothed wita some of the garments of
reason and is willing to see justice done the
white race.and erect in its stead a government
with Sambo in all his glory as the chief.the
head, body and souL Then the most intolerant
ordinances were passed, outstripping Con¬
gress in the extent of disfranchising white
men. It was even impudently urged that the
Military bill did not go far enough in wreaking
vengeance upon the overpowered Southern
white poople, but new tortures in the
shape of confiscation, expatriation and
disability to ergoy or exorcise the commonest
rights of citizenship were among the degrading
devices of those princes of darkness in conven¬
tion assembled; and toned down, as soma of
their incendiary and revolutionary Bcbemes
have been, by hints from the central black
organizers in Washington, the loaders were,
according to our correspondents at Mont¬
gomery, at last accounts still engaged in cau¬

cusing ujpon Uitfse disgracefo] injures. j
one of these caucuses A threat was made by one

of the leaders that if tho majority report, which
disfranchises all who attempt to dofeat the new
constitution by declining to vote upon it, and,
in addition, proposes an oath in all future
elections which will practically disfranchise a

great number more, were not accepted by the
party, he should himself bolt and use all his
infiuonce to defeat the work of the Convention.
in short, do hmself what he was anxious that
others should be disfranchised for attempting
to do. The scheme of making the white citiz°ns
pay the blacks for services from the date ol
emancipation proclamation is among other pre¬
posterous suggestions which this motley assem¬

blage has given birth to. Brtt it is unnecessary
to multiply evidences of hatred and malignity,
united with the most egregious ignorance and
downright impudence, which the leaders in this
Alabama convocation have displayed in their
efforts to degrade the white and elevate to an

utterly unfit position the black race of the
South. It remains to be seen whether the con¬
ventions that are to follow will adopt the
course of this pioneer Mack radical effort at

We bare rarely soon on the stage a more

striking example of what genius, courage and
poraeverance can efToct than in the caso of
Miss Janauscbek, the German actress, who has
been playing for some time past at th'e Aca¬
demy ol Music.

paratively unknown and without any flourish
of Bohemian trumpets, and, although the
prospects were anything but encouraging, she
grasped the situation at once and made her¬
self an artistio, if not a pecuniary, success.

Again, the house is most nnt'a orable
for dramatio performances, on account of its
s'ze and dreary appearance, and the company
that supported Miss Janauschok was below
mclioority in every respect The ostensible
manager had too mach to attend to in keeping
himself afloftt iu other respects to bestow the
necessary Attention oil his Into charge, and she
had to assist herself as well as he? tn»3*g«r.
In addition to those drawbacks she bad io
present to an American audience a language
which is by no means grateful to their ear* on
the stage. Yet, notwithstanding such terrible
disadvantages, Miss Janausohek oontinued to
make herself a favorite by the sole force of
her genins. Her imposing stage appearance,
her beautifully modulated, sympathetie voice,
and her wondrous acting, that reoali the days
of Fanny Kemble and Mrs. Siddons, bore bar
through in triumph as an artist*. Without the
artistic finish and eltssle school of Ristori, she
has the (rue, natural, eoul-teaobtog idsa of her
art, and ber warn, passiooats interpretation of
the diffleult characters sesayed swayed her
hearers with a power rarely folt on the stage,
lit she his not yet had a fair chance before
the Americas pshlto. .kow aU#nw>see«|#lt

and other blunders hare retarded her progress
la the coaey little ThCAtre Fran<;aie, with noth¬
ing but her art to absorb her attention, Miss
Janauschek would create an unexampled
furor [n this city. Germany has already sent
ua three great artistes.Fanny Janauschek,
Bogumll Dawison and Allda Topp; and the
management of the two last contrasts with the

bungling administration of the season of the
first of theso artistes.

The terrible Peter Cooper is after the Bould

Irish Boy, O'Gorman, with another sharp stick,
but one so long as to lose much of the damag¬
ing effect of its ugly point. A letter of fire
mortal coiaffihfl oh the subject of a few thou¬
sands, more or less, of municipal extravagance
would be but dry reading for the million, even

when proceeding from the pen of so accom¬

plished a political campaigner as Peter Cooper,
and the space of the Hbbald is too valuable
to be abandoned to such an extent to the poli¬
ticians or to the squabbles of the " ins" and
the " outs." It must suffice to say that Peter
Cooper reiterates the charges made in his first
pronunciamiento against the Corporation Coun¬
sel, and cites the records of the city to show
that he has good grounds for his former state¬
ments.

