The grow clearings
amounted to $71,474,000, the gold balances to $1,853,202,
and the currency balance* to $2,747,859. The rapid
decline ia the premium daring tue last few days is
mainly attributable to epecuiatioa tn anticipation of the
effooi of the President's Message and the report of the
Secretary of the Treasary. The latter in particular ts
expected to present a strong argument in favor of the
baara, and they are malting the most of it la
adranco, preparatory to a bail movement, wnich will
carry the premium above 40 again. The fact that the
government baa ty pay seven millions ia coin to Russia
within a month for the territory of Alaska, and that
a large amoual of ooin Interest will fall due on the 1st
of January, in addition to the principal in coin of about
¦even millions of bonds maturing oa that date, has thus
fir assisted the downward course of the premium; but
ultimately these payments will be the cause or an ad¬
vance, because the coin reserve in the Treasury will be
weakened to that extent and the power of the treasury
over the market will be correspondingly diminished.
Tue larger tne Treasury reserve of ooin ia the stronger
the credit of the government Is likely to be. The
deciles tn gold la the midst of to much
commercial depression as now prevails all over the coun¬
try tends to aggravate the dangers of the situation by
increasing thai depressloa, and the lower it goes the
store Imminent will be the peril to which the mercantile
community stands exposed. A large percentage of the
merchants and traders of tbo entire country are already
practically insolvent. Many have openly failed, and a
.till greater number will soon pass into liquidation. The
cause Is to be found In the contraction of a hundred and
¦nine millions of legal tendor notes during the past
year, and the consequences of contraction, sup.
posing It to be persevered ia. will before long be
.een in a great oommerclal and financial crisis, wnich
Will leave the country prostrate and the Treasury bank¬
rupt. Yet in the face of these dangers the Secretary of
the Treasury adheres to his suicidal policy of withdraw¬
ing legal tender notes from circulation at the rate of
four millions per month, and Congress does nothing to
arrest the evil hand that is sowing the storm to reap the
whirlwind. Even those who ara most Intereslod in
.verting disaster mantfost a strange indifference
4o the surrounding peril; and there are some
who approve of the policy of the Treasury,
apparently unconscious of the enacts U is producing.
If the merchants and bankers of this city properly ap¬
preciated the Importance of the currency quosiion at
this time they would Immediately call a muss meeting
oa the subjoct and send a petition to Congress protest¬
ing agains^furtber contraction. The fossus composing
the Committee of the Cbambsr of Commorce, who re¬
cently made a report In favor of a resumption of specie
payments In 18C9, neither understand the subject nor
represent publio sentiment. They are simply blind dis¬
ciples of Mr. McCulioch, and their report ts calculated
to mislead Congross as to the views of mercan¬
tile and financial men at this centre. There is
tio lime for delay in legislating against contraction If
the oountry is to be spared the disastors that threaten
It, and Congress sheuld be guided accordingly. The
total amount of gol I certificates issued by the Sub-
Treasury up to the 30ib ult. was ^$232,390,900, of which
$301,927,000 had been redcened, leaving outstanding
$30,703,800.

SOUTHERN CONVENTIONS.

Second Oat'i PrMeedini^-Th* Extrrm*
ltndtcnla RoM«d a Htrlctly I'urtv Vote.
Judge Tnlinferrti of the Mupretne Court*
Blcetcd on k Vote of 31 to 38 u President.

s Over Crn.net Unrilent.
N*w 0ri.ki.ns, Not. 2r», 1867.

