almost clear of Ita paranoial old women, and (raa. for
th* while, of tea fights, couversaziom and other fountain
bead* of discord, the monk riddon city bldi fair to ri¬
val, in Its display of spite, vonom and cjrulrism, any
of the fashionable watering place* at U>* height of their
season.
What the "red*" hare loot In the field they

Ti e F-npernr's spe-sob has tailed to fire to franco

that! rofonad satisfaction whicb the friends of the gov¬
ernment lod tbo world to expect. It partikes of the
Ju'., stale, and unprofitable, and not a little indignation
is expressed, at that part of it, calling op^n frenchmen
10 frankly acquiesce in tbo iof io of fsoia, achieved by
l'ruekii. Possibly no graver error could have been
oomiulttoa by the Emperor, In the' opinion of many,
than pe milting this aggrandizement of Prussia. It
wounds their pride, and questions their supremacy; for
in this last respect, France, Hke the Turk, can brook no
rival near her throne. As an Indication of the unpopr-
larity ol <he speech.numerous arrests have been made,
of persons del cted In the act of toaring it down froin
the nelis, where it bad been pasted up
The Emperor must feel the effects of his decree, abol¬

ishing the d-cission on the address to tbo throne. On
the 4th of February, 1861, the Emperor, on grounds of
public utility, praisod the custom and declared the advan¬
tages of criticising bis annual discourse *s opening up an

opportunity for his officials to reply to theiatlaeks of tbo
opposition In the following March, on rocalving the
address from the Corp* Liffulatif, the Emperor alluded
to tbo livollnosa that had marked the debates, hut
which, instead of disturbing, would Instruct the
country. His replies to the addresses presented in the
following years, were characterized by a similar spirit,
all tending aa ho expressed it, to bring homo to the

country the real intention of the government, and to
Knit closer the compact and devoted majority whlob up¬
held Napoleon io ideas in tbo Otrpt Legiilatif. Tbo
privilege which the Emperor praisod in K^bniary, 1801,
ho eatahlisbed by a decree on the preoodlng litIf of
November, as a '.striking testimony" of his oonfldonce
in the nation, yet, by a decree of the 10th of
January, 1867, ho abolished tbo same privilege.
this fame striking proof of his oonfldonce In tbo
country. And for whst rsason, or upon what grounds?
Forsooth thai the public time wu waited tit mere par¬
liamentary tilt*. Tbis, too, wben Franca, when Europe,
read from day to day tbe charge of the opposition, and
tbe counter-charge of the government.the thrust aad
the ripofte. Hut what la moat curious la, that tbe valu¬
able time eip- ctod to be economized, has not resulted In
tbe gain or a single sitting to the Chamber. On tba
contrary, never did a session drag its slow length along
more than did tbe predecessor of that now assembled.

M. Schneider, tbe 1'resident of the Corps Legirtattf,
contrary to th* usual custom, delivered no speech on (be
opening of tb« session. Had be done so, tbe opposition
Deputies would have asked him soma awkward ques¬
tions; so silence was the mo' ifordre.
In tbe Senate, M. President Troplong opened with an

address, which consisted of funeral orations that might
have been equally appropriate over the tomhe of the
{Senators in whose honor they have beon pronounced.
Of course, Achilla Fould came in for the lioa's sbsre of
tbis in mcwin'am, and of whom, by tbe by. It is difficult
to comprehend how, If he was tbe financial savior of
Franco, the Emperor could have got along for sucb a
length of time without him.
The opposition Deputies were never In better heart, and

some of their little differences of opinion are beginning to
be reconciled. IL Jules Favre has lost no time in open¬
ing the campaign against the gpvernment. His demands
were deposited, having been duly signed, by expected
sympathisers, on the first day of tbe session. They em¬
brace three delicate questions.vis., foreign affairs, the
expedition to Kome, and lastly home politics sad the
recent application of the laws relative to individual lib¬
erty. It is expected, however, tbat permission for the
urst Interpellation only will be allowed.
A few days will show wbothor tbe Emperor's letter of

tba 19th of last January will be carried out in the
liberal spirit In which be again assures us It bas boea
conceived. Tbe new law upon tbe organisation of the
army has been given to the public, and has beei» sent
for exsmlnation by tbe Corp*Isgulat./ to tbe same coas-
mlsslon which examined tbe original scheme. The chief
suic-ndincnts proposed by the government areNine
years' service in time of war, and in peace ffve instead
of sevea; five years' service la tbe Qardt KoUiona't
Mobiie, and the Axing of the annual contingent to tbe
army 100,000 men instead at 100,000. Industry and:
agriculture alike cry out against this absorption of labor
to be wasted ia a barrack lire.

