MntCAHTiui Lifrast LsiTuRsa..Profonor R. Leyiscn
delivered a free lecture last evening in room No. 14,
Clinton Hall, before a number of yonng men connected
with tbe mercantile library class on political economy.
Tbe lecture constituted tbo first of the term series, and
was devoted mostly to an analysis, rather more acute
than broad and comprehensive, of the late financial
report of tbe Secretary of the Treasury. The professor
contended that in his financial management tne Secre¬
tary bad manifeated more than usual judgment, insight
and ability, but Indulged la some verbal criticisms
of tbe use of tbo word "money" as used m tbe report.
Professor Lerison was of the opinion that, in tbe docu¬
ment under consideration tbe secretary bad confounded
tbe idoa of moony with that of loanable capital, and thus
a want of logical precision.a cloudiness of meanlog.had
been engrafted upon an otherwise very able report Money
was one thing, and loanable capital, wblch might or
might not be money, was something ele« ot Intrinsically
dilTerent meaning, borne further criticism, somatimes
logical, somsttmos verbal, completed the lecture, which
was one of exceeding acumen and Interest

Historical Litmus*..Mr. Ernest O. Hopp delivered
tbe first ot bi^ aeries of historical lectures last evening
in room No. 24, Cooper Building. The subject was tbe
"First Inhabitants of America," a topic upon which a

great deal ef theorizing and speculation has been ex¬

pended, not particularly valuable ao far as tbe settling
of the vexed question is concerned. Mr. Hopp discus-
sad witli considerable erudition the state sad peculiair
barbarisms of the aboriginals, more than once hinting
at the poesible precedence of a certtln sort of oriental
civilization to the ages of barbarism through which the
aborigines* must have passed to have lost ail uscaa of
tbeir origin and remote derivation.
The aseetnblaKe of listeners, though small.the room

being about balf filled.was very -attentive. Joe de¬
livery of the lecture, which contained not a little acute
though aatisfactory speculation upon various points of
interest to antiquaries, occupied nearly an hour, and was
one of an intended aeriea upon teplca of kindred Import.
