Thus, for an illustration, we see that
the momination of Genmeral Hanceck for the
next Presidency on the Washington platform,
by the independent National Johnson Conven-
tion in the White House, has wrought such a
wonderful change among all the politieal

Industry has been paralyzed irough
clous legisiation of a wdical Congress.
one hand stares the people, boib
white snd black, i the face, and on the other
they live ia aread of a terrible internecize
war Dotween the races. Generals Ord and
‘Bancock and other sagacious and conservatire
officers of the government in the South s
what Is coming, and they appeal to the anthori-
tles at Washington and to the people, throngh
the press, for help. But where is help
to come from? The North Is suffering
from the same cause. Fifty thousand work-
men are out of employment in New York,
and the same deplorable stale of things is
seen generally thronghout the Northern States.
Winter has sot in with a fearful prospect for
the laboring poor. What, then, will the North
be able to do for the South when widesprend
distrees prevalls at home? What can the goy-
ornment do? With a burden of taxation une-
qualled in any country—a burden that has
become insupportable—the Northern peopl?
cannot support freedmen’s bureaus or other
monstrons charitsblo institutions for the main-
tenance of three or four millions of idle negrocs
and millions of impoverished whites in the
Sonth. The United States Treasury, so far
from having money for such a purpose, musi
soon become bankrupt itsell under radieal
rule. Looking at all these appalling signs of
the times, it is evidont that the whole country
is onthe eve of such a revulsion and smch
distress as it has never yet experienced.

We said the cause of all this is found in the
atrocious legislation of a radical Congress.
Let us explain. When the war ended the in-
dusiry of the Sputh was not destroyed, A yast
deal of properiy had been desiroyed, itis true ;
but the loss fell chiefly upon the Southerners
themselves. Still, the rich and productive spil
remained and the labor to cultivate it was
there. The people accepled their changed
gituntion as the natural result of the war, and
were dispozed everywhere to go to work ear-
nestly to maintain themselves and to improve
their fortunes. Grant, Sherman and all the
other brave and large minded military com-
manders granted liberal terms on the surren-
der of the rebel armies, looking to an early
restoration of harmony and good will. The
President, though he made some mislakes in
bis irying position, favored the same policy.
No one of sense and divested of strong preju-
dice could help seeing that the welfare of
the Norith, as well as of the South—
of the whole country, in fact—depended
upon & liberal policy and early restoration of
the rebel States. But, unfortunately, we bhad
a radical revolutionary Congress—a body of
men more eensoless, destrugtive and Impracti-
cahle than the Roundheads of England or the
Jacobins of France. Haviog an overwhelm-
ing majority in Congress, though clected on no
such issue as that they have since made, they
adopted a proacriptive and ruinous policy
toward the Sonth directly opposed to that of
the generals of the army, the President and
the people generally. Instead of restoring the
South, with slgvery abolished, they undertook
to reconstruct it on the basls of n supre-
macy. Their sole object was to Create a
radieal political power in the South by means
of the negro vote, which would give them =
continued control of the government and the
spoils of office. This, and this alone, was and
is the motive of the so-called recomstruction
policy of that party. They pretend to act
upon absiract principles of right, just
as (he bloody-minded Jacobina of France
did; but we all know this I8 sheer
humbug, and that their only object Is
politieal power. In a word, they would see
the country plunged into anarchy and the
grentest disiress rather than abandon this
selfish, infamous and ambitious object. They
eéven have the bhardihood to pursue their
destructive course after the people of - the
North have pronounced against it at the polls,
hoping to reach their ends by means of the
voles of the semi-barbarous negroes.

Now, lel us see what has been the result of
this Jacobin radicalism. The Southern Stafes,
which used to contribute largely by their staple
products to both our domestic and foreign
trade, and which are still capable of contribut~
ing largely, are ruined. The industry of the
negroes has been destroyed through giving
them political power, through false hopes of
agrarianism baving been instilled into them
by radieal demagogues, and through their
natural disposition to indolence when not
under the direction of the white race. The white
people of the South are naturally so disgusted
by these ignorant semi-sivages being placed
over them that they have no heart to do any-
thing. They feel that there is no security for
their labor or ecapilal, and that if they plant
they may ugt reap, or that their stock and
produce will he siolen by the negroes or
appropriated to them. Under this state of
things there will be little planting next year,
comparatively. The while people will raise
little wore than is necessary for a bare exists
ence, and that al the risk of this being stolen or
taken from them. The Eastern States are over-
stocked with manufactores and the West wiih
produce, but their best market fa ent off
Siagnation in trade and euspension of employ-
ment consequently follow, The South can-
not pay ils debts, and much less conlinue even
a portion of ita former profitable trade. The
capltal comcentrated in the grest com-
mercial and moneyed cenires, finding no

employment in legitimate trade, § em-
ployed in° stock gambilng. Such 1s
the actual condition of the country as

brought about by radieal legislation ; but
the prospeet in the future is more gloomy still,
Unbappily, the present radical Jacobln Con-
greas will be in power long enough before the
volce of the people can be heard at the polls
fo do a vast deal of mischief, and it is quite
probable that before another election can take
place the eountry will be planged lato terrible
distress and revulsion. We would be the last
to create unnocessary alarm, but the aigas of

