The Appointing Power 10 Locnl OfMces=The
Qunestion of the Tax Commisslonership,
Before Judges Leonard, Sutherinnd and Packham,

e Peple, de,, Appellania, w, Jomes M. Raymond,
Rewpondent. —This case was brought to test tho eonstl.
tationality of tha act of 1867 empowering tho Governor
o app the Com of Taxes nod Assessmenta,
and was argued bofors the Decembor General Tarm of
Shis court. The following is the cpiuion rendered on
Monday last by Mr. Justice Leonnrd :—

The new duties dirocted to ba performed by the
Tax Commiksioners under the act of ,
and since that time by the sot of 1567 and other aets,
are merely incidents and colorate additions to the
duties belore these dates for & loug thwe appertaining
4o tho ofice of assessors of Laxos,

From 15880, wheu the Doard of Tax Commiesioners was
ersuted, until the wet of April 17, 1867, the Commission-
ors were M‘rmul-d by the Board of !iupervllnra or by
the Comptroller of the clty of New York, local autwori-
tles olected by the peaple of that city, The change In
the appoloting power from the Supervisora to the Comp-
droller mada no infraction of Vthe constitution, Lecauses
fi0 0 officen nre elocted by the peopie of the city
witlin which the Comm!ssionsrs are to Torm
