Governor Fenton on Nutionnl Affairs=A Boeld
Bid for the Chicago Convention.

Governor Fenton in bis last,as in all his pre-
vious annual messages Lo the Legislature,
devotea considerable space to his views on
national affairs and especially on the diffienlt
problewn of Southern reconsiruction. Evidently
satisfied that the extreme radical progrimme
will he pushed through by Congress and made
the foundation of the plaliorm of the Republi-
can National Convention at Chicago in May
next, our hopelul Governor in this message
may be sel down aa baving put in his bid for
the Vice Presidency.

Firat, he says that “the predictions of disaster
to the couniry from the emancipation of four
millions of slaves have been most aignally falsi-
fied by tho event ;" that not only have the
freedmen proved themsolves good soldiers, but
faithfal laborers and law-abiding cilizens, and
that in every way they have vindicnted the
wiadom ol Congress in giving them the right of
suffrage, This ima fancy sketeh, the value of
which will be understood by the render in
placing it vis-a-vis with the actual condition of
things in the South at the present time, largely
resulting from negro delusions connectad with
univeraal negro suffrage. The Governor, upon
this matter of suffrage, thinks that edueation
.ond intelligenco are very good things, but that
fn reorganizing the rebel States the p.ra-
mount gqualification of loyalty i *a wital
eonsideration.”” e then repeats the old story
that with the collapse of the rebellion the
States involved In it were “deprived of all
civil governments ;" that they wero d'sorgan-
ized communities, subject to the lagislation of
Congress ; that the Prosident “bad no power
to enact or repeal an act of Congress,” an
that in bis policy be assnmoad the prerogatives
of Congreas and shameiessly insisted on the
funmedinte reinstntement ol the rebelsin power.
Next we are told that in their scornful rejre-
tion of that generous peace offering from Con-
gress—the constitutional amendment of 1866 —
the rebels put il beyond all question that they
were still animatad by the spirit of the rebe.-
lion, and showed that with their consent there
could bo no resioration which did not give
them increased political power in the gencral
government as the rewurd for thelr altempts
to overthrow it ;

Tha Governor from this point nndertakes a
zoalons defence of the sbandonment by Con-
gress of the conaiitutionsl amendment ratitied
by nearly all the Siates representad in Con-
greas, and the adoption, instead, of the military
diatricts, rebel disfranchisemeni and universal
negro suffrage system of Southern reconstrue-
tion. Hoe thinks, too, that this schieme is work-
ing splendidly, and that “unleas new obstacles
ara interposed to delay it we bave every
reason to believe thal this work of restoration
s on the ove of finul success.” Finally,
says the Governor, “I do nol overstaio
the patriotism of the people in the remark
that they wero nevor more united than now in
the purpose to hold what has been thus achieved
(universal liberty, equal rights, &c.) as the
unlooked-for results of & causeless and bloody
rebellion for the establishment of o slave em-
pire and the destruction of the American
*Union.”” Thus, it appears, that to the extent of
hia ability Governor Fenton sustains the negro
sulfrage and negro supremacy reconsiruc-
tion policy of Congress, as the only policy leit
for tho restoration of the rebel Siates consist-
ently with the protection due to loyal Southern
whites and blacks and with the future peace
anl barmony of the Union.

Nowbhero in this official stump speech, how-
ever, does Mr. Fenton undertake to explain
the meaning of the last fall elections, including
our New York November election. Tho re-
sulis, from Maine to California, cloarly mark a
popular resciion againat the radical excesacs
of Congrons, and in Now York o most remark
able political revolution. But our hopetul
Governor, consoling  hima:lf, no doubt, with
the idea that these radieal misfortunes are but
accidental or incidental and temporary, and
patisfied that the radicals will control the
coming Chieago Convention, goes the whaole
figure of negro suffrage and Southern negro
supremacy.  We  suspeet that  he  builds
upon this (beory :—That as the West, in
Mr. Chaze, or even in General Grant, will
got the republican nomines for President, the
East will be entitled to the Vico Presideney ;
and that s New York, of all the Eastern
States, ia (he frat to be looked after, the New
York delogation will only bave (o name thelr
man to secure the prize,

