TUe most intense excitement prevailed In Wall street

yesterday on the announcement tbat James H. Levered,
the second teller cl Ike City Bank, bad absconded with
$360,000 In greenbacks, the property of that institu¬
tion, In his possession. The authorities at the bank arc,
as is customary In sack cases somewhat reticent on the
.abject of their loss, but we are euabled through lnfor-
Station cleaned (rem them and other sources, to present
sin accurate account of this most audacious robbery.
The defaulting teller Is a youug man, not over twenty-
Ave years of age, but lately married aad most respect,
ably connected, standing in the relationship of nephew
to Mr. Charles P. Leverlcb, President of the
Bank of Mew York. His lata employers
bear high testimony in regard to his smartness and la->
tslligence, and placed the highest couridence In his In¬
tegrity aud trustworthiness. He had boen for seven

years In tho employ of the bank, and through hts cor.

reel deportment and assiduous attention to business had
won tbo esteem of both his employers and fellow clerks.
He was iu tho receipt of a salary of $2,600 a year, aud re-

aided at No. 80 East Twenty-sixth street. The suspicions
Of IDs President of the Bank, Mr. Taylor, were Drat
.roused on learning that Levertoh was paying for
bis residence the high rent of $300 monthly,
.ad callod him to account for living In so extrav¬

agant r mauner, but l^everich excused him¬
self by saving that so large a mansion was

necessary, as hli mother and sisters Intended to reside
With him. It has since boen ascertained that he nego¬
tiated with Mr. Lor man for the purchase of an estate

at Inglewood, but tho money was net forthcoming and
the matter fell through. Last Monday week a note was
received by the first teller of the bank from Leverich
Mating that he was Indisposed and might probably be
detained at home for a day or so. Several days having
elapsed and he falling to appear, the bank officials
orderod an investigation of his accounts, when
M was discovered mat lie was a delaulter
te the amount of (300,000 to $350,000. TUe
examination nas not .vet bteu conc uded, and tho
deficit may on further Investigation amount to a much
larger figure. TUe officials have received Information
th»i be on nls residence at five o ciock o.i Sunday, the
bin Inst .tccompauieii by Ins wife and having witii him
ee baggage only a small valise and travelling shawl, and
weut in the airec ion of Seventh avenue. Previous to
his leaving home he left directions with his servant girl
to delner two trunks and a hamper, w:nch in a.i pro¬
bability contained the greenbacks, to a cartman of the
Wefctcoit kx press, who wo.Ud call lor them on tha fol¬
lowing morning at ten o'c ock. The girl obeyed the
orders given her, and banded over the proporty
to the expressman, who arrived at the house
punctually to the appointed time. This baggago nas

bat by dabbling deepiy in the slock ot tbo Chicago,
Bock Island aud i'acillc itai road Company, whose atUirs
bave of late boen so prcmnieutly before the ourts.

Luwis, also of tbe said firm ol P. & IL Lewis, bankrupt.
Tbe petition was not joined in by Philip Lewis, wtio
witn Henry Lewis composed the firm, nor did Philip
Lewis asuuut to b.ivitig the firm declared bankrupt. This
action of tye Kc^i.-ter woa erroneous. General order 18
preMintB the proper practice iu such a case.
