The <lebat* in the Senate te-day on tbe . Home Recon-
struciton bill was listened to> throughout by the largest
a raoM f"*l»'ona«e audionce that has filled the S uale
tallerlea since the beginning of iho session. Kvory
vacant aeat on the door waa occopiod either by members
or %toe Hoaae of Represeu:stives or privileged sirsnge-s,
and the Diplomatic Gallery was tared 10 its ntmost
rapacity to accommodate tbe foreiga Ministers and their
families. The beautiful weather of to-day contributed
in a great measure to fcrlag a throng of visitors to the
Capitol, a particularly large proportion being ladies.

. enator Morton, of Indiana, who still seems very feeble
in the limbs, delivered his speech, seated at 8enalor
Sherman's desk, His voice rang oat olear and
resonant In the hu»hed silence of the Senatorial
chamber, and his arguments, which were pleaded with
marked dispassionateness of feeling, were heard with
noticeablo Interest by all present. The absence in bis
speech of all partisan abuse wan net the least oom>
mendable feature In It. while republicans were unaut-
mous In pronouncing Its logic incontrovertible and
its tone eminently dignified. Among the first
who gathered around him after the oonclusion
01 bis address to extend their congratulations was

Senator Doolittlo, whose tmpm$ement or manner In
freetlng his adversary was no less warm than that or
the radicals themselves. Senator Nye, whose reputa¬
tion us a stump orator Is of no mean order, followed on

the same side, and If be failed to Introduce any striking
arguments succeeded admirably, by bis rein of humor,
in placing himself en good terms with its audience
generally. He addressed himself espocially to bonator
Doolittle, aud at times appeared to grow quite
satirical on that gentleman's course in politics. The
Mlltonic Illustration be introduced to show the plastic
adaptability of political trimming had the merit of being
dramatically rendered, and excited tbe risibility of the
r»ve and reverend Senators themselves. Au incident
happened afterwards which evoked, at the risk or cen-
*ure from President Kan Wade, the patriotic sentiment
of the galleries. Referring to the great gathering of tho
clans alluded to by Mr. Doolittle in his speech the pro-
vlous day, he asked tbe latter under what banner be
would then bo round-led by JofT Davis under the star*
aod Hars» Mr. Doeiittle rose promptly and replied with
