A volume of nearly foor hundred page* on a new

monetary systsm, anbractDf the topics mentioned
above, ought to bare something la It to Justify the time

spent in ila perusal, for the subject la, to uae a common

expression, a heavy oa«i The greatoot merit of this
book Is In lis being eminently suggestive to statesmen
and men of thought The author lays the axe at tbe
root of tbe evils of our currency and financial system
sod give* some heavy blow* but not with as

¦such skill as such a stupendous work requires.
He Is too prolix aad then la a tedious and
wearisome repotMM of Ideas and words, making it tire-
none to even men who low the study of sueh subjects.
Tbe aarfoubted evils of our present system or currency,
baaklag and finaaooa, which ho expooee, are the growth
.f agea, are Interwoven with all our laatliuilona, politi¬
cal, social, mercantile aad ef property, aad are little
understood by evea tbe edeoeted, aad not at all ecarcely
by the mass of people. It la a growth so widespread
aad deep rooted that a loag time will bo required aad
aaoh labor to destroy it, if; ladeed, that eaa ever bo
deae. Ho shows, what la aadeabtodly true, that the
monetary system of this sad all other civilised coun¬
tries tends rapidly to asake the rich richer aad tbe
poor poorer, to eoaoaatrata all the wealth aad
the prod »sts ef tnduelry la the hande of the
few aad to leave these who only predaco real wealth by
their labor la poverty aad sraat. The toadency la every¬
where the same, from the aaate eaoaa.

From the known capacity of the author In compiling

books and bla usual assiduity In getting facts together
In good shape, one is not surprised to And in this volume

a consecutive and apparently fall history of what haa
for some time been Known as "Fonianlsm;" and for
any one who wants to know juat what it is, or was, this
is the very book. The reader will|learn from tbe intro¬
ductory chapters that the mysterious "Fenians" fifteen
hundred years ago were the "National Guard" of Ireland,
organized and commanded by tbe martial hero
Finn, an Irish chieftain wall known in poetry, ro¬

mance and fiction, whom (Ossian) lfacpberson converted
into a Highlander and called Flngal. We have heard a

good deal of the modern Fenians both in this country
and Great Britain, and we may probably hear mora

dropping Bhot concerning them by the Atlantic cable,
and in the crossfire between the factionlsta in the
nowspapera here. This book of Mr. Savage, who is
himself "a leader," designs to put the public in posses¬
sion of some knowledge of the men whose names have
bean so long familiar, most offwhom are now under¬
going Imprisonment In British jails. We notice that of
the twenty-four prominent gentlemen whose names are

included in this catalogue of "Fenian Heroes and
Martyrs," ten were officers in the United .States
Army and fought with great distinction during
tbe late civil war; one was an officer in tbe
Confederate service, and all citizens of the United
8tates. The others are chiefly Irish journalists and
mostly young me a. The getting up of tbe book is very
respectable, but the wood cnts, purporting to be por¬
traits, would be no detriment to the volume if they
were anywhere else. To a large number of people this
work will be very welcome.

mass of matter concerning the St. Domingo massacre,
the restoration of democracy and political articles
on the progress of reconstruction, besides a lot of other
useful Information. Every democrat will doubtless
obtain a copy, and thereby encourage the publishers in
continuing a work in a new direction.
The last almanac whicb wa shall notice is an affair

laaued by a copperhead Journal of this oity which has
little circulation, and. Judging from tba production
before ns, but little brains or knowledge of the demands
of the work they have undertaken. Badly compiled,
wretchedly unreliable, printed on poor papor, In the
worst possible style, It does not promise any better
future than the poor bantlings that are plaoed on the
doorsteps of tba oity buildings, to be unrolled and then
forever buried. The publishers, with great Judgment,
have omitted to state the price or the worthless affair.
It can be bought cheaply and will ba found valuable as

waste paper.

REVIEW OF NEW MUSIC.

Bow little originality in either melody, harmony or

general arrangement of a work Is shown in the composi¬
tions of the present day ? Leaving the trash oat of the

question we tan* np a song, an anthem or a piece of
piano mnsic which strikes the tar at once as somethina
of considerable merit But on close examination, or

with a little exercise of memory we find that the piece
is hodlly stolon from some previous work. Of course

we do not look for entire originality In the salooa music
which la poured forth in a constant stream from oar

publishers' presses, bat we certainly ezpeot some new
treatment of old subjects. Let a compoeer select a

theme from the works of his predeoessors, but bo mast
have brains enough to plaoe this theme In
a new and handsome setting. Musical composition
has become, unfortunately, too much of Job work
among us, and a composer thinks only of the
prloo which he will receive for a piece and not
of its merita The canse of this glaring evil rests with
the publishers, for wo should have bo trash or unblush¬
ing plaglaiisms If they did their duty towards the
publto. What If a man bring them a piece which Is
either worth load or stolen, and promises tbem a ready
sale of a laive portion of the edition in oase of Its publi¬
cation. The publisher sacrifices his own business repu¬
tation and degrades him;elf to tho level of a Chatham
street "old clo" dealer. We shall continue oar stric¬
tures on this manner of imposing on the public until the
publisnors and the writers of music adopt a different
courts.
