What we want is legal tendera
(in their place, and the change will save nearly twenty
millions per annum in gold to the government in inter-
set wbicb is now paid on me bonds deposited as a basia
<ol circulation. Let Congress push this measure through
at once and take similar action with respect to tbe ex¬

change of green backs for tbe maturing interest
bearing legal tender notes and the three per cent
certiboates issued m redemption of tbe same, as applied
la the Senate amendmeut to the House antl-contractlon
*hH providing for tbe issue of new notes for all notes
^cancelled by the £ecietary of tbe Treasury. Cash gold
was In abundant supply, and loans were made at 6 a 7
4>er cent for carrying.
