we have recorded annate or any people. In the golden
period of Grecian history they flourished exceedingly.
The rhujoiciana, those groat navigators 01 early time*,
even with the limited knowledge they possessed of
naval architecture, did wonders in the way of dariig,
and Btrac.k boldly out in their little cOckleebeUs, amid
the raging waves of old Ocean, In search of the products
or distant climes. At one time l'hicnicla held a

monopoly of commercial traffic j but it was afterward*
shared by Asia Minor and the isles of Oreeoe.
Commerce was prohibited la upartn by order of
Lycurgaa; bat (and here we find that desire for faim
was as great in ancient limes as now> the temptations
to prollt by commercial enterprise gradually compelled
Us adoption even among the Spartans, llome, too, bad

a commerce, although it was not commensurate with tho
greatness of the empire in other respects. Attica, ac¬

cording te Anetiarsis, was an Important nation, ton-
Kldrred in its commercial aspect, and even the Scandi¬
navian*. looking oceanward from their fripid home,
were impelled to "tempt the dangers of the deep' m
order to bring wealth from tar-oD shores by means of
commerce. As time progressed wo tlnd that commer¬
cial traffic grew apace; and, as enlightenment became
more general commerce iucrwased its power. Art and
science found it to be their willing handmaid, and it
has a tendency even as a Christian agency. It has, how-
over, iU dark side. An emineut divine of the present
day iHeury Ward Beecher) has said:."The spirit or
modern times is eminently commercial, and many of
those who ooudoct it are the oppressors ol the world, it
is maiuly conducted by the strong against the weak,
and the fertility uf that thought and feeling which has
been brod in us, although it makes us keen
and crafty, does not niako us pay due regard
to tho well being or those with whom
we conduct commerce. The Babylon or Scrip-
irue w iu no one piace, uo one age, but everywhere
where the energies of a people are aroused to ply com¬
merce, regartile*. of the well are of mankind. W herever
there may lie justice there is tfie kingdom of Cod; that
of darkness is whoru such justice does not exist. Com¬
merce considered in the above souse, is the bane of our
day. Formerly war, pestilence und lamine were the
uottve agents lor man's destruction; now Uioy are de¬
ployed by coal mines, by lactories, by overtaxed and
.overtasked lahor in cities and on plantations; by firm*
and not by governments. Against this whole spirit and
tendency Christianity utters its solemn protest. ' In the
re molest agon of antiquity we disoeru horo an.l there in¬
dications ot the existence of a cusloaw duty on Import*;