can Notes." He will not lack for fresh ad¬
ditional material. He will find abundant food
for bis amusing satire, because our faults have
grown with our growth. If we have become
loss thin-skinned than formerly, it is not be¬
cause we have got wholly rid of the faults that
originally provoked his criticisms, nor because
we have not acquired others that equally merit
censure.

be no Bale of single seats to-day, inasmuch as

there remain no seats to sell. The shortness
of the notice thwarted the plans of the specu¬
lators, who were unable to organize their
forces, as only six tickets were sold to each in¬
dividual. Such auctions as those which we

have suggested would enable both Mr. Dickons
aud his ngent to reap a still more plentiful
harvest ot gold.or greenbacks.

Speech of the Rev. Newman Hall on the
Ori«in Nad Cnuae* of Ihe British Feeling
Towards America Harlan the War for the
Union*
Alt bough the special meeting of tbe members or the

Union Loague Club was summoned to lake place at eight
o'clock, it was nearly nine before the business of the
evening actually commenced. The President of tbe
Club made an introductory speech, in which he re-
tarred to the principles on which tbe Club was founded,
and said that the Rev. Newman Hall had been one of
those Eagliahmeu who believed in the integrity of the
Union and bad bofrionded it in Ita peril.
Tbe Reverend Nlwma* Hill then spoks as fol-

ows:.
Mr. a.vd Okstuuhw.I reel proud of the

distinguished honor wbicb you aud the members of tbe
Union League Club hnvo j«id me to-night. I know on
what foundation that institution rests; that It is a society
Ihat was formed or the Intellect and worth of the country
at tbe moment of that country's greatest peril. I never

experienced such kindness in my life as that I have re¬
ceived since 1 have l>eca in the United States, but 1 do
not fiattdr myself sufficiently to take it all to myself. I
know that It is meant towards the great body of the
English people that espoused tbe cause Of Amerioan in¬
dependence against the encroachments of a faction; the
cause of freedom and liberty against slavery and Its
downfall. Mr. Hall then went on to state thai he
thought the oontest which had occurred In America
arose through the Idea ot social self-government from
whence, In fact, had arisen the American nationality
altogether. The idea of self government in America
was not like what It was in France.-morely an idea to
be written out on paper and then virtually abandoned la
a part In government. He remembered well all that had
occurred in England during the civil war In the United
States. Tbe government micht have appeared to have
been opposed to the caut» of the North, but the whole
heart of the English people were IdentiQed with the
struggle which wss then going on. Numbers of meet-
logs were held In behalf of the Northern party, but not
one public meeting WW held in hebalf of the ;<outn.
Slavery was attempted to be upheld as "one of those
peculiar institutions Indispensable for a free State," but
Wtlberforce and others had shown better. It was a blot nn
the famo of the states, and If England bad .. u< 1
the side of these upholders of »la»iry » w£u|d kT., bl«:fcbIO".-w tlme lleeff ooTlS
never eilsee. Mr. Hall entreated the member* of the
club to think gently or those who la England appeared
to be <>n the aide or the Southern States and slavery.
He said that Mr Polios and others of tl-.e American rep¬
resentatives appolnt»d by the ttttrbansn cabinet bad ad¬
vocated the cause of isoutliern Independence, and com¬
ing as It did from those, thulr representatives. It was no
wonder that a cortun port ion of the aristocracy an.I oth¬
ers in England advocated the claims of the confederacv,
For months beforehsnd the pr>-sf of London had been
weaned over to this war or thinking, and it was no
wonder that tbe gos^rallty of papers took the course
they did. The speaker then mentioned what John
Bright, Mr. Cbitliojm, or the Voming ffhtr, and others
bed dons on behalf of tbe Northom poople, and con¬
cluded with hoping thst tbe American and English na¬
tions would be united in heart as they were In Interests,
and thanked tbe President nod members of the Union
League for the consideration and attention thoy bad
bestowed on him.
The Rev. [>r. Thoct** then spoke at some length

upon the unity or Interests between England and
America, and mentioned that he bad heard Mr. Newman
Hall speak twice before on tbe subject of America on
tbe other side, and In both esses he had expressed the
same.sentiments and spoken In the same fearless, out-
spoken manner m he had done last night before the
Union League Club.
Pome other centiemen spoke at the conclusion of Mr.

Thompson's address, and the meeting did not break up
until a late hour, when a supper and other festivities
eloeed the proceedings.