A test fote on the election of a President of the
Convention to day resulted in the ntter ront of
the extreme radical party, led by Crane, ths bla¬
tant radical of the Republican Executive Commit-
mittee, who for year* ban palmed himself off opon
the party aa a negro equality man of the most
radical kind. The more moderate radical*, who
are opposed to extreme measures In favor of negro
supremacy, carried the day, and elected their
Preaident, Judge Taliaferro, of the Snpreme Court,
on a strictly party vote of .11 to 39. Tho contest was
a fierce one, and mueh bitterness was manifested
by the leaders of both parties. The conservative
radicals, who were victorious by thirteen vote*,
are jubilant, and if they can control their fol¬
lowers in subsequent tests of strength will do
signal service to the State and the cwntry. The
following are brief minutes of the day's proceed-
i"C:.The Convention met at 11 o'clock A. M., Gar¬
diner, the coal black president, in the chair.
A delegate suggested that K<*hnp Campbell, of

the colored Methodist Episcopal Church, open the
convention with p*ayer. The Bishop mounted the
platform and delivered an eloquent prayer, fall of
politics and negro equality doctrines. He called
upon God to incline the hearts of thid
Convention to Justice and righteousness, that
their deliberations might result in the
passage of laws in which no distinction
of race or <*oh>r wonld be made. He invoked the
blessing of God upon Andrew Johnson and all in
anthority. and requested Providence to remove all
from authority wno were not so animated by the
spirit of justice and equality. The Bishop is an
educated negro, and speaks like an Anglo-Saxon,
with an entire alieence of the negro dialectln pro¬
nunciation.
At the conclusion of the prnyer, Mr. Wickllffo,

who is one of the leading white member* of the
Convention, ofTered a resolution to the effect that
la the selection of all subordinate officers, em¬
ployes of the convention and standing committee*
there should be no distinction of color.that they
should be selected equally from eaoh race, when a
violent party spirit was manifested.
Judge Crawford, plain, of Ouaehlta parish, led

off in a grandiloquent speech, denouncing the reso¬
lution and declaring that said Convention should
recognise no distinction of color, declaring that
said resolution was wrong because it referred to
separate races! This convention waa called to
legislate for both races, and he waa opposed to
any resolution which apoke of race or color.
When Crawford was seated a yellow delegate
moved, amid much excitement, to lay the rcsolu*
lion on tho table.
The President.All those In favor of this reso¬

lution will stand upon their feet.
The Clerk (Vigera), who knew something of

parliamentary nsag-s, here corrected the chair.
The President.The question is upon the yeas

and nays. Those in favor of Isylng tne res tlntion
on the table will rise and stand upon their feet.
Several whiten and negroca claimed the floor,

and "stood upon their feet." For a few moments
t!«i Convention resembled pandemonium more than
a legi«lative body. The ignorant President pro
/.m. became confused. Crane, plain, and the
clerk, yellow, got him back to the main question,
when the resolution was laid npon the table by it
vote of 38 nays to 47 yeas.
Mr. Cromwell, of Orleans, moved that the fol¬

lowing named officers be elected by ballot: -Pre¬
sident, Secretary, Sergeant at-Anns and Door¬
keeper.

Mr. Cooiey, ef Point Coupee, moved to amend
by electing a pre udunt viva voce.
'Mr. Jones mov»d to lay the amendmont on the

tahl*. Adopted.
Nominations for President of the Convention

were then declared in order.
Mr. Bertonreau, of Orleans, nominated Kufus

Waples, of Orleans.
Mr. Dupart, of St. Tammany, nominated W. It.

Crane, of Orleans.
\fr. Jon^s, of Orleans, nominated Charles

Si.iith, of Orleans.
Mr. Smith, of Orleans, nominated Judge J. O.

Tal aferro, of QMtahoula.
Mr. Snaer, of St. Martin, nominated Simeon

B?ltien, of Orleans.
Mr. Hmith, of Orleans, declined in favor of Hon.