M. Etnile Oiilvler and two other Deputies bsvs de¬
posited their amendments relative to the laws affecting
the press. rhenemay bo summarized thus:.Abrogation
of the discretionary regime, responsibility alone with
those who use me press, full liberty to establish a news¬
paper without a previous monetary deposit, the abolition
of stamps exrept for postal purpose^ aad the trade of
printiag to be roe. 1

livered in the Morcer street church last winter on '* The
Evidenese of Christianity in the Nineteenth Century."
Tbe key note to this work la struck In the following
sentence:."Theologisns must deal with living men
and with living opinions, and if they arc not prepared
for this, they are not prepared for tbe work of their
age " The aim of Mr. Barnes Is to aid t&« ministry in
preparing, as they must prepare, to meat men.living
men.on tbe queation of tbe Inspiration of tbe Scrip*
tures, and with arguments that will commend thorn -

Mire* to tboM trained tn the principles of profound
criticism; on the question about the antiquity of the
race on earth, and with argument* not derived
from synods and councils; on the wboie question
of miracles, and of a supernatural influence In the aflblrs
of men. Mr. Barnes says ttist "a more deep and subtle
Ilwthetsm in the form of Rationalism or FbsitiVfism
lies at ths foundation of the sciences of thin day, as they
are bold, than the treat mass of the friends of Christi¬
anity are sirsre of, and against all this, it may be un¬
consciously, tbo friend of Christianity struggles and con-
tends when be attempts to Impress its truths on tbe
minds of men." Behoving, as Mr. Barnes doss, In the
diviae orieln of Christianity, he sndossrscs to supply
modern weapons against modem assaults apoo it. And it
is soraetb mg for a theological teacher to remind bis pupils
tbat tbis is an age or progress, notonly in tbe dlaoovsry
of the taws of science and tbslr practical applications, an
age of the printing press, the steamer, ths railwar and
tbe telegram, but also an age of searching inqairr and
new modes of interpretation.

In this sixth
edition tbo work bas been thoroughly revised and fur
the most part ro-written. Eight carefully and beanti-
tuily executed plates am added, which wore drawn by
Tiflea West, from natural object*. engraved and priatod
ty Kdmund Evans ia tbe Oral style of Color printing.

Mr. Hogg's work Is divided into two parts. If we
find tbe first part, which is a history of tbe Invention
and improvements of the microscope, somewhat long.we
are fully indotanifled by tbe second part, which is sub¬
divided into three parts. The first treat* of ths develop*
ntent and structure of plants, algm, moliuaks and in-
soot*; the second of the microscopic anatomy of the
human body, and tbo third of minerals and the forma¬
tion of erys-talsi What wealth is offered, then, in this

Whoa compiled conssieatlonsly from original sources of
information, aad, especially, If the compiler ie able to
givenruthful aooounts of what passed nadir his pwssnal
obeervatlon during the exciting scenes of ths war, we
weloome such books, from whatever potat of view they
may have been written, a* contributions to tbe materi¬
als requisite tor tbe future impartial aad philosophical
historian. The socoad volume of a work entitled
"Pictorial History of the Civil War of the Called States
of America," bv Benson J. Lowing, hen Just appeared.
It cannot bo fairly denied that It powsasss some of tbe
qoalitiea wtiich we hare mentioned as Indispensable
erea In these works that'ham bo ciaisi to tbe dignity of
history, and, aeverthelesa, amy press ceoveaient for the
public and mora or lam useful to tbe future historian.
Mr. lasting haa turned to good account ia this ele¬
gantly boood volume his loan experience as a
book maker. His familiarity with the senetl and
the graver ha* enabled him to ei&vea his
somewhat dull bat honest pege with numereas iilastra-
trations.

Hat the
gossip which he glvte about bia owa viaUs to persons
aad pieces during his Soothers toar ia generally un¬
worthy of a place aoea In the letter of en "occasional
corroapoadeat" for a aowspaper, and ia still mere leap,
priate In a profsseed historical work. After all, the
Itlee of eld aewspapete are among tbe moot rateable
onglaal aources of histonr.

Eng¬land is wniting for Russia t» send on aomo encour¬
agement first, and Russia will not come forward be¬
fore England has shown the example. Bavesia has
enough te-do with Wagner fer a prophet, without
the Pope. Spain has nothing at all but fervent
enthusiasm. Austria has had too much to do with
the Italian question already, and the Pope himself
does not mean to be dioUted to by any Congress.
Ho how such anassembly can be called peaoeftU, or
deliberate, with any comfort, is a mystery. People
who are hard up for an operette should take the
Congress for a eubjeot; all the kings would draw as
well as the Grande Dnchesss, if brought In as
cleverly as the Congress ever is in all the Court
speeches.
Monseigneur Dnpanloup has also expressed some

clever things, but about the education of women
in France, which I hasten to ooinmuuicate te th«
fair Bex. It appears that French ladies have until
now oeen brought up in the bosom of the church,
and that they are henceforth to be turned over to
Hi* arms or the university. M. Dupanloup thinks
this very improper, and all thinkers are taking
the question up as enthusisstically as if their
sisters, mothers and daughters were being ex¬
posed to insult.