The advlces which we publish to-day’ go to
show that the veni, vidi, vicl iden is not of easy
enjoyment, however, in this instanoe ; for we
find that about five thousand soldiers, British
and Hindoo, encumbered by an “immonse
equipage and s great number of followers,
were sosttered around the shore at Annesley
bay in such & manner that King Theodorus
could stampede the encampment atany mo-
ment if he at all understood the strategy of our
American-Indian warriors. The men were
prospecting for water in every direction, and
its want was sorely felt. Water had been
found to some extent, but it was of such an
unwholesome nature that as many as eight
steam transporls, hired al a heavy cost, were
detained off shore for the parpose of purifying
it by condensation. These vessels were to
have heen employed in towing salling trans-
ports filled with soldiers from Bombay, and
their diversion to this new cmployment limited
the English reinforcements and so delayed an
advance in force into the mouniain region,
which flanks the desert country Into which the
English army must penetrate before it reaches
the King and his capiives.

In this situation our correspondent notices
the appearance, far in from the British camp,
of haf a dozen of French military men, who
appearcd, as he intimates, to be engaged
in & mission which looked as if its object
was more in the interests of the Afrlean
ruler than of the British--aconjecture which
may turn out to be correct, as the French
bave acquired o considerable interest, reli-
gious andterritorial, in Abyssinia since the year
1859, when Captain de Russel negotiated wilh
Agam Negusye, a rebel, against Theodorus, for
the cession of the Bay of Adulis, the “key of
Abyssinis,” with Valentia Island, situated at
the entrance of the bay, to France—a piece of
diplomacy for which Napoleon aflerwards
apologized in some shape to his royal African
brother.

Whatever can be a¢complished by “pluck®
and endurance the English will do in Abyssi-
nia. It is prudent, bowever, not to underrate
the dificultics of tho expedition, bound round
as it is by home red-tapeism and known only,
as yet, to the British people by an addition to
the Incoms tax impost. England has con-
ducted many great wars, but it may be said
with trath that she has never been fully pre-
pared for any of them until afier she had
gained a victory or lost o battle. Bir Arthur
Wellesley had to begin again on ibe Penin-
gula after the retroat of Sir John Moore, and
altbough the British conquered at Inkerman
they were not first in order for the Redan.

By an Atlantic cable telagram received last
night we learn that Licutenant General Sir
Robert Napier, a gallant and hard working
officer, has sailed from India to take-the chief
command of the Eaglish army in Abyssinia.

Fenlnnism In the British Empire and In
the United States.

From a cable despaich which we publish in
this day’s Heraro it will bo seen that, though
Fenianism did nol blow up the Pritish isles on
Chrisimas Day, the Fenians were not altogeiher
idle. A species of infernal machine got up in
the shape of a letter is the latest Fenian in-
vention. Large numbers of these missives
have been transmilted through the Post Office
to prominent Individuals. In one case the
letter exploded in the hands of a policeman,
horribly mangling his person. The entire
country is filled with alarm, and the leading
journals are calling upon the people every-
where to imitate the example of London, which
Las sworn In thirty thousand special constables,
Such a panic has not existed in England since
the stirring times that preceded the passing of
the first Reform bill. The Chartist excitement
of a later dale, in which Louis Napoleon
figured as o speclal constable, is npot
to be mentioned in comparison.. The
crisis is really serious—all the more
serious that the enemy is unseen and that the
mode of warfare adopied by the malcontents
is as novel as it is harbarous. Fenlanlsm Is
now, as an organizalion, in antagonism to law
and order all over the three kingdoms, and it
remnins to be seen wheiber peaceful and
law-abiding citizens or Fenianism shall gain
the mastery.

Yet we bLave liitle
trouble with them. Now and again they make
a grand demonstration in Jones' Wood, where,
in bifslutin specches and some rough and
tumble fights, the surplus steam ialet off. This
done they retire peacefully to their homes for
asenson, We advise'our English, Australian
and Canadisn friends, if they woald avold the
danger of gunpowder, aad other |
explosive substances, to consldor whether il is
not possible for them to beneflt by the example
of Joge' Wood.