Bul if the Governor and bis committee of
radleal managors, In running their State ticket
in the interest of Mr. Chase, lost the State hy
fifty thousand majority the olher way in 1867,

Chicago In 18081 Again, il Qbio, against Mr,

Chase and his shibboleth of megro suffrage,
#peaks as emphatically as New York in 1867,
what hopo is there in that quarter for the test
guestion of Southern negro domination in 18681
Governor Fenton, with others of the radical fac-
tion, may rely, perbaps, upon the negro vole
of the ten Sonthern States to be brought into
the election on the basis of negro supromacy.

| Weo undertake to say, however, that the admis-

sion of those ten States into tho contest upon
thia basis will turn over fully twenty States of
the North to the other side. Dut we presume
that Governor Fenton has taken pains lo in-
form himself exactly of the position of affairs
in the republican camp, and that his message
on Southern negro reconstruction may be in-
terpreted ns pretty plainly foreshadowing, bit
or miss, sink or swim, the platform, if not the
ticket, of the Chicdgo May Convention.

Progress of the Southern Reconstraction
Conventions=Whnt Will Follew ?

Were it not for reporls of some wrangling
or fisticuffing, or an appeal for alms, we would
hardly realize that the work of Congressional
reconstruction is now going on, or supposed
to be golng on, in five of the ten Southern
unreconstructed States—to wit, . Virginia,
Goorgla, Arkansas, Mississippl and Louisiana.

Alabama, the first to start the ball nnder the
programme of negro siupremacy reconsiruc-
tion, has passed ita period of gestation and
given birth to a singular hybrid in the shape
of n State constitution. In this political

monstrosity are embraced provisions which”

even the wildest radical in Congreas cannot
find it in his conscience to endorse. Among
these are the free suffrage, white disfranchise-
ment, confiscation, negro jury, amalgamation
and other favorite theoriea of the radicals, to
say nothing of the very latitndinarian prinei-
ples of the framers of the constitution on the
subjoets of malrimony and divoree. The elee-
tion for the aeceplance or rejsotion of this
instrument is fixed for the 4th and 5th proximo,
and in the meantime the canvasd, which also
includea the choice of Slate officers under the
new constitution, goes on with more than
usnal fervor on the part of the white popula-
tion in opposition to the negro supremists.

In Virginia, what with the Constitutional
Convention, the Conservative Convention, the
meeting of other bodies and the negro high-
days and holidays inseparable trom the season,
thero has been a lively time at Richmond for
somo weeks past,  The Constitutional Con-
vention met on the 3d of December, and has
pursued a radioil course from the bogin-
ping. The radiesl framework of the new
conslitution bns been presented by piece-
meal, and discussions, alike amusing, instructive
and bumiliating, have followed. The negroes
have the upper hand, and the most nlira mea-
sures bave been proposad. In the distribution
of privileges to the imbabitanta it is difieult to
agcertain where those vouchsafed the white
man come in. The proceedings of the Conven-
tion are not only radical, but revolutionary ;
and were it not from fear of the mil'tary they
would, no doubt, be characteriz:d by acts of
violence which the records of negro rule in
other climes cannot parallsl