J. <}. Taliaferro, of Catahonla.
And the Convention proceeded to ballot with

Ingram (yellow), Cooiey and Mnshaway (white),
as tellers. The reli wsa called, and se the names
of members were called, Blaokbnrn, of the Homer

(white), Placbbeck (colored), WirklilUi
(white), and others explained their vote*. Pinch¬
beck (yellow), and Wickltffe (eolored), had a wordy
" set-to" oo a point of order, bat WickMfffc, on the
fourth round, waa the victor, sad the voting pro*
ceeded. On the first vote Taliaferro was ahead.
The notniote of ffejden withdrew his name, and

on the second ballot the contest was between
Crane, Maples and Taliaferro, all white. The
voted wore deposited iu thu hat, but on counting
them it was discovered that one more )>aUot hud
been deposited than the to al vote polled, Mr.
Muahaway, oi;e of the white teller*, declared it a
fraud; Cooley (.vhite) and Ingram (colored) re¬
ported aa the majority that the odd vot# was one
of the iirat baliot oaat, and that it had
" atuck to tho secretary's foot," and had
thus bi' u carried into the seeond bal¬
lot. A bitter wordy fight ensued, and for
a moment, there was danger that there would be
an open split between the Waplea, Crane aud
Taliaferro factions. Severe remark* were made
by several parties; negroes who had never aeeu a
meeting of thin kiud before jumped to their feet
and the Rpirit of discord wan rampant. Cooley,
disgusted, refused to act longer aa teller, but
McMillan, Crawford and others restored harmony,
and the third ballot was proceeded with, Waples'
friends withdrawing his name and leaving the
contest between Crane and Taliaferro. On tli#
third ballot, which was strictly a party contest-
extreme radicals against moderate radicals and
conservatives.the Former were beaten by a vote
of thirty-eight to fifty-one, aud Taliaferro was de¬
clared unanimously elected president. A com¬
mittee, composed of one negro and two whites,
conducted me venerable Taliaferro to the chair,
whiou the ignorant Gardoer at once vacated. On
taking his seat Judge Taliaferro said :.
Gentlemen of tue Convention.la thanking

you for tho honor you have conferred npon me 1
must at the same time declare, In all candor, that
it is with diffidence 1 assume the duties you have
assigned to me. It is true I have had aoine little
experience in these duties, yet I fear que»tions of
difficulty and delicacy may present themselves,
and it is desirable that the presiding officer
should bo more conversant than 1 pretend to be
with parliamentary usage. Gentlemen of the Con¬
vention, you are charged with the performance of
grave and r> sponsible duties. The troublo and
commotion through which we have passed has
destroyed the leg.slative authority and arrayed it
against the national authority. You have assem¬
bled to provide a Htaie constitution for Louisiana,
and yon must remodel it and embody any mate¬
rial changes required in the material offered.
Mew principles have arisen and new amendments
will enter iri'o the fundamental law. The work of
destroying is easier thau restoring. One madman
destroyed tiie temple at Ephesus, but the science
and labor of manv were necessary to rebuild the
noble editice. Gentlemen, I hope you will be
able to frame a constitution conforming to the
age, with equal justice to all, that will redound to
the welfare of the nation.
Judge Taliaferro took liis seat amid loud cheers.
The next business was the election of a serjeant-

at-arms, and alter two motions of adjournment
had been voted down Mr. Berthol, colored, was
chosen by a majority of one vote. The Convention
immediately adjourned until nine A. M. to-mor¬
row.
Judge Taliaferro, who has been elevated to the

Presidency of this Convention is a Judge of the
Supreme Court, aged about sixty years. He was
formerly editor of the JwUpm&ettt, at Harrison¬
burg, Catahoula parish, until rebel rale suppressed
it. An original Union man, he voted agiinst se¬
cession in the Convention, of which he was a mem¬
ber, and when the State acceded he entered his
protest. Hv was subsequently arrested, bis paper
suppressed, and its editor thrown into prison at
8hreveport, where ho was incarcerated for several
mouths, lie is an able jurist and will give tone
and standing to this Convention, should he ally
himself with the white man's party, which is des¬
tined to control this Convention if its members
stand shoulder to shoulder. Judge Taliaferro ia
the lather of our respccted Postmaster.