The Condition eof Mexice.

Mexico, pursuing the ordinary if not even
tenor of her way, is in the full enjoyment of
another revolution. Apparently, this revolu-
tion Is & very mushroom as regards the
rapidity of its growth. Bome ome ¢ pro-
nounced” at Merids, in Yucatan, on the 10th
instant. What he pronounced or why he pro-
nounced it are facts of such small-moment that
they do not appear. He may bave disliked the
way the Governor ocarried his cane or cut his
beard. Perhaps bis beefsteak was spoiled.
He was determined that there should be a
change, and he ¢ promounced.” His pronun-
ciation was acceptable to the people. They
preferred it to law and order and pgace. They
prefer anything to Iaw and order and peace in
Mexico. ‘This preference, therefore, does not
necesaarily indleaio that the pronunciamiento
was & prime article. It recelved, however, an
“ almost universal support,” and the Governor
saw good reasons for sudden departure from
his official residonce. Now that seventeen days
bhave elapsed, the revolation has possession
of the State—holds the capital and the sea-
ports—and has proclaimed a dictator, who is
none other than Santa Anna, that veteran
molh who has tempted fate in the flame of so
many revolutionary candles. Santa  Anna is
bourly expected to arrive “with men and a
million dollars,” and put himself at the head
of the movement. Perhaps, after all, it is the
very revolution that he went to lead and that
60 unforlunately hung fire some months since,
Santa Anna is expected, and while the Mexi-
can Congress in Mexico city is hearing the
congratulations of Juarez on the re-establish-
ment of peace, the proper officials are prepar-
ing at Vera Cruz a military expedition for the
assertion of the authority of the republic in
Yucatan, .

It was falzely reported a short lima since
that there wasa revolution in Durango. Theore
wag none, II was a mere dispute. Don
Tomas Borrego and Don Francisco Palatio
wers candidates for the office of Gov-
ernor. Ol course they were both elected.
This happens in republics. Palacio, by way
of argument, then had Borrego dragged from
his bed and put in jail—either because he was
olected or becanse he was not Borrego’s
friends went to the jail and seem to have made
some noise, and the jail guard, excited by such
outrageous proceedings against the peace of
society, opened fire, to the material damage of
Borrego’s party., In Guanajusto also thers
were two candidates for Governor, one named
Doun L2on Gusman, the other Antillon, a gene-
ral. One Don Encarnacion Semrano had the
impudence to suffer a demonsiration fo be
made in front of his house in favor of Gusman,
wherenpon General Antillon, that the freedom
of opinion and elections might not be com-
promised, forthwith inecarcerated the said
Serrano. It would be an oulrage against the
dignity and peace of the Mexican republic o
argue that there I3 a revolation in the very
State of Mexico, though 1t i3 no doubt true
that within less than a hundred miles of the
very edifice in which the Congress of the
republic has just lislened to the message of
Juarez, which claimed much for Mexican
bumanity because the government had only
taken half & hundred lives where it might have
taken thousanils—so near to the wery high
altar of authority forly men recently held the
road all day and robbed every passenger, and
have now repeated thisso oflen that travel and
commerce in the distriet are given up.

The disorders in the interior are like the
“revolution” in Yucatan ; in each case the
distinctive fact is the same. Social order—the
dominion of law—always implies an antece-
dent dominion of force. In land: where order
hns reigned so long that men have grown up
in the knowledge of ils advantages, moral
foroe is suficient to sustain 1t ; but in all otber
lands, if not upbeld by the etrong hand of
power, it is toppled down by every breath ;
any man's fancied grievanes, wickednoss
or whim may destroy it, and it is the accident
of human rage. Mexico is in this condition.
Authority Is not sirong enough anywhere to
dominate personal popularity, or to control in
any positive sense. During the time of the
recent empire, when the French troops bheld
the country, it was noted that their suthority
did not extend beyond their lincs—that at a
mile from the camp the people scorned the
power of the soldiers, This facl was used to
argue their unconquerable character—their
determination to be free, But it only indicated
the tendency to disorder wherever power was
not immediately felt. We see by all the recent
facts that the nation s n9 more subordinate to
il governmént of lis choico” than it was to
the French troops. In all thiz {he lendency is
to the destruction of industry and trade and
the abolition of society, in a geaeral senze, to
barbarism. At present there is mo promise
of a remedy. The recent message of Juarez
does not appreciate the situation, or even re-
molely touch this greatest danger of the Mexi.
can republic.