The Georgia Reconstruclion Convention
(which convenel Docember 8) has just reas-
sembled at Macon afier a recess of some days.
The sulijects thus far discussod in its delibera-
tions ure similar to those embraeed in the Ala-
buma Convention, with one exception—thal of
pay. The Alabama assemblage voled itself a
certain amount per head per day, and we be-
lieve the suma were paid out of funds in (he trea-
sury. In the case of *he Georgia Convention,
however, those who beld the keys of the public
exchequer refused to honor the drafts of the
Convention, and hence there were terrible com-
plaint and worriment among the poor black
delegates. Bome very honorably went to work
at one dollar and a hall per day on public
improvements, and thereby were ennbled to
subsist without running into debt or becoming
a tax upon public charity. It is now proposed,
we perceive, to issue Siate notes for the pay-
ment of the wages of the members, the eredit
of the Siate, so far as the Convention has power
to do 8o, being pledged for their redemption.
Finaily, we sce Congress entoring the field in
behalf ot the delogates, and one sympathizing
Senator proposes to swoep ont of existence at
one fell swoop all the Siate officers who have
the temerity Lo quesiion the aulbority of the
Convention. That game was tried at the initin-
tion of the Alabama Convention and proved a
losing one, Whelher it will fare better in the
cage of the Georgia Convention remains to be
seen.  General Meade, however, is now on tho
ground, having superseded General Pope, and,
as the former bas the reputation of being a
wiscr and morve concilistory commander than
the latter, bopes are entertained of a peaceful
solution of pending difficultios.

The Louisisna Convention has been drag-
ging along a slow and uninteresting existence
of some seven weeks, nod has really nccom-
plished notbiog beyond tha adoption of » few
provisions respecting the rights of tho blacks
to the ballot, the jury, to publie conveyances
and public hotels. The question of pay and
mileage was among the first disposed of A
number of personal wrangles, In which the
nowspaper reporters came in for their share of
abuse, as was also the case in the Virginia and
Georgia Conventions, bave marked the pro-
gress of the Lonisians nssemblage, In neither
of the Conventions now in session are there
evidences of immediate dissolution, however
much such a consummation might be devoully
wished for.

We have not yet heard from the Mississippi
and Arkansss  Constitu‘ional Conventions,
which were to bave met on Tuesday, January
7, the former In Jackson, the latter in Little
Rock. In esch of these, however, the radieal
programme I8 nearly the samo a8 that pre-
sented in the preceding Conventions j the only
difference in either probably will be shown In
the temper and intelligenea with which the
viarfous topics may be discussod,

In all these Conventions, in all these nnren-
sonable efforts of the radicals to demonstrale
the capubility of the untatored negro for self-
government, we observe no Indications of the
prospective advancement of the black raes,
except it bo upon the nocks of the Southern
whites. Hereupon, of conrse, (he whites must
nccopt the challenge, and a atruggle, In which
the blacks will assuredly come ount second
best, must ensue. In Virginia we already see
that many wretched blacks have betaken
themselves to their primitive huts in foresta
and wildernesaos, almost outside the bounds
of elvilization, and are there relapsing Into a
condition worse than absolute African batbar-
ism aod heathenism.

Mr. Bchonok’s New Whiskey Bill

The b:ll iniroduced into the House by Mr,
Schenck, from the Commillee on Ways and
Menns, to prevent frauds in the taxation of
whiskey, and the remarks with which it
accompanied, give a good deal of informa-
tion of a remarkable character upon the sub-
jeet. The bill—which passed the Ilouse on
Tuesday—provides that the tix on whiskey
sliall be paid befors the article leaves the
distillery, and shall not in fulure be locked up
in bonded warehouses, where il appears, as
gtated, there are now twenty m'llion gallens of
spirita stowed nway, upon which there may or
may not be any duty paid, according to the
honesty or disbonesty of the officials. Mr
Sehenck showd thut while the goverament was
entitled to receive n lmndred million <ollara
tax on whiskey not more than thirly millions
woere paid, thus leaving a d ficit of sevenly
millions of doliars to the Treasury lrom (his
source of revenue. This fraud be claims to be
chargeable Lo the system ot transporintion
from the dislilleries to the bonded warchouses
and the want of integrity of the subordinnle
officers of the government created under the
presont law, which Is a moere mockery and
operalzs to the prejudice of honsst manufn:-
turers and beavy loas to the government. Mr.
Schenck says it bas como to the knowledge of
the commiltee that inrgo quantitios of whiskey
are removed from the bonded warchouses by
means of duplicate keys by collusion whh
officials, and that mueh of it which is supposed
to be transferred from the warehouses to Lhe
charge of a collecior al some distant point
nover arrives thore, but is otherwise disposed
of and never pays any tax. All of which
only proves that the present law ia inoperative
and mischlevous; is fruitful of fraud in every
sbhape, and ullerly demoralizing in all il
fealures, Therciore the sooncr the whole law
is remodelled the better ; and perhaps the best
way to do it would be to reduce the tax on
apirils o fifty cents a gallon, as recommended
by Mr. Wells, the Spocis)l Commissioner of
Internal Rovenue, which would do away with
the present premium on frandulent praclices,
and would nndoubtedly increase the revenme
derived from the manufacture of alcobol in
every shape.

Tho Japauese ni the City Iall.

A troupe of Japancse juggiers paid a viait
to the Mayor's cffice on Tuesdny for the pur-
pose of presenting n eword and some lans and
charms to the dignilary in command there,
The chief of the party said that “ his visit to
this country wns not prompted by sordid
motives, but to afford his fumily and himself nn
opportunity of improving their minda by the
ohservation of foreign mannera and c¢ustoms,”
Ie chose n rather unfavorable place to make
observationa of this kind, and his impressions
of America, il confincd to the Cily Hall, can-
not be very exalied or complimentary. In
order to pursue his studics of eur ecity govain-
ment be and bis troupo should be taken (o
Blackwe!l's Island, Sing Sing and the Bloom-
ingdale Lunatic Asylum, where they may see
some of our embryo politicians or those who
have reiired from public life. Again, they
would be edified by allending a ward primary
or u seasion of tho Board of Councilmen, and
their almond-shaped eyes wounld roll in astonish-
ment at beholding the style in which a “ job”
is rushed through our legislative bodies. A
sword is a singnlar present to make to one of
our public fanctionaries, unless it was a deli-
cate insinuation that be might have ozeasion to
nse it for bari kari purposes, and tbo charms
may bave been intended to asaist him in hood-
winking the eyes of the Gothamites. Tbe
children of the Tycoon will certainly learn
moro at the City Hall than the professors of
Osaca or Joddo ean ever teach them, and they
may gain some important knowledge in their
own vocalion of jugglery. Their most
astounding exbibilions on the trapeze and
slack rope sink into insignificance betore the
feats of onr politleal tumblers, and their
gkill in producing money and other articles
from o hat or n box cannot be compared with
the tricks of the cily fathers, who contrive to
exiract millions from the treasury in positio.s
apparently unremuneralive, Altogether, the
visit of the Japanese to the City Hall will open
their eyes to the fact Lbat there are stranger
things in our politics than they ever dreamed of
in their philosophy.

The Cotton Tax in the Senate.

The House bill, which passed by a very
large majority enrly in the sesaion, 1openling
the tax on cotton, has been ignored by the
Senate, and a subslitute was passed by that
body on Tuesday suspending the operation of
the act for one year from April, 1868, to April,
1869. This is better than nothing for the
depressed cotton growing inlerests ; but the
tax is an Iniquitous one, and the House bill
ought to have been passed by the Senate. It
would be just as reasonable (o lax the
wheat and corn grown in the Wesl, the
fruit of New Jersoy and New York or the
cabbages of New England. Such a tax on the
product of the soil is contrary to tho spirit of
the constitution at least, and, we believe, to
the latter, according to the ffth articlo of the
ninth section of that insirnment, which declares
“that no tax or duty shall bo laid on arlicles
exported from any State.”” The conduct of
the Senate in thia matter Is mean, narrow
minded and pettyfogging, and shows tho
necessity of the poor Southerners being repre-
sonted in Congress in order to check such
oppressive and nnconstitutional legislation.
It is to he hopéd the Honse will adliere to its
bill sbolishing the tax altogethor.
